On October 1, 2007, at approximately 12:00, on location at Chevron's, OCS-G 4903,
Main Pass 30 A Platform, a deckhand was injured while transfering a load from the
Jack-up barge Mahi Mahi (Hercules) to the Workboat Beverly F (Seacor), as a result of
human error. Injured person (IP) required surgery to the major tendon of his right
leg.

Sequence of Events:
At around noon on October 1, 2007, a load was being taken off the Jack-up barge
working at Chevron's MP 30A Platform.  The Workboat Beverly F (Seacor) impacted the
leg of the jack up barge Mahi Mahi (Hercules). The skipper, with load still on deck,
put the boat into reverse.  This ended up pinning a deck hand between the load and
the wheel house.  The deckhand was flown in for evaluation. 

Note from Seacor's Safety Manager: Individual has a tear of a major tendon in his
right leg which will require surgical intervention, possibly as early 10-3-07. He is
not fit for duty at this time.
