D scussi on:

These questions were brought to the RRC as there is currently a
devel opnent proposal under review to put a townhouse in the
mddle of two lots in a three | ot short subdivision.

K.C.C. 21A 14.030 cannot be used to determ ne whether a use is
al | oned.

K.C.C. 21A 08.030.B. 12 reads, "A conditional use permt is not
required for townhouse units on lots in a subdivision designed
for townhouse units."”

The question then discussed was if this condition in the code
shoul d have included a short subdivision.
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The state definition distinguishes between subdivision and
short subdivision. K C C  19.04.320 defines "Subdivision" as
the division or redivision of land into two or nore |lots for

t he purpose of sale, |ease or transfer of ownership, except as
provi ded by the short subdivision of two to four lots."

A Conditional Use Permt (CUP) would allow for further review.

Concl usi on:

Fol |l owi ng additional research, the determnation is that we
cannot define "subdivision" as used in K C.C. 21A. 08.030.B.12
to include "short subdivision" or other |and division
processes. The definition of subdivision in the RCWand in
K.C.C. 19.04.320 nakes a clear distinction between subdi vi sion
and short subdivision. Townhouses are not allowed with a short
subdi vision unless with a Conditional Use Permt.

It m ght be appropriate to amend the code to all ow t owmnhouses
wi t hin a subdivision, short subdivision or binding site plan
desi gned for townhouse use. Code Devel opnent staff wll
research further
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
