This map includes both single family and 
condominium homes.  A three person household at
80% of median income earned about $47,250 in 
2001, and could afford a home priced at about 
$156,000.  The median price of a home in King
 County in 2001 was $244,000.
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At 50% of median income, a two-person
household earned approximately $29,000 
in 2001-2002.  They could afford a unit costing 
about $725 per month.  The percentage of 
rental units available at this rent is based on 
2000 Census data, adjusted for rent increases
since then.

Nearly 107,000 renter households, or about 37%
of all renter households, earn 50% of median
income or below.
