This month’s estimates include revisions to the China supply and demand balance sheet for 2005/06 and 
2006/07. The revisions are driven primarily by a reassessment of the stock situation in 2005/06.  The previous 
estimate showed 2005/06 ending stocks up less than 250,000 bales from the beginning level.  Review of end-
of-marketing year data indicated a significant increase in stocks during 2005/06.  Accordingly, stocks are now 
estimated to have risen during 2005/06 from 13. 1 million bales at the beginning of the year to 15.6 million at 
the end of the year. 

Stocks in China generally fall into four categories: 1) Reserve held by the government, 2) Consignment stocks 
in bonded warehouses still owned by international merchants, 3) Mill stocks and, 4) Commercial stocks held 
by gins and domestic traders.  Evaluation of empirical information of each based on end of marketing year 
information indicates significantly larger ending stocks for 2005/06 than were previously estimated.   

While China’s national reserve stocks are still considered to be a state secrets the China National Cotton 
Reserve Corporation is known to have purchased both domestic Chinese cotton and imported cotton for the 
reserve. Movement out of the reserves appears to have been limited largely to reduction in holdings of “old” 
growths, pre-1998. 

Consignment stocks of cotton in bonded warehouses increased during 2005/06 due to both a larger volume of 
cotton imports and a higher share of imports moving thru the bonded warehouses and decreased import 
demand at the beginning of 2006/07. 

Commercial stocks of domestic cotton at the end of 2005/06 are estimated to be higher than at the beginning 
of the year despite the smaller 2005 crop.  On expectations of higher prices, many first buyers of the 2005 crop 
bid up prices.  However, the availability and relatively attractive price of imported cotton kept downward 
pressure on prices and this resulted in an accumulation of domestic stocks, particularly of cotton produced in 
Xinjiang province. 

Mills stocks on the other hand likely decreased during 2005/06, despite higher mill use.  Tightening credit and 
the increase in availability of consignment cotton allowed mills to continue to draw down stocks, in terms of 
days of inventory. 

The estimate for consumption in 2005/06 was lowered by 1.5 million bales in light of the increase in ending 
stocks and revised estimates from authoritative Chinese officials. The residual, show as a negative loss, was 



increased by 850,000 bales indicating greater uncertainty with respect to the production and consumption 
estimates. 

The 2006/07 forecast has beginning stocks up 2.35 million bales, production up 1.0 million bales due largely 
to better end of season weather.  Consumption was decreased by 1.0 million bales, maintaining last month’s 
growth rate from 2005/06.  The import forecast was reduced by 1.0 million bales in light of the larger supply 
and slightly lower demand.  Ending stocks for 2006/07 are now forecast at 15.1 million bales up 3.9 million 
from the previous month.  Currently, the stocks-to-use ratio is forecast to decline about 5 percentage points 
from 2005/06, indicating a tighter supply relative to demand.
