The Petitioner, Federal Aviation Authority (FAA), filed a petition for review
pursuant to the McNamara-O’Hara Service Contract of 1965, as amended (SCA or Act),’
and applicable regulations” with the United States Department of Labor’s Administrative
Review Board® challenging the prevailing wage rates for the FSS I, FSS 1, and FSS I

3 Pursuant to 29 C.F.R. § 8.1(b) (2007), the Board has jurisdiction to hear and decide
“appeals concerning questions of law and fact from final decisions of the Administrator of
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classifications included in SCA WD 2006-0615 (Rev. 1). The Board issued a Notice of
Appeal and Order Establishing Briefing Schedule and the Administrator of the Wage and
Hour Division filed the record and its brief in response to that order.

On February 11, 2008, FAA filed “Petitioner’s Motion to Withdraw.” FAA
averred that the record the Administrator filed in response to the Board’s briefing order
“contained a number of documents Petitioner was seeing for the first time” and that
“upon review of the record Petitioner moves to withdraw from the appeal” and “requests
the matter be closed.”

Accordingly, we GRANT FAA’s Motion to Withdraw and DISM I SS its appeal.
