•  Don’t smoke when you’re 
sleepy—and really put 
that cigarette out.

•  Keep heaters at least  
three feet from your bed, 
curtains, or other  
flammable materials.

•  Never wear loose clothing 
when you’re cooking.

•  Test your smoke alarms 
monthly; change the  
batteries at least once a year.

•  Design and practice a fire 
escape plan.

•  If at all possible, install 
home fire sprinklers.
