RECENCY – (10.202(e)) – 90 days in the last 3 years on vessels of appropriate tonnage.  

MASTER 1600 GRT – (10.412) 
A. 1440 days of service on Ocean or N/C waters, OF WHICH 

1. 720 days of service must be in Ocean or N/C waters, AND 
2. 720 days of service on vessels over 100 GRT, AND 
3. 720 days of service as master, mate, or equivalent supervisory position while holding a   

license as master, mate, or master or mate of towing vessels, AND 
4. 360 days service as master, mate, or equivalent position on vessels over 100 GRT, OR 

B. A Chief Mate or 2nd Mate Oceans or N/C of 1600 GRT or more, is eligible for this 
license upon completion of a limited examination. 

MASTER 500 GRT – (10.418) 
A. 1080 days of service on Ocean or N/C waters, OF WHICH 

1. 540 days of service must be in Ocean or N/C waters, AND 
2. 720 days service as master, mate, or equivalent supervisory position while holding a 

license as master, mate, or OUPV, AND 
3. 360 days as master, mate, or equivalent position on vessels over 50 GRT, OR 

B.    Master or mate of towing vessels on Oceans or N/C waters is eligible, AFTER 
1. 360 days service as master or mate of towing vessels on Oceans or N/C, AND
