The US Coast Guard Auxiliary Interpreter Corps has 2 Competency 
Levels:  

  Level “A” Interpreter fluently reads, writes, speaks and 
understands a foreign language in addition to English. 
   

  Level “B” Interpreter speaks and understands a foreign 
language in addition to English, but does not necessarily 
fluently read or write in any language.

Yes, 61% of our Volunteer Interpreters are Level “A” rated and 39% 
are Level “B” rated. Another interesting fact is that 46% of those 
Interpreters have prior military service.
