Eastern zone (Dar .8s salaam, Coast, Tanga, Morogoro, and Dodorna 
Regions) Northern zone (Kilimanjaro, Arusha and Manyara), Lake 
zone (Mwanza, Mara, Shinyanga " Kagera) Southern zone (Iringa, 
Mbeya, Ruvuma, Mtwara ~ Lindi) and Wester~ zone (Singida, Tabora, 
Kigo:ua & Rubola). Beginning July 1, 2007, each zone will be under 
the management of a 100% salaried Zonal Coordinator who will 
report directly to csse HQ in Dar es Salaam. As this project is 
euvisaged to work primarily in the Southern Zone, the Zonal 
Coordinator for that area will be closely involved in providing 
oversight and supervision. 

Under this Malaria Communities Program, the Chr~stian Social 
Services Commission, will bring on board its significant netl.orks

Mtwara Region is located in the southeast of Tanzania, bordering 
with Mozambique and is one of the poorest regions of th" country. 
Mtwara is d~vided into 5 districts and 90% of the population are 
rUl:,,1 dwellers. In Mtwara agYlculture employs over 90% of the 
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entire population and women play a leading role in agric:ultural 
ac:tivities. Ac:c:ess to health fac:ilitiGS is very low due to 
multiple problems such as geographical distance and cost; 
however, availability of health skilled staff remains a major 
c:ballenge. The infant mortality rate and maternal mortality are 
hoth very high, and prevalence of malaria is high. The follo'>Jing 
numbers of health facilities by district are found in the rGgion:

Lindi Region Health Status Overview

mortality rat.e are among the highest in the nation. The 
brGakdown of health facilities by district in Lindi region is:

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Program Links 

Yocused Antenatal Care (FANC) is a concept widelY known in the 
nealth service delivery community, hut it has not yet expanded 
its coverage to reach all health facilities and in"titut~ons in 
the country_ Using the FANC platform, this project will increase 
the percentages of ITN usage by pregnant WOmen and children under 
f;ve, increase the uptake of IPTp [. ACTs and, through education 
arn training, lift all the PMI and Mep indicators in the selected 
operational districts. 

Socia_Economic Characteristics 

The four selected districts - two ~n Ruvuma, one in Lindi and o;:le 
'" M::.wara are among the most economically deprived Hl the 
country although possessing rich agricult(,ral potential. The 
vast major,ty of residents in Ruvuma are Christian, reflected in 
thG larger number of CSSC facil;ties there, and Mtwara is divided 
evenly between Muslims and Christians while in Lindi, a coastal 
region with strong cultural ties to the history of Zanzibar, ~s 

predominantly Muslim. People are represented by a variety of 
tribal affiliations in the three regions and although literacy is 
quite high (>70%-), this varies between men & women and clearly 
gender equity has proven to be a ",ajor challenge. 

CUrrent status of Health Care Servines 

The Ministry of Health and Christian Socis] Services Commission 
provide lhe vast majority of health services in the four 
distr-icts_ There are 59 essc health facilities, including six 
hospitals, while the Ministry opGrates nearly 200 facillti"s, 
most of these small dispensaries. At the tertiary level, the 
standard of health service delivery LS highest while drug and 
personnel shortages plague the facilities at the community level. 

Health Behaviors 

It is clear that the higher educational attainment level in 
Ruvuma Region combined with greater agricultural wealth and more 
disposable income has created a situation in which health-seeking 
hehavior has progressed much further than in ?Jltwara and Lindi. 
The greater uptake of malaris control measures including use of 
ITJ\TS and higher percentages of other PMI indicators r-eflects 
this. A challenge of tlns project will be not only to 
consolidste progressive behaviors in Mbinga and Songea Rural, but 
also develop strategies to affect positive improvements in Lindi 
Rural and Masasi. 
Other Malaria Programs 
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Each of the major esse health facilit~es has malaria programs in 
place and functioning including distribution of nets thro~gh PSI 
and other initiatives, USe of IPT and ACTs supported by the NMCP 
and special education & training programs supported by s number 
of national and international funding sourCes. These programs 
arO more nu~erous in Songea Rural and Mbinga, but in Lindi, near 
."I·;a"gao Hospital. and in Masasi. in the catchment area 
Gurroundir.g ."Idanda Hospital, malaria programs have been active 
improv~r.g health-seeking behaviors tor a numbet" of years. rt is 
expected that ~.he malaria program initiated at Peramlho Hospital 
in 1998 will be replicated in the proposed project over the four 
districts. In nine years, IT,orta1ity from malaria has dropped 
almost 75% in the catchment area due to a combination of the 
following activities:

Partnering Organi~ationB 

The Christian Social Services Commission, as a body created to 
provide health and education services under the umbrella of TEC 
and CCT institutions, will partner with MOH, di"trict health 
offices, ACCESS progra~ and all 59 of its health institutions in 
the fo,-,r districts of Songea Rural, Mbinga, Masasi and Lindi 
Rural. Especially important are the six major referral hospltals 
located in these districts as all have a netwot"!c of 
congregational and community healeh development programs and 
projects seeking improved health-seeking behaviors in a multitude 
of disciplines.

'''hile Tanzania has made great strides in the prevention aru:l 
treatment of malaria In pregnancy, and is one of the developing 
world's leaders in terms of research and sdvocacy of the use of 
insecticide-treated nets, the country is still SOme distance from 
,-eacning all its outlined targets and the Millennium Development 
Goals. Nationwide, the uptake of 1FT 1 is about 58';; and I?T 2 is 
about 38%_' Due to nationwide campaigns, the ITN USe in Tanzania 
is higher than in many developing countries; nevertheless, in the 
regions of Ruvuma the average percentage of households with at 
least 1TN is only 26%; in Mtwara and Lindi it is only 16%.' 

Antenatal care is an opportune platform to address the prevention 
and treatment of malaria in pregnancy si.nce the majority of 
pregnant WOmen come for at least one ANC v~sit (94%) and many 
come for at least two (50%) 
Stre!lgthening the quality of an~enatal care and prever.tive 
interventions for ma::'aria in pregnancy (M1P) will reduce the 
r~sks for maternal and perinatal mortality among ''''omen and their 
babies in Tanzania. Community based interventions ,,;ill help 
reduce not only MIP but also malar~a in children under 5 through 
use of ITNs as well as prompt treatment due to improved 
understanding and prepdredness in the select communities. 

In Tanzania, faith-based organizations (FBOS) d",}~ver over 40~ of 
faci.lity-based health services nationally and much higher ir:c 
rural and hard to reacb areas. ~nen one takes into consLderation 
the congregation and community based programs, the level of FBO 
health care education and delivery goes up much higher. The 
Christian Social services Commission, founded in 1992 as the 
health and education service provi~ion department of the Tanzania 
Episcopal Conference and the Christian Council of Tanzania 
(additional housing the Tanzania Inter-Faith Forum bringing 
Muslims, Hindus and other faiths together for dialogue and 
opening opportunities for collaboration). '",ill provide leadership 
to implement this project both at facility and community levels.

(Ii) The notice should be sent as far in advance as possible, but at 
least 14 calendar days in advance of the proposed travel_ This notice may 
be sent by fax or e-mail. The recipient should retain proof that notification 
was made. 

(iii) The notification shall contain the following information: the award 
number, the cognizant Technical Officer, the traveler's name (if known), 
date of arrival, and the purpose of the trip. 

(iv) The USAID Mission will respond only if travel has been denied. It 
will be the responsibility of the Cognizant Technical Officer in the Mission 
to contact the recipient within 5 working days of having received the notice 
if the travel is denied.

benefits are, to the extent permitted by law or Govemment regulations, 
available to the public on reasonable terms. 

(4) 	 Made when used In relation to any invention means the conception or first 
actual reduction to practice of such invention. 

(5) 	 Small business firm means a small business concern which meets the 
size standards for small business concerns involved in Govemment 
procurement and subcontracting at 13 CFR 121.3-8 and 13 CFR 121.3­
12, respectively. 

(6) 	 Nonprofit organization means a university or other institution of higher 
education or an organization which is not organized for profit as described 
in the laws of the country in which it was organized. 

b. 	 Allocation of Principal Rights: The recipient may retain the entire right, title, and 
interest throughout the world to each subject invention subject to the provisions 
of this clause and 35 U ,S.C. 203, With respect to any subject invention in which 
the recipient retains title, the Federal Government shall have a non-exclusive, 
non-transferable, irrevocable, paid-up license to practice or have practiced for or 
on behalf of the U.S. the subject invention throughout the wand.

The disclosure shall also identffy any publication, on sale or public use of 
the invention and whether a manuscript describing the invention has been 
submitted for publication and, if so, whether rt has been accepted for 
publication at the time of disclosure. In addition, after disclosure to USAID 
the recipient shall promptly notify USAID of the acceptance of any 
manuscript describing the invention for publication or of any on sale or 
public use planned by the recipient. 

(2) 	 The recipient shall elect in writing whether or not to retain title to any such 
invention by notifying USAID within two years of disclosure to USAID. 
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However, in any case where publication, on sale, or public use has 
initiated the one-year statutory period wherein valid patent protection can 
still be obtained in the United States, the period of election of title may be 
shortened by USAID to a date that is no more than 60 days prior to the 
end of the statutory period.

sale, or public use. The recipient shall file patent applications in additional 
countries within either ten months of the corresponding initial patent 
application or six months from the date permission is granted by the 
Commissioner of Patents and Trademarks to file foreign patent 
applications where such filing has been prohibited by a Secrecy Order.

(3) 	 Before revocation or modification of the license, USAIO will fUrnish the 
recipient wr"rtten nofrce of its intention to revoke or modify the license, and 
the recipient shall be allowed thirty days (or such other time as may be 
authorized by USAID for good cause shown by the recipient) after the 
notice to show cause why the j"rcense should not be revoked or modified.

(D) This provision includes express terms and conditions of the agreement 
and any violation of it shall be grounds for unilateral termination, in whole or in 
part, of the agreement by USAID prior to the end of its term.

a. The U.S. Government is opposed to prostitution and related activities, which are 
inherently harmful and dehumanizing, and contribute to the phenomenon of trafficking in 
persons. None of the fUnds made available under this agreement may be used to 
promote or advocate the legalization or practice of prostitution or sex trafficking. Nothing 
in the preceding sentence shall be construed to preclude the provision to individuals of 
palliative care, treatment, or post-exposure pharmaceutical prophylaxis. and necessary 
pharmaceuticals and commodities, including test kits, condoms, and, when proven 
effective, microbicides. 

b. Except as noted in the second sentence of this paragraph, as a condition of 
entering into this agreement or any subagreement, a non-governmental organization or 
public international organization recipienVsubrecipient must have a policy explicitly 
oppos'lng prostitution and sex trafficking. The following organizations are exempt from 
this paragraph: the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malana; the World 
Health Organization: the International AIDS Vaccine Initiative; and any United Nations 
agency. 

c. 	 The following definition applies for purposes of this provision: 
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Sex trafficking means the recruitment. harboring, transportation, provision. or obtaining 
of a person forthe purpose of a commercial sex act. 22 U.S,C. 7102(9), 

d. The recipient shall insert this provision, which is a standard provision. in all 
subagreements. 

e This provision includes express terms and conditions of the agreement and any 
violation of it shall be grounds for unilateral termination of the agreement by USAID prior 
to the end of its term.

a. The objectives of the USAID Disability Policy are (1) to enhance the attainment of 
United States fore'lgn assistance program goals by promoting the partiCipation and 
equalization of opportunities of individuals with disabilities in USAID policy. country and 
sector strategies. activity designs and implementation; (2) to increase awareness of 
issues of people with disabilities both within USAID programs and in host countries; (3) 
to engage other U.S. government agencies, host country counterparts, govemments. 
implementing organizations and other donors in fostering a climate of nondiscrim'rnation 
against people with disabilities; and (4) to support international advocacy for people with 
disabilities.

b. USAID therefore requires that the recipient not diSCriminate against people with 
disabilities in the implementation of USAID funded programs and that it make every 
effort to comply with the objectives of the USAID Disability Policy in performing the 
program under this grant or cooperative agreement. To that end and to the extent it can 
accomplish this goal within the scope of the program objectives, the recipient should 
demonstrate a comprehensive and consistent approach for including men. women and 
children with disabilities.
