Per Diem Bulletin 08-03
Maximum Per Diem Rates for the States of Alabama, California, Illinois Missouri, New York and Texas
Summary:  The General Services Administration (GSA) has reviewed the per diem rates of certain locations in the states of Alabama, California, Illinois, Missouri, New York, and Texas and determined that they are inadequate.

Action:  An analysis of lodging rate survey data reveals that the maximum lodging per diem rates for the State of Alabama, the city of Mobile, including the county of Mobile; the State of California, the cities of Eureka, Arcata, and McKinleyville, including the county of Humboldt and the city of Monterey, including the county of Monterey; the State of Illinois, the cities of O’Fallon, Fairview Heights, and Collinsville, including the counties of Bond, Calhoun, Clinton, Jersey, Macoupin, Madison, Monroe, and St. Clair; the State of Missouri, the city of St. Louis, including the counties of St. Louis City, St. Louis, St. Charles, Crawford, Franklin, Jefferson, Lincoln, Warren, and Washington; and the State of Texas, the city of Beaumont, including the county of Jefferson, should be increased and adjusted to provide for the reimbursement of Federal employees’ lodging expenses.  
Also, the county information for St. Louis, Missouri has expanded to include the counties of Crawford, Franklin, Jefferson, Lincoln, Warren, and Washington.  In addition, Queens, New York will have the same per diem rates as Manhattan beginning March 17, 2008.

Finally, an analysis of the meals and incidental expenses (M&IE) data reveals that the maximum M&IE rates for the State of Alabama, the city of Mobile, including the county of Mobile; the State of California, the cities of Eureka, Arcata, and McKinleyville, including the county of Humboldt; The State of Illinois, cities of O’Fallon, Fairview Heights, and Collinsville, including the counties of Bond, Calhoun, Clinton, Jersey, Macoupin, Madison, Monroe, and St. Clair; and the State of Texas, the city of Beaumont, including the county of Jefferson, should be increased and adjusted to provide for the reimbursement of Federal employees’ M&IE expenses from March 17, 2008 to September 30, 2008.  
This bulletin amends the FY 2008 per diem rates (see the Federal Register notice at 72 FTR 43642, August 6, 2007) to reflect the per diem rates in the prescribed areas.
Effective:  This bulletin is effective March 17, 2008, and applies to travel performed on or after March 17, 2008.

Background Information

(A)  After an analysis of the per diem rates established for FY 2008, GSA has determined that current per diem rates for certain localities do not adequately reflect the cost of lodging and meals and incidental expenses.
(B)  Per diem rates are published on the Internet at www.gsa.gov/perdiem as an FTR Per Diem Bulletin and published in the Federal Register on a periodic basis.  This bulletin gives notice of a revision in the per diem rates prescribed by the Office of Governmentwide Policy (OGP) for the continental United States (CONUS).  Per Diem Bulletins published periodically in the Federal Register now constitute the only notification of revisions in CONUS per diem rates to agencies.  These are the changes constituted by this Bulletin:
