Facilities Information Management System (FIMS)
Overview
FIMS is the Department of Energy’s corporate database for real property and trailer holdings as required by Real Property Asset Management Order 430.1B.  As of the end of Fiscal Year 2006, DOE real property holdings totaled over 830 thousand acres of owned land and over 122 million square feet of owned buildings.  FIMS provides DOE and contractor personnel with real time access to DOE facilities information.  In addition, FIMS is used to generate an annual report to the General Services Administration (GSA) consisting of detailed asset level information of DOE’s real property holdings.
Complete and accurate information on real property holdings is critical to the Department for managing facilities and reporting to General Services Administration (GSA), Office of Management and Budget (OMB), Congress, and the taxpayers.  In addition, FIMS is used to generate an annual report to the General Services administration consisting of detailed asset level information of DOE’s real property holdings.  Due to this need for complete and accurate information DOE performs annual data validations on all of their real property facilities.  

The Facilities Data Development Committee (FDDC), composed of DOE-HQ FIMS stakeholders, is the governing body of FIMS.  John Yates is the SC FDDC member with Theresa Kelly as his alternate.  These various Headquarters representatives recommend/approve enhancements to FIMS.  The FIMS Advisory Committee (FAC) which is comprise of volunteer DOE and contractor personnel serves as a forum for discussing an evaluating suggestions regarding the development, operation, or administration of FIMS.  The FAC provides recommendations to the FDDC based on results of their review of proposed changes from individual submissions via the change request form.  
The database is also the source of reports to NIST, FEMA, the court ordered Central Internet Database (CID) on contaminated facilities, and EE’s Congressional energy management reports.  At the beginning of the year, DOE reports to Congress the reduction in the department’s gross square footage using the FIMS archived data.

There are a total of approximately 180 data elements within the FIMS database which is mandated by the RPAM Order.  All but a few of these elements are required.  Some fields may be required for one property type or owned/ingrant designation and optional for another.  FIMS is used to generate an annual report of 24 mandatory data elements for the GSA as mandated by EO13327, “Federal Real Property Asset Management” and the interagency Federal Real Property Council (FRPC) of DOE’s real property holdings.  This annual report is sent to the GSA from OECM the first week of December.
The site offices conduct oversight of their M&O’s to assure accurate FIMS records are entered and maintained.  The M&O populates and maintains the FIMS database throughout the life cycle of the real property assets.

Each program office shares in the Direct Mission Costs funding of which the FIMS database system is a part.  This year the share of what SC is responsible for is $92K.
