Artificial Snow Park In Amadora, Portugal

Amadora is one of the largest suburbs of Lisbon, the capital city of Portugal.  

The Mayor of the City Municipality of Amadora has announced that an international public tender will be launched during the month of August for the construction of an artificial snow park.  All legal parameters have been set by the Municipality, including the authorization for the direct use of the area of land for the snow park that originally belonged to the City Council of Lisbon and was used as a waste facility.  The 40 hectares that previously hosted the waste facility of Boba, will be transformed into a modern artificial snow park with related sports facilities.

The next step is the launching of the international public bid for the architecture, construction (and management for a period of 50 to 90 years) of a park that will host more than one million people per year.

Since most Portuguese winter sports enthusiasts travel to the Principality of Andorra, located in the Pyrenees, Southwestern Europe, the City Council of Amadora is using the slogan “Don’t Ski in Andorra, Come to Amadora”.  The Detailed Plans for the Boba (PPB-Plano de Pormenor da Boba) winter sports facility were approved early this year.  This snow park will be the only such facility in the country, with artificial snow for ski and snowboard runs in addition to a bike path, amphitheatre, area for extreme sports, office space, and a hotel.

The Amadora Municipality believes the PPB is being implemented according to the objectives stipulated in the Municipal Director Plan and the Urbanization Plan of Amadora.  In order for the plans to continue and for the bid to be launched, the project depends on the approval from the Regional Coordination Commission of Lisbon and from the Minister of the Environment.

U.S. suppliers of architectural services, artificial snow equipment and other sports facility equipment may find opportunities in this project.
