1Of the 53,674 cases, 4,693 had missing guideline application information. Of the remaining 48,981 cases, 18,743 were sentenced
under USSG Chapter Two, Part D (drugs). Of these, 18,519 were sentenced under USSG §§ 2D1.1, 2D1.2, 2D1.5, 2D1.6, 2D1.8, or 2D2.1 as 
depicted in this figure.  Additionally, 801 with zero months prison ordered were excluded.  Of the remaining 17,718 cases, 52 were excluded 
due to one or both of the following reasons: missing drug type (8) or missing sentence information (45).
