A NARA “Information Portal” for the shared use of 
various government agencies with expert records 
assistance and user support to clients.

The portal would appear to be a natural extension of 
the clients’ own system, connected to the NARA 
facility by a secured internet link.
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What is a Portal?

A portal is a website that aggregates contextually relevant 
information, services and applications

A portal distills complexity with a variety of information 
and services available to a user into a single interface, 
targeted to the user’s needs and interests

Challenge is not to deploy a portal but to equip the 
enterprise with a comprehensive framework to create, 
maintain, and modify any type of portal required to meet 
business needs
