What is it?

· Established by the Oregon State Library in 2006, the Oregon Documents Repository collects, preserves, and provides access to online publications of Oregon state government.

· It compliments the Oregon Documents Depository Program, which has been collecting, preserving, and distributing paper publications of Oregon state government since 1907.

· The goal of both programs is to provide continuing access to public documents for state agency employees and the citizens of Oregon. The State Library depends on agency cooperation to make the programs successful.
What does it mean to me?

· State agencies are required to provide the State Library with an electronic version of any public document. (see criteria below) 
· If your agency has migrated to TeamSite, you can submit documents to the Repository by setting the meta tag "Copy to State Library" to yes.  
· You may also submit documents to the Repository by emailing them to Jey Wann (jey.a.wann@state.or.us) 

What is a public document?

· Annual (or quarterly, or biennial) reports

· Reports:  results of studies or audits, environmental impact statements, business plans, etc.

· Descriptions of programs, benefits, etc.

· Newsletters or journals

· Statistics

· Handbooks or manuals

· Posters 

· Maps

· Pamphlets

What is not a public document?

· Forms

· Meeting announcements and agendas

· Meeting minutes

· Press releases

· Conference announcements

· Home pages (index.shtml)

· SHTML pages that consist primarily of links to other pages
