Hawai'i Department of Health Cases to December 31, 2005

AIDS Data: Asof December 31, 2005, a cumulative total of 2,847 AIDS cases have been reported to the Ha-
waii HIV/AIDS Surveillance Program, Department of Health. Of these, 1,542 (54.2%) are known dead. At the end
of 2005, a total of 1,305 persons are known to be living with AIDS resulting in the prevalence rate of 102.3 AIDS
cases per 100, 000 population. There were 109 cases reported during 2005 (one-year period ), which yields an an-
nual AIDS report rate of 8.5 per 100,000 population. Of the 109 AIDS cases, there were 97 (89.0%) males and 12
(11.0%) females. Honolulu County reported 58 cases; Maui County 18 cases; Hawai i County 12 cases; and Kaua'i
County 21 cases. AIDS data is detailed on pages 2-4.

HIV Data: Inaccordance with the CDC recommendations and due to the challenges of the unnamed test code
(UTC) reporting system, Hawaii is in the process of changing the reporting system from coded to named HIV re-
porting. At this time, Hawaii HIV data based on code reporting are not available. It is recommended that all pro-
viders continue to report HIV cases with UTCs and keep the linkage of UTCs and names in their offices for follow
up of missing information on case report forms and for future code to name conversion.

AIDS among Hawaiians and Other Pacific Islanders*, 1984 - 2005

Since the first Hawaiian AIDS case was diagnosed and reported in Hawaii in 1984, 359 Hawaiian and other Pacific
Islander AIDS cases have been diagnosed and reported as of December 31, 2005. These 359 cases represent 12.6%
of the total diagnosed AIDS cases in Hawaii, which is almost the same as their relative proportion of the state popu-
lation (12.1%). Of these 359 cases, 313 (87.2%) are Hawaiians and Part-Hawaiians; 25 (7.0%) Samoans; 5 (1.4%)
Marshallese; 5 (1.4%) Micronesians; 11 (3.1%) other Pacific Islanders. Of the total reported cases, 211 (58.8%) are
known to have died. Though the AIDS death case rate of Hawaiians and other Pacific Islanders is higher than that

of other populations (58.8% versus 53.5%), , : . —
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Figure 1 shows the AIDS incidence among 35 33

Hawaiians and other Pacific Islanders by year
of diagnosis. The incident peaked in 1993,
then decreased, and fluctuated thereafter.
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Of these 359 AIDS cases, there were 306
(85.2%) males and 53 (14.8%) females. Ha-
waiians and other Pacific Islanders have a sig-
nificantly higher percentage of female AIDS
cases than non-Hawaiians and other Pacific
Islanders (14.8% versus 6.7%, P<0.05).
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*Data for currentyears should be considered provisional due to reporting delays.

The majority of these 359 AIDS cases (161, 44.8%) were diagnosed at ages 30-39, followed by 73 cases (20.3%)
aged 40-49, 72 cases (20.1%) aged 20-29, 42 cases (11.7%) aged over 49, and 11 cases (3.1%) aged under 20. The
primary risk behavior is among men who have sex with men (245, 68.2%). The second and third highest risk be-
haviors are heterosexual contact (39, 10.9%) and injection drug use (30, 8.4%). Honolulu County reported 273
cases (76.0%); Hawai i County 48 cases (13.4%); Maui County 30 cases (8.4%); Kaua'i County 8 cases (2.2%).

Reporting Requirement. AIDS case reporting is required by Hawai'i Revised Statutes (HRS) §325-2 and Hawaii Administrative Rules §11-156-3 for low
CD4 values (<200ul/ml or <14% of total lymphocytes). Reporting by name is required at the time a person is diagnosed with AIDS as defined by the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (revised in January 1993). HIV case reporting by Unnamed Test Code (UTC) is required by Hawaii
Administrative Rules §11-156-8.8 & 8.9., which took effect on August 27, 2001. Information is collected for the advancement of epidemiologic knowledge
and handled in strictest confidence in accordance with HRS §325-101. Names and other identifiers are not released. Those required to report include
physicians, nurses, infection control practitioners, medical directors, and hospitals.
