U.S.-Oman Free Trade Agreement Implementa-
tion Act—Agreement: A unanimous-consent agree-
ment was reached providing that the Senate resume
consideration of H.R. 5684, to implement the
United States-Oman Free Trade Agreement on Tues-
day, September 19, 2006, under the order of Thurs-
day, September 14, 2006; that any additional time
until the vote be counted on the bill with the time
equally divided between the two Leaders, or their
designees; and that following the use, or yielding
back of time, Senate vote on final passage of the bill
at 12 noon.

equines to be slaughtered for human consumption,
be vitiated and the Senate agree to the House re-
quest to return the papers.
