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Chimenea Wildland Fire Use Fire Update  
 
The Chimenea Wildland Fire Use fire received over three inches of rain on the afternoon of 
July 3, 2008.  The total involved acreage is now 115.  A few interior logs continue to smolder, 
and Fire Managers will continue to monitor the area of the fire and take action as needed.  The 
Chimenea Wildland Fire Use fire is located in the Saguaro Wilderness, south of Madrona 
Canyon.  This 115 acre lightning-ignited fire started on June 26 and is being managed for 
resource benefits.   
 
The Chimenea Wildland Fire Use Fire occurred in an area adapted to fire.  The Ponderosa 
Pine in this area has thick bark that acts as insulation.  The low intensity of the fire helped 
reduce the risk of large crown fires that may decrease or eliminate habitat including nesting, 
roosting and foraging areas.
