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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This year’s thirty-fourth annual seminar combines three individualized

symposia and is designed to address common medical problems in obstetrics
and gynecologic practice.  As new diagnostic procedures are developed and
therapeutic modalities instituted, the practitioner needs an educational forum to
become familiar with these advances.  Intended to update practicing obstetri-
cians, gynecologists, primary care health professionals, nurse practitioners and
nurses, this three-day program will focus on these specific areas of interest:
