 Total defense expenditures in Hawaii 
were $4.5 billion, an increase of 13.1% 
over FY 2002. 

 

 Defense procurement contracts in 
Hawaii totaled $1.9 billion, an 
increase of 26.2% over FY 2002. 

 

Fiscal Years 2004-05 
 

 Appropriations for FY 2005 defense 
projects total $865 million, an increase 
of 12% over FY 2004. 

 

 This includes a military 
construction program of $368 
million, an increase of 8.5% over FY 
2004. 

 

 $5.5 million was provided to improve 
infrastructure for Hawaii’s public 
schools with high enrollments of  
military children – more than $25 
million over the past 5 years. 

 

 The federal education budget includes 
$44 million in impact aid funding for 
Hawaii’s public schools.
