n recent years, the State of Hawaii has been
diversifying its economy to encompass a myriad
of services and technology-oriented industries.
Hawaii is deeply committed to facilitating
increased exports of energy, environmental and other
sustainable technologies and related services into
Asia/Pacific markets. The State is particularly support-
ive of exports related to renewable energy, energy effi-
ciency, advanced, highly efficient fossil energy, recy-
cling, reuse, and remanufacturing, ocean science &
technology, information technologies, healthcare, and
environmental management, control, protection, and
remediation. The ultimate objective of Hawaii’s efforts

is economic development, diversity, and competitive
success in global markets. The program also has the
added benefit of addressing some very serious social
and environmental issues facing the Asia-Pacific region
and the world.

One advanced technology being marketed by Hawaii
companies is environmental bioremediation—the appli-
cation of biological processes to address environmental
problems. A special focus section on bioremediation is
at the end of this directory, which lists companies in
the field. Bioremediation is among the foremost tech-
nologies being cited to remediate contaminated soils
and water sources, and to process wastes. Perhaps the
most significant problem facing industrialized and
developing countries today is contamination of soil,
ground and surface water, and air, by hazardous chem-
icals and wastes. The need to remediate contaminated
sites has led to the development of important tech-
nologies and emphasize detoxification and conversion
of contaminants and wastes rather than the conven-
tional approach of disposal.

Another area of focus in Hawaii is energy efficiency
and renewable energy. The State of Hawaii is blessed
with a broad range of facilities and programs support-
ing clean and efficient energy production and use. The
State is also a leader in the use of highly efficient elec-
trotechnologies for lighting, cooling, and other
demand-side applications. Hawaii firms are already
offering technology and services in solar and photo-
voltaic systems to Asia, and are also providing support
in such areas as energy performance contracting.

Clearly, Hawaii companies stand ready to help bring
your projects in bioremediation, energy efficiency and
other energy, environmental, and engineering projects
to fruition.

rief description of company: AES Hawaii is a sub-

sidiary of the AES Corporation, founded in 1981,

which is the world’s largest global power company.
AES Hawaii, Inc. is the single largest generator of electricity to
Hawaiian Electric Company. The only coal-fired plant on
Oahu is capable of supplying more than 180 megawatts of
electricity, about 20 percent of Oahu's electricity needs. The
plant also produces 30,000 pounds of steam per hour for the
Chevron oil refinery in Campbell Industrial Park. The CFB
coal-fired plant, since starting operation in 1992, has proven
to be highly efficient and reliable. It has an availability of
almost 98 percent over the life of the plant, compared to
about 88 percent industry average.

AES Hawaii uses state-of-the art clean coal technology
called Circulating Fluidized Bed (CFB) that makes the plant
one of the cleanest in the world. The plant
also uses post combustion technology to fur-
ther reduce pollutant levels to well below EPA
standards. The emission of criteria air pollu-
tants from the CFB coal-fired plant is well
below the applicable Ambient Air Quality
Standards, and lowest of the major generating
plants on Oahu.

countries, with roughly 56,000 < . people around the world.
AES also distributes electricity in 9 countries through 19 dis-
tribution businesses. In addition to having assets in excess
of $29 billion, the Company has numerous projects in con-
struction or late stages of development. AES has placed
more than $15 billion of financing with commercial banks,
export credit agencies, multilateral financial institutions and
public markets.

Other comments: AES Hawaii, although mainly reliant on
imported coal, uses technology that enables burning of local-
ly produced fuel sources and waste products. AES already
burns over 1% in alternate fuels such as shredded tires (TDF)
and spent activated carbon from the Board of Water Supply.
AES is also permitted and capable of burning waste oil. These
are fuel sources that would otherwise be wasted and expen-
sively transported out of state for disposal. By being able to
burn these wastes in a controlled process, the environmental
damages that these wastes cause are largely mitigated.

AES has a proven track record in providing reliable,
clean, cost effective electricity in Hawaii and around the
world. AES Hawaii hopes to use the technological and finan-
cial strength of the largest global power company to be able
to meet the future energy needs of Hawaii.

Introduction

Perhaps the most significant problem facing industrialized
and developing countries today is contamination of sail,
ground and surface water, and air, by hazardous chemi-
cals and wastes. The need to remediate contaminated
sites has led to the development of technologies that
emphasize detoxification and conversion of contaminants
and wastes rather than the conventional approach of dis-
posal. Bioremediation - the application of biological
processes to address environmental problems - is among
the technologies being touted to remediate contaminat-
ed soils and water sources, and to process wastes.

Focus

Bioremediation technologies utilize naturally occurring
microorganisms, such as bacteria, fungi, and yeast, to
degrade hazardous substances into non-toxic or less
toxic substances. Relying on biological systems to
effect desired changes in the environment is not a new
concept - wastewater treatment and composting have
long been used as biological approaches to handling
human and other organic wastes. Recent developments
in molecular biology and bioprocess engineering, for
example at the University of Hawaii under the
Agriculture-Based Remediation Program, offer new
methods of modifying organisms and designing inno-
vative processes so that greater amounts and wider
varieties of chemicals and wastes can be treated in less
time. Advances in environmental biotechnology now
enable the cleanup of water and land polluted with
petroleum and other products. Discoveries in microbial
and fungal systems and in manipulating conversion
pathways through added metabolites have produced
organisms that can treat chlorinated compounds,
polynuclear aromatics, and pesticides. Engineering
applications of bioremediation technology are crossing
new barriers, with mass transport, decomposition rates,
and costs in bioremediation continuously improving.

There are many advantages to using bioremediation
over other approaches. Most bioremediation processes



can be performed in-situ, which reduces cost and dis-
ruption to operations, simplifies logistics, and mini-
mizes liability. Unlike non-destructive methods, biore-
mediation generally aims to decompose waste materi-
als, and therefore represents a permanent strategy,
minimizing long-term liability. Bioremediation is high-
ly versatile - it can be combined with other treatment
options to address complex, mixed wastes. The
emphasis on biological systems and biological process-
es makes bioremediation especially suitable to
agribusiness.  Given the aforementioned advantages,
bioremediation can be a key component in the mix of
strategies to protect and preserve vital agricultural
infrastructure while developing valuable technologies
and services that can contribute to national priorities
of protecting the environment and natural resources.

The bioremediation technology most suitable for a
specific site is determined by several factors, such as
site conditions, indigenous microorganism population,
and the type, quantity, and toxicity of contaminant
chemicals present. Some treatment technologies
involve the addition of nutrients to stimulate or accel-
erate the activity of indigenous microbes. Optimizing
environmental conditions enhances the growth of
microorganisms and increases microbial population
resulting in improved degradation of hazardous sub-
stances. However, if the biological activity needed to
degrade a particular contaminant is not present at the
site, suitable microbes from other locations, called
exogenous microorganisms, can be introduced and
nurtured. Other technologies being demonstrated are
phytoremediation, or the use of plants to clean up
contaminated soils and ground water, and fungal
remediation, which employs white-rot fungus to
degrade contaminants.

Bioremediation has been successfully demonstrated
at several environmentally impacted sites in Hawaii.
Several Hawaii-based companies with expertise in
many types of remediation technologies have also
developed expertise with bioremediation to restore
contaminated military and civilian sites, especially
those located in fragile Pacific Island ecosystems.
