INTRODUCTION 

WHAT IS THE STATEWIDE 
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVE-
MENT PROGRAM? 

Document Description 
The Oregon Statewide Transportation Im-
provement Program (STIP) is the state’s 
four-year transportation improvement pro-
gram for state and regional transportation 
systems, including federal land and Indian 
reservation road systems, interstate, state, 
and regional highways, bridges, and public 
transportation. It covers all state and feder-
ally-funded system improvements for which 
funding is approved and that are expected to 
be undertaken during the upcoming four-
year period. The STIP is updated every other 
year and the cycle begins in odd numbered 
years, for example the 2008-2011 STIP up-
date began in March 2005.  The STIP is 
adopted by the Oregon Transportation 
Commission (OTC) and is approved by the 
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) 
and the Federal Transit Administration 
(FTA) as required by federal law.   
 
There are over 8,000 miles of state highways 
in Oregon.  The highway system faces pres-
sure from a growing population – Oregon is 
expected to grow by approximately 1 mil-
lion people, or almost 30%, between 2005 
and 2025 – and a growing economy.  Vehi-
cle miles traveled (VMT) per person in ur-
ban areas has remained steady since 2001, 
but increases in population and economic 
activity are expected to lead to similar in-
creases in VMT.  This increase requires a 
transportation system that is efficiently op-
erated and responsive to increasing demands 
and funding realities.  Oregon schedules 
transportation system investments that re-
spond to these increasing demands, as well 
as investments that preserve the condition 

and functionality of the existing system, 
through the STIP. 
 
In effect, therefore, the STIP is Oregon’s 
four-year capital improvement program for 
its transportation system.  The STIP identi-
fies all transportation projects that are 
funded with federal and state dollars, as well 
as local government-funded projects.  The 
STIP includes public-funded projects of 
statewide or regional significance (i.e. pro-
jects with high public interest or that have 
air quality impacts) regardless of funding 
source.  It also includes federal transporta-
tion projects in national parks, national for-
ests, and on Indian reservations.   
 
The STIP is a project scheduling and fund-
ing document; it is not a plan.  The projects 
included in the STIP are listed in adopted 
transportation plans that involved local and 
regional governments, Area Commissions 
on Transportation (ACTs), other state and 
local transportation agencies, and the public.  
Typical plans from which the projects in the 
STIP are taken include city and county 
transportation system plans (TSPs), metro-
politan regional transportation plans (RTPs), 
and special state and federal planning docu-
ments.  Major projects listed in the STIP 
have been reviewed for consistency with 
state and local land use plans and policies, 
and with applicable state policies and plans 
such as the Oregon Highway Plan, Oregon 
Bridge Options Report, Oregon Public 
Transportation Plan, Oregon Bicycle and 
Pedestrian Plan, and Transportation Safety 
Action Plan.  Some projects also have been 
reviewed to make sure they meet special 
program eligibility and prioritization crite-
ria.  These criteria are established by the 
OTC, some by local ACTs, and still others 
may be imposed through legislative action, 
such as those identified in House Bill 2041 
from the 2003 Oregon Legislative session 
for the Oregon Transportation Investment 
Act (OTIA) program.   
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The STIP only includes projects for which 
there is committed funding available.  In 
other words, the STIP is fiscally constrained.  
Projects listed in the STIP may include 
highway and bridge construction or repairs, 
transportation system planning projects, 
transit service improvements and capital 
purchases, and other types of construction 
projects that affect the appearance, safety 
and operation of Oregon roads and high-
ways.  The money for these projects comes 
from state or federally-funded programs that 
address certain transportation needs. There 
are limits on how the money from most pro-
grams may be used.  For example, Pavement 
Preservation money may not be used to 
build new roads. The programs are the 
building blocks for the STIP; preparing the 
STIP determines which projects should be 
approved, when the work should be done, 
and what program(s) should be used to pay 
for them.  
 
By approving the STIP, the OTC allocates 
available state and federal funding to spe-
cific projects. When preparing the STIP, the 
Oregon Department of Transportation 
(ODOT) seeks agreement from federal and 
state government agencies, Metropolitan 
Planning Organizations (MPOs), transporta-
tion interest groups, and other affected local 
jurisdictions about which projects have the 
highest priority in the upcoming four-year 
period.  Projects are approved and scheduled 
according to their priority, available fund-
ing, and readiness to proceed.   
 
The participants in the STIP process expect 
that the projects listed in the STIP will be 
funded and built as scheduled. They recog-
nize, however, that actual revenues may be 
higher or lower than originally forecast, or 
that a project unavoidably may be delayed.  
Therefore, they agree that project priorities 
may shuffle within the STIP, and if a project 
must be delayed, it may retain its priority for 
funding at another time in the program.  

These changes are subject to approval of the 
OTC, FHWA, and FTA.  While ODOT and 
the other STIP partners intend to deliver the 
projects listed in the STIP as described, they 
may modify or replace some projects if 
more effective solutions to the transportation 
problems are identified during project de-
velopment, which involves engineering and 
design.  Projects and/or their priority also 
may be modified as a result of input re-
ceived during the public review for the draft 
STIP.   
 
This document is the Final 2008-2011 STIP. 
This program meets the requirements of the 
Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient 
Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for 
Users (SAFETEA-LU)1, the law that pro-
vides federal funds for transportation pro-
jects to move people and freight.  
SAFETEA-LU was enacted August 10, 
2005, as Public Law 109-59, and authorizes 
the Federal surface transportation programs 
for highways, highway safety, and transit for 
the 5-year period 2005-2009. 
 

HOW TO USE THIS DOCUMENT 

Document Overview 
This STIP document includes important in-
formation about state and federally-funded 
transportation projects for the 2008-2011 
time frame.  The program covers the four 
year period beginning on October 1, 2007, 
which is the beginning of the 2008 federal 
fiscal year, and ends September 30, 2011, 
which is the end of the 2011 federal fiscal 
year.  Amendments to this document may 
occur periodically that alter the scope, 
schedule, and number of approved projects 
in the STIP.  For a complete log of approved 
amendments, go to:

For readers who want to learn about the pro-
cedures involved in preparing the STIP 
document, there is an overview of the proc-
ess in the section titled “STIP Development 
Process Overview”.  Detailed information 
about the STIP development process and re-
lated procedures are available online in an 
ODOT document titled STIP Users’ Guide.  
For example, there is a full description of 
the process that each ODOT region uses to 
select Modernization projects in the Users’ 
Guide, whereas the STIP only provides a 
general description of this process.  The Us-
ers’ Guide may be accessed on the STIP 
website at:

The STIP document includes lists of ap-
proved state, federal, and local transporta-
tion projects.  All projects are listed in the 
section titled STIP Projects, which begins 
on page 29.  Projects are listed in the STIP 
according to which ODOT region they are 
located, then in which county they are lo-
cated.  The section also includes many non-
construction projects, such as funding for 
transit operations or to buy transit equip-
ment.  The STIP can be searched online, us-
ing the “Search the STIP” function found on 
the STIP website. 
 
Additionally, projects in the STIP Projects 
section are further broken out in the section 
titled Development STIP (D-STIP) and 
Statewide Significant Projects.  The D-
STIP lists projects that are under develop-
ment but will take more than four years to 
construct.  D-STIP projects are approved 
and funded for development through spe-
cific preliminary steps such as National En-
vironmental Policy Act (NEPA) design-level 
environmental documents, right-of-way ac-
quisition, and final plans.  Projects in the D-
STIP also are organized by ODOT region. 

If a reader is unsure about which ODOT re-
gion their project may be located, there is a 
map of ODOT regions at the end of this sec-
tion.  Most Oregon counties are entirely in 
one region, but some counties are split.  For 
example, parts of Washington County are in 
Regions 1 and 2.  Also, if a reader knows a 
project’s Key Number but nothing more, 
there is a Key Number Index that cross-
references the page number where informa-
tion about the project can be found. 
 

How to Interpret Project Information 
The reader will note that project information 
included in the STIP is cursory.  The entries 
include the project’s name and key number, 
its general location, a brief description (e.g. 
replace culvert, or improve intersection), its 
estimated cost and schedule, and the pro-
gram(s) being used to pay for the work.  The 
entries may use terms with which the reader 
is not familiar.  Appendix 3 contains acro-
nyms and a glossary of terms that explain 
many of the technical terms used in this 
document. There also is a discussion about 
how to use and interpret the information in 
the project entries at the end of this section.  
Readers who would like to get more infor-
mation about a particular project, such as the 
project’s scope, proposed alignment, or con-
struction schedule, should contact the 
ODOT region office in which the project is 
located.  There is contact information for 
ODOT region offices on the divider page for 
each region in the STIP Projects section. 
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KEY TO PROJECT LISTING 

There are six primary sections in the STIP, one for each of the five ODOT regions and one for Statewide programs.  The five 
regional sections are further sorted by County. 
 
Projects are then sorted by Route and then by Work Type. 
 
The following information appears for each project in this document:  
 
• The first element listed is the Project Name with the Highway Name directly below. 
• Under the Highway name is the Route, a more common name for a specific section of roadway. 
• Below the route are the beginning and ending Milepoints.  These identify where the project starts and ends. 
• Below the milepoints is the ACT (Area Commission on Transportation). 
• Below the ACT is the MPO.  This indicates, when applicable, which Metropolitan Planning Organization boundary the 

project falls within.  If the project is outside an MPO boundary, "Non-MPO" is listed. 
• Below the MPO is a Description of the main project work taking place. 
• To the right of the Project Name is the Key number, a unique numeric identifier that stays with the project for its entire 

life. 
• Below that is the Funding Information Section.  The first line is Planning activities relating to studies, refinement plans, 

location EIS, MPO planning, State Planning & Research projects. The next four lines are Design, Land Purchase, Utility 
Relocation and Construction.  These are the phases of a construction project.  The Other line is for activities such as 
Transit (planning, operations, and purchase) and other non-construction projects.  The Total Cost and Year columns iden-
tify how much total funding is programmed for each phase and the year it was started (if prior to the 2008-2011 STIP pe-
riod) or the year it is planned to begin. Each column to the right of these phases identifies the type of funding programmed 
and the amount of that fund. Required matching funds are not included in the columns located to the right of the Total 
Cost column. 

• Directly below the funding information is the Applicant. This identifies who is sponsoring the project. 
• To the right of the applicant field is the Status of the project. This indicates what is happening with the project and in 

what year. 
• Below the status line is the Work Type. This identifies the primary type of work associated with each project.  The STIP 

work type order is Modernization first, then Safety, Pavement Preservation, Bridge, and Operations, followed by all other 
work types.

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STIP DEVELOPMENT PROCESS 
OVERVIEW 
 

Process Description and Participants 
The STIP document is a compilation of mul-
tiple project review and programming ef-
forts that are carried out by different organi-
zations.  Each has its own procedures.  
ODOT is responsible for coordinating these 
separate processes and for integrating the 
programs that emerge from them into a sin-
gle document – the STIP.  Coordinating 
these processes and making sure the projects 

that are approved through them are included 
in the STIP is complex and challenging.  
Table 1 outlines the programming work that 
is compiled in the STIP.   
 
The person responsible for managing the 
process is the Statewide STIP Manager.  The 
Statewide STIP Coordinator manages the 
project data for the STIP.  Each ODOT re-
gion also has a Region STIP Coordinator.  
This team is responsible for ensuring that all 
the projects approved through these separate 
processes are compiled into the STIP docu-
ment.

STIP Development Timeframe 
It takes almost three years to update the 
STIP.  Because the STIP is updated every 
two years and the process to develop it takes 
almost three years, there is roughly a six 
month period of time before a new STIP is 
adopted when the state is working on two 
STIP cycles concurrently.  This can be con- 
 

 
fusing.  One way to keep the cycles straight 
is to remember that the early part of the 
STIP development process is focused on 
funding targets and program goals while the 
later part of the STIP cycle is focused on 
which projects should be approved.  How-
ever, there is only one approved STIP in 
place at any given time. 
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STIP Development Process Steps
In general, the STIP development process 
involves the following sequence.  Note that 
this sequence does not spell out the planning 
steps that precede STIP development.  These 
preceding steps, which are extremely impor-
tant for positioning projects to be considered 
for funding approval, are complex and must 
be completed before a project can be in-
cluded in the STIP.2  A diagram depicting 
the STIP development process is included at 
the end of this section; it divides the STIP 
development process into four major steps: 
setting goals and funding levels, selecting 
projects, reviewing the draft program, and 
approving the final program.  The graphic 
also shows the approximate time it takes to 
complete these steps.   
 
Before the STIP process begins: 
• Management systems, collectively 

known as the Oregon Transportation 
Management Systems, have been devel-
oped for some programs that help define 
conditions that warrant putting a project 
on a “watch” list.  Conditions may in-
clude things like pavement wear, safety 
problems (determined by crash records), 
traffic counts at intersections, or bridge 
ratings; field inspections refine informa-
tion about asset conditions. 

• The OTC may update policy documents 
and related plans, like the Oregon 
Transportation Plan, Oregon Bicycle 
and Pedestrian Plan, Oregon Highway 
Plan, and Oregon Bridge Options Re-
port, in which policies, investment pri-
orities, and/or performance criteria are 
established for state transportation facili-
ties. 

• ODOT regions work with local govern-
ments to identify problem locations in

highway corridors that may lead to facil-
ity plans and refinement plans that iden-
tify engineering solutions. 

• Most local governments have adopted 
long-range (usually 20 year) TSPs that 
identify system improvement needs; 
STIP projects need to be consistent with 
adopted TSPs.3 

• MPOs prepare long-range RTPs that 
identify capacity-related system im-
provements; STIP projects in metropoli-
tan areas need to be consistent with 
adopted RTPs. 

• Tribes and federal land management 
agencies prepare long range plans for the 
road systems they manage. 

 
During the STIP development process, the 
following steps generally occur: 
 
Setting Goals and Funding Levels 
• ODOT divisions assess overall transpor-

tation system needs for highway, public 
transit, and multi-modal systems. 

• The Highway Program Office (HPO) 
prepares a revenue forecast for the STIP 
from various funding sources. 

• Program managers establish preliminary 
program funding levels; ODOT execu-
tive staff determines recommended pro-
gram funding levels for the OTC. 

• Program advisory committees meet to 
review how well their programs are 
achieving adopted goals. 

• Transit program managers, highway 
program managers, region managers, 
ACTs, MPOs, the Oregon Freight Advi-
sory Committee (OFAC), and other 
stakeholders provide comments to the 

                                                 
3 According to the state’s Transportation Planning 
Rule (Oregon Administrative Rule Chapter 660, Di-
vision 12 [OAR 660-012]), cities with populations of 
2,500 or more and counties with populations of 
25,000 or more are required to prepare TSPs.  OAR 
660-012 provides guidelines for the preparation of 
TSPs. 
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OTC about the recommended program 
funding levels and issues and concerns 
with the state’s transportation system. 

• The OTC meets to review policy and 
fiscal issues, update program eligibility 
criteria, and set funding levels for the 
various programs that are funded 
through the STIP. 

• ODOT program managers update rules 
and application procedures for their 
grant programs. 

 
Selecting Projects 
• Highway Program Office informs pro-

gram managers and regions about fund-
ing targets for the various programs 
funded through the STIP. 

• Program managers review management 
system data and other data/information 
and identify likely projects. 

• ACTs and MPOs consider capacity im-
provement needs and identify potential 
projects using state or locally-approved 
eligibility criteria. 

• ACTs and MPOs consider development 
projects, such as refinement plans, 
highway corridor plans, multi-year envi-
ronmental review studies, and other 
planning projects that require federal 
funds or have regional significance and 
need to be approved in the STIP. 

• ODOT region staff develop project scop-
ing and cost estimates. 

• Program managers make preliminary 
project recommendations for data-driven 
programs based on system ratings and 
field inspections. 

• When applicable, ODOT staff and advi-
sory committees evaluate whether or not 
projects meet program eligibility criteria 
and use prioritization factors to select 
projects. 

• The OFAC reviews potential projects for 
the ways in which they would affect 
freight movement. 

• ACTs meet to consider project recom-

mendations for the Modernization Pro-
gram, develop preliminary recommenda-
tions using local and state prioritization 
criteria, and listen to presentations about 
other system investments. 

• Region management staff hold meetings 
to look for ways to combine projects to 
achieve economies of scale and schedule 
and develop a preliminary program. 

• MPOs develop draft MTIP programs and 
pass project information to Region STIP 
Coordinators. 

• Region STIP Coordinators assign project 
key numbers and work with HPO on 
funding eligibility and budget effects for 
the draft STIP. 

 
Draft STIP Public Review 
• The draft STIP document is prepared 

and made available for public review 
and comment. 

• ODOT regions review the draft STIP 
with ACTs, MPOs, and other stake-
holders. 

• Regions schedule and conduct public 
hearings on the draft STIP. 

• ACTs, MPOs, transit districts, and other 
stakeholders submit comments on the 
draft STIP. 

• Region Local Government Liaisons, 
planners, and technical staff compile 
public and stakeholder comments about 
the draft STIP and forward to statewide 
program managers, HPO, the OFAC, 
and other participants. 

 
STIP Adoption and Approval  
• Regions and program managers may 

make adjustments to projects, based on 
comments received. 

• ODOT prepares the final STIP. 
• Technical studies regarding conformity 

of the final STIP with federal air quality 
rules are performed. 

• The OTC reviews the final STIP, con-
siders comments received through the 
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public review process, and adopts the 
STIP. 

• MPOs adjust and adopt their final MTIP; 
MTIPs are added to the STIP. 

• FHWA and FTA review the STIP for 
compliance with federal rules and ap-
prove the STIP for implementation. 

 
After the STIP is approved, it can be 
amended to add or cancel a project, or to 
change the scope, timing, or funding of a 
project. 

 
Given the complexity of this process, the 
STIP Stakeholder Advisory Committee rec-
ommended in 2003 that ODOT develop a 
Users’ Guide to document the STIP process 
and provide the public with better informa-
tion about STIP-funded programs and pro-
cedures. They also recommended ODOT 
develop a brochure explaining the STIP de-
velopment process.  The Users’ Guide and 
Brochure may be viewed on line at: 
http://www.oregon.gov/ODOT/HWY/STIP/. 
 

Project Eligibility Criteria and Prioritiza-
tion Factors
For some programs, the OTC has adopted 
project eligibility criteria and prioritization 
factors that work like screens to help target 
investments.  The criteria are intended to 
help ACTs, MPOs, and ODOT staff select 
projects for programs where needs exceed 
available funding.  The OTC has adopted 
project eligibility criteria and prioritization 
factors for three programs: Modernization, 
Pavement Preservation, and Bridge Re-
placement and Rehabilitation.  For Moderni-
zation, there are separate criteria for D-STIP 
projects and C-STIP projects.  Every project 
that is approved for funding through these 
programs must meet the adopted OTC eligi-
bility criteria.  Prioritization factors are used 
by ODOT staff and ACT members to help 
decide which of many eligible projects 
should be funded when limited resources 

prevent all eligible projects from being in-
cluded in the STIP. 

There also may be special legislative crite-
ria.  For example, in 2001 and again in 2003, 
the Oregon Legislature approved special 
funding to address state bridge needs called 
the Oregon Transportation Investment Acts. 
Specific projects were identified as eligible 
for OTIA funding to address statewide 
bridge needs.  It is estimated that a shortfall 
of $1.7 billion for other bridge repair and 
replacement needs remain. All projects 
funded with OTIA must meet the legisla-
tively approved funding criteria. 

Similarly, Congress may impose conditions 
on projects that are approved with special 
funding known as earmarks that specify an 
amount of money that is made available for 
a particular project.  Earmarks often include 
conditions or special provisions that limit 
the use of the money.  These conditions 
have the same effect as project eligibility 
criteria except that they apply project by 
project.  ODOT staff must document in a re-
port that applicable project eligibility criteria 
have been met before a project is included in 
the STIP.

METROPOLITAN PLANNING 
ORGANIZATIONS 

What is an MPO? 
A significant portion of the state’s transpor-
tation investment is in urban areas where 
transportation system improvements are 
planned and programmed by Metropolitan 
Planning Organizations. An MPO is a feder-
ally-designated transportation planning body 
for an urbanized area with a resident popula-
tion over 50,000.  The MPO is responsible 
for developing long-range transportation 
plans for that area.  Oregon currently has six 
MPOs.  The MPOs and the jurisdictions and 
agencies operating within them are listed in 
Table 2 above.4  MPOs have two important 
responsibilities.  They develop long-range 
plans for the metropolitan area that are par-
allel in scope and scale to a transportation 
system plan, but must adhere to strict federal 
rules about fiscal limitations on planned im-
provements and, in some areas, address spe-
cial air quality regulations.  Second, the 
MPOs decide on system investment priori-
ties by programming the projects to fund in

 the next four years, creating a local trans-
portation improvement program. 
 

Metropolitan Transportation Improve-
ment Programs
By federal regulation, each MPO must pro-
duce its own Metropolitan Transportation 
Improvement Program that identifies 
planned transportation system improvements 
for the same time period as the STIP.  The 
STIP must include all the projects in each 
MTIP, either individually or by reference.  
Oregon’s STIP lists each MPO project ex-
actly as it appears in the MTIP. 
 
By federal law, large MPOs called Trans-
portation Management Areas (TMAs), 
whose resident population exceeds 200,000, 
receive a share of the state’s federal trans-
portation allocation based on a formula.  
Three Oregon MPOs qualify as TMAs: 
Eugene/Springfield, Portland Metro, and Sa-
lem/Keizer.  These areas decide on their 
own how to spend their federal allocation 
and publish the projects in their MTIP.  
ODOT participates in the development of 
these regional MTIPs.  Some of the projects 
in these MTIPs are included at ODOT’s re-
quest, such as pavement preservation or 
bridge repair projects on state highways that 
are located in the MPO.  For modernization 
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projects that add system capacity, ODOT is 
one of many MPO participants who work 
cooperatively to decide whether funds 
should be spent on the state highway system, 
the local roadway system, or the public 
transportation system.   
 
Smaller MPOs, whose resident population is 
between 50,000 and 200,000, fund their 
MTIP projects using a combination of fed-
eral and state funds that are available for use 
throughout the state.  Bend, Corvallis, and 
Medford fall into this category of MPO. 
ODOT uses a formula to distribute moderni-
zation funds to ODOT regions based on fac-
tors such as population, vehicles registered 
and vehicle miles traveled, freight tonnage, 
and fuel tax revenue. The ODOT region and 
the MPO then work cooperatively to de-
velop an MTIP for the urban area using part 
of the allocation for that region (i.e. Bend’s 
MTIP is funded from the Region 4 alloca-
tion while Medford’s MTIP is funded from 
the Region 3 allocation).   
 
All other areas of the state compete for fund-
ing based on policy guidelines and program 
rules that are established by federal law, 
state law, or administrative rules and proce-
dures.  In most ODOT regions, ACTs are 
key players in helping to decide how to 
spend state and federal transportation fund-
ing.  The role of ACTs in deciding how to 
spend program funds is described in the 
program discussion below. 

 

PROGRAMS FUNDED THROUGH 
THE STIP 

The projects listed in the STIP are funded 
through one or more of the programs that are 
described in this section. The programs are 
listed here alphabetically.  This organization 
mirrors the program presentation in the STIP 
Users’ Guide.  More detailed information 
about the programs is available in that 

document.  Figure 3 on page 24 shows the 
expected distribution of funding in this STIP 
cycle for most state administered programs. 
The largest programs, which account for 
more than 90% of the funds awarded 
through state programs, are: Pavement Pres-
ervation, Bridge Replacement and Rehabili-
tation, Modernization, Safety, and Opera-
tions.   

Bicycle and Pedestrian 
This program is managed using a combina-
tion of regional funding allocations, emer-
gency grants, and a statewide competitive 
grant application process.  The program is 
state-funded and implements ORS 366.514, 
which requires cities, counties, and ODOT 
to provide pedestrian and bicycle facilities 
on all road construction and reconstruction 
projects.  The statute also requires cities, 
counties, and ODOT to spend no less than 
1% of the State Highway Fund (including 
OTIA funding) on projects that improve bi-
cycle and pedestrian transportation. ODOT’s 
Bicycle and Pedestrian Program includes 
three elements:  Grants, urban highway pe-
destrian projects, and quick fixes. Grants are 
awarded for stand-alone pedestrian and/or 
bicycle projects on a competitive basis to 
cities and counties for improvements on city 
streets or county roads.  SWIP (Sidewalk 
Improvement Program) funds are used to 
add pedestrian facilities on urban state 
highways.  The Quick Fix Program is for 
minor improvements to state highways that 
ODOT Maintenance Districts request on an 
as-needed, case-by-case basis.

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Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation 

State Bridge Program 
Funds for the Bridge Replacement and Re-
habilitation Program are administered cen-
trally through the Bridge Section of ODOT’s 
Highway Division. Oregon has about 2,700 
state-owned bridges over 20 feet long and, 
therefore, subject to the National Bridge In-
spection Standards (NBIS).  By federal law, 
NBIS bridges must be inspected at least 
once every two years.  The purpose of the 
Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Pro-
gram is to preserve and, when necessary, re-
place these NBIS bridges.  Bridges less than 
20 feet long and culverts are managed 
through separate replacement programs. 
 
The life expectancy of a bridge depends on 
the design standards in place at the time it 
was built, the construction materials used, 
and environmental and operating conditions 
since its construction.  Many bridges that 
were constructed in the early to mid part of 
the 20th century require extensive rehabilita-
tion and/or replacement, in part because of 
the construction methods used.  Given the 
scale of this problem, the OTC has approved 
a policy for prioritizing investment in bridge 
repairs.  That policy is outlined in the Bridge 
Options Report, which may be viewed 
online at:

e_options.shtml
 
The process of identifying bridge rehabilita-
tion and replacement projects for the STIP 
relies on the Bridge Management System 
(BMS).  ODOT maintains a complete inven-
tory of all state (and local) bridges longer 
than 20 feet.  The aggregation of structure 
inventory, condition data collected on a rou-
tine basis, and appraisal data assigned ac-
cording to national guidelines fulfill the re-
quirements of the National Bridge Inventory 
(NBI).  Data required by the NBIS and addi-
tional data collected by ODOT bridge in-

spectors provide the condition and inventory 
data necessary for the analysis of ODOT 
bridges.  Applying criteria in twelve sepa-
rate deficiency categories, and considering 
OTC and program goals and requirements, 
projects are selected on a statewide basis.  
After technical review and coordination with 
the regions and the statewide Bridge Leader-
ship Team, the State Bridge Engineer rec-
ommends a list of projects for the STIP.

Local Bridge Program 
Oregon has about 4,000 bridges that are 
owned by local governments (cities and 
counties), which are more than 20 feet long 
and subject to the NBIS.  ODOT manages 
the inspection of all bridges statewide, re-
gardless of ownership, that are subject to 
federal inspection requirements.  Structures 
of less than 20 feet are not inspected or con-
sidered for funding under the Local Bridge 
Program. 

The purpose of the Local Bridge Program is 
to help local governments fund the preserva-
tion and, when necessary, replacement of 
NBIS bridges.  The program is considered a 
local program because funding is targeted to 
local governments for use on non-state fa-
cilities.  The program is administered state-
wide by ODOT’s Bridge Section.  The pro-
gram uses data from the BMS to monitor 
bridge conditions, establish repair and re-
placement needs, and set program priorities.  
The Local Agency Bridge Selection Com-
mittee provides program oversight. 
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Local bridge projects are also being funded 
by OTIA III, legislation that qualifies bridge 
projects for funding on a priority basis es-
tablished by the Bridge Options Report.  The 
Local Agency Bridge Selection Committee 
took the lead in selecting the OTIA III local 
bridge projects with input from the Oregon 
Freight Advisory Committee.  After review 
by a broad range of participants, the OTC 
approved a list of 141 city and county-
owned bridges in March 2004.  Local gov-
ernments are responsible for the design and 
construction of their approved OTIA III 
bridge projects.  The list of approved bridge 
projects by county may be viewed online.  
As local governments complete their OTIA 
III bridge projects, any remaining funding is 
used to complete additional projects.

Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality 
Improvement 
The Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality 
Improvement (CMAQ) Program provides 
federal funding to qualifying transportation 
projects that provide an air quality benefit.  
These funds assist areas that have been des-
ignated as non-attainment or maintenance 
areas according to the national ambient air 
quality standards for ozone and carbon 
monoxide emissions under the Clean Air 
Act Amendments of 1990.  The OTC has 
elected to make the CMAQ program a local 
program, distributing the funds to eligible 
local governments by formula.  Population, 
pollutant levels, and highway vehicle emis-
sions in the designated areas are factors in 
the formula.  There are seven areas in Ore-
gon that are currently eligible for CMAQ 
funding:  Grants Pass, Klamath Falls, La 
Grande, Lakeview, Medford, Oakridge, and 
Portland Metro.  

FHWA establishes general project eligibility 
criteria and guidance for CMAQ projects, 
and a CMAQ Committee establishes the dis-
tribution methodology for Oregon’s CMAQ 
Program.  Committee members represent the 
League of Oregon Cities, Association of 
Oregon Counties, Metro (Portland Metro-
politan Area), Rogue Valley Council of 
Governments (Medford and Grants Pass), 
Oregon Department of Environmental Qual-
ity, FHWA (in an advisory role only), and 
ODOT. The highest priority for CMAQ 
funds is transportation projects and pro-
grams identified as transportation control 
measures (TCMs) in approved state imple-
mentation plans (SIPs).

Federal Lands Highway Program
The Federal Lands Highway Program pro-
vides funding to the state that is intended to 
better connect county and state highways to 
national forest roads.  The federal funding 
formula depends largely on the amount of 
National Forest lands in the state.  The local 
road jurisdiction (ODOT or an Oregon 
county) and the US Forest Service must be 
co-applicants for these projects. Ten percent 
of the annual funding is dedicated to Forest 
Highway Program projects like trailhead 
amenities and interpretive signage.   
 
In Oregon, there is a Tri-Agency Committee 
that decides which Forest Highway Program 
projects to fund.  The committee includes 
members of the Western Federal Lands 
Highway Division of the Federal Highway 
Administration, the US Forest Service Re-
gion Office, and ODOT.  Applications for 
Forest Highway Program projects are solic-
ited each year and are evaluated based on 
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criteria and a point system developed by the 
Tri-Agency Committee.  

Fish Passage and Large Culvert Im-
provement 
This joint program is used to fund two types 
of projects: replacement of culverts that pass 
beneath state highways and improving fish 
passage and habitat in locations where resi-
dent and anadromous (migrating) fish need 
to pass under state highways.  Both pro-
grams are managed using data that identifies 
and sets project priorities in each region.   
 
The Fish Passage Program is intended to 
fund culvert restoration on streams where 
historically there were fish runs, but a high-
way culvert has created a barrier to fish pas-
sage.  ODOT relies on the program to help 
implement The Oregon Plan for Salmon and 
Watersheds, under which the department is 
legislatively required to provide adequate 
passage for fish at culverts.  Projects are se-
lected based on the benefit to the species.   

The Large Culvert Improvement Program 
replaces large culverts (6 to 20 feet in di-
ameter) that are in danger of failing and 
closing our highways.  Culverts are replaced 
based on their structural condition, as de-
termined by field inspections and hydraulic 
hazard.  The worst pipes are replaced first to 
reduce the possibility of catastrophic failure.

Immediate Opportunity Fund
The Immediate Opportunity Fund (IOF) 
supports economic development in Oregon 
by constructing and improving streets and 
roads that are needed to serve site-specific 
economic development projects.  It is man-

aged on a case-by-case basis in cooperation 
with the Oregon Economic and Community 
Development Department.  

The fund’s use is discretionary, and it can 
only be tapped when other sources of finan-
cial support are unavailable or insufficient.  
It is restricted to potential economic devel-
opment projects that require a quick re-
sponse and commitment of funds to assist in 
locating or retaining businesses that provide 
primary industry jobs in a community. Pro-
ject applicants are expected to provide a 
match of at least 50% of the total funds re-
quested.  Funding is reserved for cases 
where an actual transportation problem ex-
ists, and where a location decision hinges on 
an immediate commitment of road construc-
tion resources. For example, a new industrial 
park has commitments from new businesses 
to locate there and needs an access road.

Indian Reservation Roads 
Tribal governments in Oregon prepare a 
two-year Transportation Improvement Pro-
gram (TIP) for selecting projects that go into 
the STIP. The Indian Reservation Roads TIP 
is updated annually.  A federal formula es-
tablishes funding allocations by federal re-
gions; Oregon is in a region that also in-
cludes Alaska, Idaho, and Washington.  The 
formula is based in part on the inventory of 
needs for each tribal area and tribal popula-
tion.  Tribal governments in Oregon are rep-
resented in ACTs.  

Projects are funded based on priorities estab-
lished in long-range transportation plans that 
are developed for each tribal lands area or 
reservation.  There is a table of these pro-
jects beginning on page 322.

Modernization 
The Modernization Program funds capital 
construction projects that add capacity to the 
highway system, either by adding lanes or 
building new highways or investing in other 
system improvements that result in added 
highway system capacity.  The program is 
one of the largest sources of funding for im-
plementing long-range transportation plans. 
The process for deciding which projects to 
fund for the Modernization Program is the 
most complex of any program in the STIP.  
The reason is that needs far exceed available 
resources and the decision whether or not to 
improve a state highway facility requires 
cooperation from local governments. 

Funding for the Modernization Program 
comes from state and federal sources and 
indirectly from local governments that 
match state/federal funds.  State dollars pri-
marily come from the State Highway Fund, 
which is supported by the state gas tax. Ore-
gon law (ORS 366.507) requires ODOT to 
dedicate the equivalent of its share of two 
cents per dollar of State Highway Fund 
revenues for highway modernization work.  
This share can be funded with either federal 
or state revenues. 

While the project selection for many ODOT 
programs is centralized, particularly those 
using management systems, the opposite is 
true for Modernization.  Project selection is 
decentralized and managed by ODOT re-
gions.  Each of ODOT’s five regions has 
their own process. While all of the regions 
use similar steps in the project selection 
process, there are significant differences be-
tween them.  Common steps include the use 
of adopted long-range plans as source 
documents for projects, the use of region 
technical service centers to scope and pre-
pare cost estimates for candidate projects, 
the use of the Project Eligibility Criteria and 
Prioritization Factors to screen projects, the 
use of advisory committees to prioritize pro-

jects, and a public comment process on the 
draft program in each region.  In regions 
with MPOs, the process is made more com-
plex by the need to integrate the Moderniza-
tion Program for the MPO into the STIP. 

An extremely important constituency in the 
project selection process is the local advi-
sory committees that work with each ODOT 
region to recommend which projects should 
be funded.  ACTs serve this role in Regions 
2, 3, 4, and 5.  ACTs are chartered by the 
OTC according to its Policy on Formation 
and Operation of ACTs, which specifies a 
range of membership to participate in the 
ACTs’ primary function of advising the 
OTC about transportation priorities in their 
area.  ACTs are usually formed to include 
several counties and most regions have two 
or three ACTs.  Exceptions are Region 1 and 
Lane County.  In Region 1, the MPO 
(Metro) and several local coordinating 
committees serve this advisory function.  In 
Hood River County (Region 1) and Lane 
County (Region 2), the County Board of 
Commissioners serves the advisory function. 

Each region manages the modernization pro-
ject selection process differently.  The proc-
ess is too complex to review here, but de-
tailed information on the Modernization 
Program in each region is available in the 
STIP Users’ Guide.  Modernization projects 
are identified, selected, and prioritized using 
the Project Eligibility Criteria and Prioritiza-
tion Factors approved by the OTC for the 
STIP cycle in which they are programmed.  
The criteria are listed on page 337 of this 
document.  ACTs may adopt other criteria 
and factors to help prioritize projects, such 
as safety, economic development impacts, 
land use impacts, multimodal and intermo-
dal integration, congestion, environmental 
impacts, cost effectiveness, public support 
and matching funds, but they must not con-
flict with statewide criteria.

Operations 
The Operations Program funds projects that 
improve the efficiency of the transportation 
system through the replacement of aging in-
frastructure and the deployment of technol-
ogy that allows the existing system to meet 
increased demands.  The Operations Pro-
gram consists of four sub-categories:  (1) In-
telligent Transportation Systems (ITS); (2) 
Signs, Signals, and Illumination; (3) Slides 
and Rockfalls and; (4) Transportation De-
mand Management (TDM).   

1.  Intelligent Transportation Systems 
Investment in ITS involves strategic de-
ployment of technology, instead of or in 
conjunction with other solutions, to cost-
effectively solve transportation problems.  
The ITS Program currently has four major 
initiatives:  (a) Urban Traffic Management, 
(b) Rural ITS, (c) Travel Information Ser-
vices, and (d) ITS for Public Transportation.  
Each initiative addresses specific transporta-
tion system needs, and they all support the 
goals established in the Oregon ITS Strate-
gic Plan 1997-2017.  There are region-level  
plans that outline priorities for implementing 
the ITS program through these initiatives 
that are implemented as funding allows.

2.  Signs, Signals, and Illumination 
The Operations Program funds replacement 
of traffic signals, signal interconnect pro-
jects, detection loop replacement, beacons 
and signal timing adjustments; signs; and il-
lumination systems that have reached the 
end of their useful lives.  It also funds a lim-

ited number of upgraded or new signal pro-
jects at problem intersections.

3.  Slides and Rockfalls 
The state manages this program using data 
to assess the location, risk, and cost benefit 
of all potential slide and rockfall projects.  
Among the factors that are used to prioritize 
landslide and rockfall projects are the hazard 
to the traveling public, annual maintenance 
costs, average daily traffic (ADT), highway 
classification, input from department district 
maintenance personnel, and the ODOT 
Rockfall Hazard Rating System (RHRS).  
These factors are considered using an over-
all rating system that prioritizes projects in 
each ODOT region.  Some regions have 
more needs than others, and this influences 
the distribution of funding by region.

4.  Transportation Demand Management 
TDM encourages the use of alternative 
forms of transportation, rather than driving 
alone.  The goals of TDM are to reduce ve-
hicle miles traveled, reduce traffic conges-
tion, improve air quality, enhance mobility, 
and make the existing transportation system 
more efficient.  ODOT helps pay for TDM 
programs in Eugene, Salem, Medford, Al-
bany-Corvallis, and Bend.  In addition, Port-
land has a large TDM program.

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Pavement Preservation 
The Pavement Preservation Program is 
managed statewide by the ODOT Highway 
Division.  The division maintains a state-
wide Pavement Management System (PMS) 
that monitors and forecasts pavement condi-
tions on state highways.  There is a technical 
committee called the Statewide Pavement 
Committee (SPC) that works with the 
Pavement Preservation Program Manager on 
technical issues.  Because pavement preser-
vation is one of the state’s most important 
transportation programs, the OTC has 
adopted project eligibility criteria and priori-
tization factors to help choose system in-
vestments and treatments that make the best 
use of available resources.   

The Pavement Preservation Program is de-
signed to keep highways in the best condi-
tion at the lowest lifecycle cost.  Where 
funding allows, the program tries to add use-
ful life to a road before the pavement 
reaches poor condition.  The primary reason 
for this is that the cost of treating a pave-
ment in poor condition can be four to five 
times greater than the cost of treating a 
pavement before it reaches poor condition.   

The Pavement Preservation Program is the 
largest dollar-value program in the STIP.  
Even this level of investment, however, is 
insufficient to improve all substandard 
pavement.  As a result, ODOT has devel-
oped a strategy to make the best use of 
available resources.  The goal is to achieve 
an average statewide highway condition rat-
ing of 78% fair or better (equivalent to the 
1999 statewide condition rating).  Condition 
goals are highest for the highways that carry 
the largest freight and traffic volumes. To 
achieve this goal, the Oregon Highway Plan 
set specific condition targets for each high-
way classification for 2010 as follows.

*Pavement work on Regional and District 
highways with ADT of less than 2,500 vehi-
cles is funded through Maintenance pro-
grams that are not included in the STIP. 

**District highways received an additional 
$70 million in bonding proceeds from the 
2001 Oregon Transportation Investment 
Act, which temporarily raised their condi-
tion rating. 

Preservation funds are distributed among 
ODOT regions based on the estimated re-
sources needed to meet condition goals.  The 
Pavement Management System is used to 
forecast miles of highway treatments needed 
in each region to meet the goals for each 
class of roadway.  
 
The PMS monitors current conditions and 
forecasts future pavement conditions on 
state highways.  The system relies on com-
puter programs, field inspection, and con-
struction cost data for forecasting pavement 
conditions and estimating the cost to pre-
serve pavement conditions.  The PMS helps 
managers choose the most beneficial in-
vestment projects. 

ODOT regions use the information from the 
PMS and local knowledge about regional 
priorities to develop a four-year preservation 
program.  Pavement condition is the main 
factor used in selecting candidate projects, 
but the level of usage of the specific section

of highway also is factored into the analysis.  
The goal in each region is to meet or exceed 
the target condition rating for the highway 
classifications in each region.  All preserva-
tion projects must meet the Project Eligibil-
ity Criteria and Prioritization Factors ap-
proved by the OTC for the STIP cycle in 
which they are programmed.  These criteria 
are listed on page 338 of this document.

Public Transit 
ODOT’s Public Transit Division (PTD) ad-
ministers state and federal grant programs 
that are used to pay for operating local tran-
sit districts, local government transit ser-
vices, and private transit organizations that 
provide services to residents and visitors of 
the State of Oregon.  Programs include sup-
port to communities for general public tran-
sit, transportation for seniors and people 
with disabilities, intercity bus service, and 
travel options programs. Discretionary capi-
tal funding for building transit facilities and 
purchasing equipment is available through a 

comprehensive project application, review, 
and selection process. 

The Public Transit Division makes grants 
available to support transit operations using 
FTA funds, and the state cigarette-tax-
funded Special Transportation Program for 
counties, transportation districts and Indian 
tribes.  The Division also administers the 
state’s Mass Transit Vehicle Replacement 
Program.  The Division coordinates federal 
funding distribution to Oregon’s six MPOs 
for public transportation planning and opera-
tions in urban areas.  FTA also may award 
grants to transit providers in MPOs. 
 
To meet timelines set by FTA, ODOT shows 
the level of funding for the various non-
urban public transportation programs in the 
Statewide section of the STIP.  Individual 
grant awards are approved using the STIP 
amendment process.  Details of grant awards 
to non-urban service providers can be ob-
tained by contacting ODOT’s Public Transit 
Division.  Grant awards to service providers 
in urban areas are generally listed in the 
STIP by MPO area.

Railroad Crossing Safety  
This program uses statewide data that is de-
signed to monitor safety at public railroad/ 
highway crossings to select projects.  Rail-
road Crossing Safety projects are approved 
by ODOT’s Rail Division through an appli-
cation process.  The process may be initiated 
by the road authority (city, county, or state), 
the railroad, or the Rail Division.  Projects 
are selected on a priority basis using an ac-
cident probability prediction model.

Safety

The primary purpose of the Safety Program 
is to identify where frequent and serious 
crashes occur on the state highway system 
and to apply cost-effective measures to re-
duce them.  Projects are selected using the 
Safety Management System that tracks the 
location, frequency, and severity of crashes 
and enables cost-benefit analysis for various 
solutions and mitigations.   

 
There is a statewide highway safety advisory 
committee that works with the Safety Pro-
gram Manager to provide direction for the 
program. The Oregon Highway Plan states 
the goal in terms of a reduced traffic fatality 
rate, with the goal being to reduce fatalities 
to 0.99 per 100 million vehicle miles trav-
eled by the year 2010.   

An objective of the Safety Program is to tar-
get expenditures on highway safety where 
they are most likely to reduce traffic fatali-
ties and serious injuries and to do so cost-
effectively.  This is accomplished using two 
strategies for determining need: one that tar-
gets dangerous segments of the highway 
system using the Safety Investment Program 
(SIP) ratings and one that targets very spe-
cific locations using the Safety Priority In-
dex System (SPIS).   

Many safety improvements occur in con-
junction with highway preservation im-
provements.  When reviewing preservation 
projects for the STIP, the SIP category of 
the highway segment that contains the pro-
ject is considered.  Each year every five mile 
segment of state highway is categorized by 
the frequency of fatal and serious injury 
(F&A) crashes: 
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0 F&A crashes = SIP category 1 
1-2 F&A crashes = SIP category 2 
3-5  F&A crashes = SIP category 3 
6-9 F&A crashes = SIP category 4 
10+ F&A crashes = SIP category 5 

For pavement preservation projects on 
roadway segments with a low frequency of 
fatal and serious injury crashes, minimal 
safety upgrades are included in the project 
using preservation funds.  “Pave Mainly” is 
the focus of preservation projects with low 
crash history.  However, a program goal of 
6% of preservation dollars will be spent to 
mitigate identified safety concerns, includ-
ing four core safety upgrades: bridge rail ret-
rofit and new bridge rail; low guardrail; 
guardrail/bridge connections and guardrail 
blunt ends; and Americans with Disabilities 
Act (ADA) ramps. 

Segments with greater crash frequency (SIP 
category 3, 4, or 5) receive consideration for 
investment using Safety Program funds. The 
proposed safety countermeasures are exam-
ined for effectiveness by a benefit/cost 
analysis.  Measures with positive benefit-to-
cost ratios greater than 1.0 may be incorpo-
rated into the project.   

In addition to highway segment safety im-
provements, site-specific improvements also 
are made.  Hazardous locations are identi-
fied using SPIS.  Every year, each 1/10th 
mile segment of state highway that has had 
either one fatal or three other crashes in the 
last three years receives a SPIS score.  The 
top 10% of these sites are candidate loca-
tions for safety improvements.  These pro-
jects are prioritized based on crash history, 
SPIS ranking, and benefit/cost ratio of add-
ing selected features.  Site-specific safety 
improvements are frequently combined with 
other projects, such as preservation, bridge, 
or operations.  Sometimes a safety im-
provement may even be incorporated into a 
modernization project, such as a truck-

climbing lane or passing lane in crash-prone 
locations.

Scenic Byways
TEA-21 established funding for projects 
along highways designated as National Sce-
nic Byways, All-American Roads, or State 
Scenic Byways. FHWA administers this 
program and requests applications once a 
year.  The State of Oregon designates scenic 
roads according to prescribed criteria in 
OAR 734. The ODOT Statewide Scenic 
Byways Program Committee oversees Ore-
gon’s participation in this national program.  
 
Scenic byways projects must compete for 
funding at the national level, so there is no 
assurance that a project will be selected.  
Scenic byways projects, therefore, do not 
appear in every STIP cycle.

Transportation Enhancement 
The Transportation Enhancement (TE) Pro-
gram is a statewide program that provides 
reimbursement and discretionary funds for a 
variety of projects.  Reimbursement fund re-
cipients must apply for these funds through 
a competitive application process.  Proposed 
projects for all funds must have a direct rela-
tionship with transportation and fall into one 
or more of the following categories:

Acquisition of scenic easements and 
scenic or historic sites;

Rehabilitation and operation of historic 
transportation buildings, structures, fa-
cilities (including historic railroad facili-
ties and canals);  
Preservation of abandoned railway cor-
ridors (including conversion and use for 
pedestrian or bicycle trails);

Archaeological planning and research;  
Mitigation to address water pollution 
due to highway runoff or reduce vehicle-
caused wildlife mortality while main-
taining habitat connectivity; and  
Establishment of transportation muse-
ums. 

 
FHWA establishes general project guide-
lines for enhancements.  Local government 
and public representatives that serve on an 
advisory committee with ODOT representa-
tives select projects using agreed-upon rat-
ing criteria.  The applicant must be a gov-
ernment agency (local, state, federal, re-
gional, or tribal).  Private organizations may 
apply in partnership with a government 
agency.  The TE Program requires non-
federal matching funds of at least 10.27%.  
A scoring advantage is given to projects that 
fit the TE focus areas adopted for each fund-
ing cycle.  The current focus areas are 
posted on the web site noted below, under 
TE Program Policy and Procedures.  
 
Projects receiving TE funds are usually 
identified for the first two years of the four-
year STIP cycle while the funding for later 
years is retained in a “bucket” for future ap-
plications. The bucket amounts indicate an-
ticipated funding for future projects.

Transportation Safety
This program is managed by ODOT’s 
Transportation Safety Division (TSD).  
Their mission is to reduce the number of 
transportation-related fatal and serious in-
jury crashes.  The funds are provided as seed 
money, funding innovative programs for up 
to three years.  Subsequently, grantees are 
expected to assume funding responsibilities. 

TSD contracts with organizations and ser-
vice providers for various public informa-
tion/education and training programs.  These 
programs include motorcycle training, po-
lice agency coordination and training, child 
safety seat information, and high school 
safety education programs.  In addition, 
TSD develops and implements statewide 
safety programs, including but not limited 
to, roadway safety/work zone safety, im-
paired driving, speed control, youth safety 
issues, community development, safe routes 
to school, and occupant protection.   

Each year, the Transportation Safety Divi-
sion produces a Transportation Safety Per-
formance Plan (Performance Plan) that 
identifies the major safety problems in the 
state.  The plan suggests countermeasures to 
address the problems and lists projects se-
lected for funding.     

TSD also develops a long range plan, the 
Transportation Safety Action Plan (TSAP), 
in conjunction with local partners and agen-
cies.  The TSAP serves as a long-range 
guide for safety projects, and guides annual 
development of the Performance Plan.  The 
TSAP, in combination with the Performance 
Plan, fulfills the federal requirement that 
states develop a Statewide Strategic High-
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adults traveling to and from school.  The  
program is established under authority of 
SAFETEA-LU and funds grants and awards 
to allow projects and activities in the follow-
ing topical areas: 

way Safety Plan.  The TSAP is the long-
range plan; the Performance Plan includes a 
listing of safety projects developed by the 
Highway Safety Engineering Committee to 
implement the Highway Safety Improve-
ment Program (HSIP).  These investments 
are smaller projects identified and adjusted 
annually based on crash analysis, and are 
funded from the HSIP funding category.

The program is 
federally funded, but is guided by state stat-
ute, which also requires that the program be 
housed in the Transportation Safety Division 
of the Department.  

Safe Routes to School Program 
The Safe Routes to School Program is 
statewide in scope, and addresses the safety

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OREGON TRANSPORTATION 
INVESTMENT ACTS 

The Oregon Transportation Investment Acts 
(OTIA I, II, III) are not programs but legis-
latively approved measures that augment ex-
isting program budgets, enabling a series of 
projects to be constructed.  The funds gener-
ated flow through existing state-
administered programs including moderni-
zation, pavement preservation, and bridge 
replacement and rehabilitation.   

Three separate funding packages have been 
approved under the OTIA program. OTIA I 
and OTIA II, the two transportation bills ap-
proved by the 2001 Oregon State Legisla-
ture, provided a total of $500 million in state 
bonding proceeds to modernize and preserve 
Oregon’s transportation system.  With local 
matching funds of $146 million, the total 
program amounts to a $646 million invest-
ment in the state’s infrastructure.  Of the 
$500 million, the Modernization Program 
received approximately $250 million, bridge 
replacement and rehabilitation projects re-
ceived approximately $175 million, and 
pavement preservation projects received ap-
proximately $75 million. 

The 2003 Legislature passed OTIA III, 
which provided an additional $1.3 billion to 
replace and repair state bridges, $300 mil-
lion to replace and repair local bridges, and 
$300 million for modernization statewide. 

The OTIA I and II projects went to contract 
prior to 2008, so they do not appear in the 
project listings of this document.   For more 
information about OTIA, go online:

FEDERAL DISCRETIONARY 
FUNDING 

Federal discretionary funding is a process 
for securing federal funding for specific 

state and local projects.  The term earmark 
means that money is written into the federal 
budget for one and only one purpose.  Ear-
marks often involve large modernization 
projects, but Oregon and other states have 
secured earmarks for bridge and public tran-
sit projects as well.   
 
Earmarks usually do not cover all of a pro-
ject’s cost, and will require matching funds 
along with additional funds to fully fund the 
project.  ODOT coordinates with the Oregon 
Congressional Delegation on a set of ear-
mark priorities for which the state will 
pledge its resources as matching funds, to be 
submitted for consideration during the fed-
eral budget process.  

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT AND 
GOVERNMENT INVOLVEMENT 

There are federal regulations and state poli-
cies regarding STIP public involvement. The 
federal regulations state that public in-
volvement must be proactive, must provide 
opportunities for early and ongoing in-
volvement, and must continue throughout 
the transportation planning and program-
ming process.  The state must comply with 
the requirements set out in Title VI of the 
federal Civil Rights Act, and the Executive 
Order pertaining to Environmental Justice.  
They further stipulate that the state provide: 

• A process for demonstrating explicit 
consideration and response to public in-
put during the planning and program de-
velopment process; and 

• A process for seeking out and consider-
ing the needs of those traditionally un-
derserved by existing transportation sys-
tems, such as low-income and minority 
households, which may face challenges 
accessing employment and other ameni-
ties. 
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ODOT’s Public Involvement Policies and 
Procedures document (December 1994) is 
more prescriptive and inclusive, stating: 

• The Department will provide a 45-day 
public review period for the draft STIP, 
and a 45-day public review period for 
any major revision of the approved 
STIP; 

• The Department will provide statewide 
opportunities for public comment on the 
draft STIP by scheduling at least two 
public meetings in each of ODOT’s five 
regions prior to adoption of the program 
by the OTC; and 

• The Department will consider all public 
comments on the draft STIP prior to 
adoption of the program by the OTC.

Local Governments 
Federal rules for planning include several 
specific requirements.  ODOT meets many 
of these requirements through the ACT 
process as well as other advisory committees 
described below.  Federal agencies, tribal 
governments, and local officials, including 
MPO representatives, are members of the 
ACT in their area.  In areas without ACTs, 
the ODOT region staff works with the 
MPOs and other bodies such as the County 
Commission or Coordinating Committee to 
develop the region STIP program. 

Federal requirements for Metropolitan and 
Statewide Planning in Chapter 23 of the 
Code of Federal Regulations (23 CFR 
1410.216(b)) state that: 

(1) MPOs shall be involved on a cooperation 
basis for parts of the STIP affecting metro-
politan planning areas; 

(2) Indian Tribal Governments and the Sec-
retary of the Interior shall be involved on a 
consultation basis for portions of the STIP 
affecting areas of the state under the juris-
diction of an Indian Tribal Government; 

(3) Federal lands managing agencies shall be 
involved on a consultation basis for the por-
tions of the program affecting areas of the 
state under their jurisdiction; and 

(4) Affected local officials with responsibil-
ity for transportation shall be involved on a 
consultation basis for the portion of the 
STIP in non-metropolitan areas of the state. 

Area Commissions on Transportation
An Area Commission on Transportation is 
an OTC-approved body composed of local 
transportation representatives, local elected 
officials, business people, and in some lo-
cales, members of the public, all represent-
ing the area.  Each ACT develops its own 
charter and rules in accordance with 
ODOT’s Policy on Formation and Operation 
of ACTs, which specifies expectations, 
minimum membership, and also public no-
tice procedures for meetings, as ACT meet-
ings are part of ODOT’s public process.   

ACTs provide a critical communication link 
between ODOT and local governments, the 
business community, and the public.  ACTs 
propose and comment on policy set by the 
OTC, propose and endorse programs and 
projects, and provide an avenue to the OTC 
for citizens with transportation concerns.

Outreach Opportunities 
Outreach activities include focused discus-
sions with transportation stakeholders, com-
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munity groups and civic clubs, city and 
county public works officials and staff, and 
councils of governments (COGs).  They are 
part of each ODOT region’s public in-
volvement activities.  These meetings pro-
vide the public with opportunities to learn 
about and comment on ODOT’s programs, 
goals, and challenges.  Ongoing feedback 
from this interaction provides ODOT man-
agement with important guidance as they 
develop the biennial STIP funding proposal 
that is forwarded to the OTC. 

As ODOT strives, with limited resources, to 
meet the transportation needs of the state, 
these improved communication processes 
are critical for identifying issues and needs, 
prioritizing solutions, and implementing 
programs and projects. 

Economic Revitalization Team and Re-
gional Partnerships 
The Economic Revitalization Team (ERT) 
was established to focus state agencies on 
working together at the local level to in-
crease economic opportunity and help local 
governments and business and property 
owners bring industrial sites to “shovel-
ready” status.  Formerly the Community So-
lutions Team, the ERT emphasizes multi-
agency coordination on projects of local and 
statewide significance.  The ERT has re-
gional coordinators deployed around the 
state to help Oregon communities and busi-
nesses succeed.  The ERT plays a role in the 
development of transportation plans and 
projects related to economic development 
initiatives, including state system improve-
ments and MTIP projects that are funded 
through the STIP.  Frequently, ERT mem-
bers also are members of an ACT. 

Oregon Freight Advisory Committee 
The Oregon Freight Advisory Committee 
helps to list and prioritize freight needs in 
many program areas of the STIP, especially 

in modernization and bridge.  Freight needs 
are an important part of the STIP as per the 
OTIA III legislation, which requires that 
priority be given to freight projects in the 
STIP.  The committee has developed Project 
Eligibility Criteria and Prioritization Factors 
for freight projects and has provided a pre-
liminary list of freight priorities in all five 
regions for the 2008-2011 STIP.  The OTC-
adopted STIP Project Eligibility Criteria and 
Prioritization Factors for 2008-2011 specifi-
cally include support of freight mobility as a 
prioritization factor for modernization pro-
jects.

STIP Stakeholder Committee 
The STIP Stakeholder Committee was 
formed in 2000 to study the STIP process.  
The committee made a variety of recom-
mendations including that the OTC adopt 
project eligibility criteria and prioritization 
factors for certain programs.

WIDE SIGNIFICANT PROJECTS 

The Oregon Transportation Commission ap-
proved definitions and project lists for the 
Development STIP and Statewide Signifi-
cant Projects at their May 2002 meeting. 

Development STIP Projects 

D-STIP projects are those projects approved 
and funded for development through spe-
cific milestones and within specific time-
frames, which include the following charac-
teristics: 

1. Projects approved for funding through 
specific milestones, such as NEPA de-
sign-level environmental documents, 
right-of-way acquisition, and final plans; 
or 

2. Projects for which needed improvements 
have been identified but a final solution 
either has not been determined or need 
further design and analysis. 

The types of projects that tend to have one 
or more of the above characteristics include: 
large statewide significant projects, feder-
ally-earmarked or demonstration projects, 
Modernization or major Bridge Replacement 
projects, and discretionary projects (projects 
eligible to receive federal discretionary 
funds). 

Large Statewide Significant Projects 

Large statewide significant projects are pro-
jects that require funding that cannot be 
achieved within standard STIP allocations 
but are viewed by the agency as projects of 
statewide significance.  Identified funds 
would be used to either keep existing work 
on very large projects current, or to support 
development of very large projects (for ex-
ample, funding an EIS or updating an exist-
ing EIS).

Process Description and Guidance 
For the 2008-2011 Development STIP and Construction STIP 

 
I. Introduction  
 
The Oregon Transportation Commission (OTC) approved the Project Eligibility Criteria and Prioritization 
Factors to assist Area Commissions on Transportation (ACTs), Metropolitan Planning Organizations 
(MPOs), or regional or statewide advisory groups advising the OTC on the selection of Statewide Trans-
portation Improvement Program (STIP) projects.  The document gives basic definitions and funding in-
formation and provides guidance pertaining to roles and responsibilities, project selection and documenta-
tion.  More information about the ACT process, advisory committees, Oregon transportation management 
systems, other STIP programs and funding is available on the Internet (see Appendix A). 
 
The OTC establishes program goals, funding levels and regional funding distribution at the start of each 
two-year STIP update.  These policy decisions are made separate from these eligibility criteria and priori-
tization factors and are not part of this document.  (See Appendix B for the decision-making process.) 
 
A. Roles and Responsibilities 
 
The OTC will make the final selections for all projects included in the STIP.  The Commission will con-
sider the advice and recommendations that it receives from ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advi-
sory groups.  ODOT will provide tools necessary to enable an ACT to carry out its responsibilities under 
these criteria.  Geographic areas that do not have an ACT must adhere to the same standards of account-
ability as ACTs (Policy on Formation and Operation of the Area Commissions on Transportation, Sec-
tion VI, Basis for Decision Making) and demonstrate to the OTC that recommendations were developed 
in accordance with these criteria and factors.  In making final project selections, the OTC will ensure that 
ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advisory groups have based their considerations on the criteria 
and will ensure projects are distributed according to the funding allocations approved by the OTC for the 
2008–2011 STIP. 
 
In making decisions, the OTC applies both regional and statewide perspective, optimizes system effec-
tiveness in decisions for the state system and strives to develop and operate an integrated intermodal 
transportation system that facilitates the safe, efficient and economic movement of people and goods. 
(Policy on Formation and Operation of the Area Commissions on Transportation, Section III.  Authority)  
 
B.  Definitions 
 
STIP includes both the Development and Construction sections of the Statewide Transportation Im-
provement Program.  The D-STIP houses projects that require more than 4 years to develop or for which 
construction funding needs to be obtained.  Projects that can complete the development process and be 
ready for bid within 4 years or less may be placed directly into the C-STIP.  
 
Development STIP (D-STIP)  
 
The Oregon Transportation Commission approved the following definition for the D-STIP: 
 

Projects approved and funded for development through specific milestones and within specific time-
frames, which include the following characteristics:  
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A. Projects approved for funding through specific milestones such as National Environmental Policy 

ACT (NEPA) design-level environmental documents, right of way acquisition, and final plans; or 
  

B. Projects for which needed improvements have been identified but a final solution either has not 
been determined or needs further design and analysis. 
 

The types of projects that tend to have one or more of the above characteristics include statewide sig-
nificant projects, federal earmark or demonstration projects, modernization or major bridge re-
placement projects, and discretionary projects (projects eligible to receive federal discretionary 
funds). 

 
Construction STIP (C-STIP)   
 
The C-STIP identifies project scheduling and funding for the state’s transportation preservation and capi-
tal improvement program for a four-year construction period.  This program meets the requirements of the 
Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21), the federal act that provides funds to states for 
transportation projects.  For application of these criteria and prioritization factors, C-STIP means Mod-
ernization, Preservation and Bridge projects.  
 
Other STIP Programs 
 
Other STIP programs (examples include Safety, Bicycle/Pedestrian, Transit, Congestion Mitigation/Air 
Quality Improvement, Transportation Enhancement, and Scenic Byways) are not addressed in this docu-
ment.  More information about programs funded in the STIP is available in the Draft 2006-2009 STIP. 
 
C. Project Selection  
 
Eligibility Criteria and Prioritization Factors have been developed for both the Development STIP (D-
STIP) and the Construction STIP (C-STIP).  ACTs, MPOs and others, including those where an ACT 
does not exist, shall apply both regional and statewide perspectives in making their recommendations. 
The Commission anticipates that most projects considered by ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide ad-
visory groups would be the outcomes of planning and the transportation management systems maintained 
by ODOT.  ODOT Region staff shall assist the ACT in developing recommendations as described in the 
Policy on Formation and Operation of the ACTS, Section II. D, Role of ODOT Staff. 
 
ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advisory groups should use this document as a guide when they 
evaluate projects for the STIP on the state highway system and for off-system projects that support im-
plementation of the Oregon Highway Plan (OHP), in accordance with Policy 2B: off-system improve-
ments.  Projects recommended for funding in the STIP should have consistent application of the project 
eligibility criteria and prioritizing factors.  ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advisory groups may 
use additional criteria to select and rank projects provided the criteria are consistent with the project eligi-
bility criteria and prioritization factors adopted by the OTC.  If requested, ODOT staff will provide a 
model to assist with project ranking. This process recognizes regional differences and is consistent with 
the Oregon Transportation Plan (Policy 2G) and the Policy on Formation and Operation of the Area 
Commissions on Transportation, Section VI, Basis for Decisionmaking.  
 
In MPO areas designated as Transportation Management Areas (TMA), all projects using federal 
title 23 or Federal Transit Act funds, shall be prioritized for programming in the Transportation Improve-
ment Program (TIP) from an approved Regional Transportation Plan by the MPO in consultation with the 
State and transit operators. The State, MPO and transit operators jointly program the prioritized projects. 
Should funding conflicts arise within a program year, projects on the NHS and projects funded under the 
Bridge and Interstate Maintenance programs shall be selected by the State, in cooperation with the MPO, 
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from the approved metropolitan TIP. Other projects utilizing federal funds shall be selected by the MPO 
in cooperation with the State and transit operators. 
 
In MPO areas not designated as TMAs, projects using federal title 23 or Federal Transit Act funds, 
other than Federal Lands Highways program funds, shall be selected by the State and/or the transit opera-
tor, in cooperation with the MPO, from the approved metropolitan Regional Transportation Plan.  
 
Outside MPO areas, transportation projects undertaken on the NHS and projects funded under the 
Bridge and Interstate Maintenance programs will be selected by the State in consultation with the affected 
local officials.  Other transportation projects undertaken with funds administered by FHWA, other than 
federal lands highway projects, shall be selected by the State in cooperation with the affected local offi-
cials and projects undertaken with Federal Transit Act funds shall be selected by the State in cooperation 
with the appropriate affected local officials and transit operators  
 
ACTs and MPOs should consult with each other during their STIP and MTIP development processes to 
achieve a coordination of projects wherever possible.  Where ACT and MPO boundaries overlap, a higher 
level of clearly defined coordination is needed.  Where this occurs, the MPO and ACT should jointly 
agree on a process for maintaining consistency between ACT recommendations and the MPO Plan and 
MTIP (Policy on Formation and Operation of the Area Commissions on Transportation, Section VII. G, 
Coordination). 
 
Project Eligibility Criteria 
 
ACTs, MPOs, or regional or statewide advisory groups advising the OTC on the selection of STIP pro-
jects for funding on the state highway system or for off-system projects that support implementation of 
the OHP shall apply the project eligibility criteria.  The project eligibility criteria are a first screen so that 
additional efforts can be focused to determine which projects they will evaluate further for funding.  The 
eligibility criteria are not listed in any particular order.  Projects must satisfy these criteria, at a minimum, 
before they are given further consideration.  
 
Prioritization Factors 
 
The prioritization factors are to be used to ensure consistent consideration of the relative merits of pro-
jects by ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advisory groups.  With the exception of project readiness 
which shall have greater weight, the prioritization factors are not listed in any particular order and do not 
have any implied weight.  To provide for regional differences, ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide 
advisory groups may use additional factors to rank projects provided the factors are consistent with the 
factors adopted by the OTC.  If an ACT, MPO or regional or statewide advisory group chooses to use ad-
ditional prioritization factors, they must inform those developing project proposals about the factors prior 
to the beginning of the project submittal period.  When developing a tool to evaluate OHP policies, OHP 
Appendix A2 provides definitional information to facilitate shared understanding of the goals, policies 
and actions of the OHP policy element. 
 
D. Project Documentation 
 
ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advisory groups making recommendations to the OTC shall 
document the analysis used to develop recommendations.  The supporting information should include the 
following:

Identify the planning history  
As applicable, describe information provided from the pavements or bridge management system.  
If the recommendation varies from the prioritization identified by the management system, de-
scribe the process used to reach that recommendation. 
Describe how this project supports OHP policies (Table 1). 
Provide an assessment of the likelihood of the project getting to construction in the timeframe 
contemplated 
Provide supplementary project information if the project leverages additional funding or commu-
nity benefit  

3. Applicable additional information  
 
E. Funding  
 
As required by federal regulations (23 CFR Part 450) the C-STIP is financially constrained by year.  The 
Eligibility Criteria and Prioritization Factors defined in this document apply to projects that implement 
current revenue sources.  If more funding becomes available, it will be allocated in adherence to any addi-
tional funding or selection criteria attached to those new funds.  
 
The STIP represents multiple funding categories and each category has limits as to how the funding can 
be obligated.  STIP projects must meet the funding source limitations established by state or federal regu-
lations and cannot be selected without looking at those limitations.  The D-STIP will be funded with the 
same funding sources as the C-STIP and the total funds committed to the D-STIP may vary.  Funding of 
the D-STIP can be impacted by several factors, including the following:  OTC selection of projects of 
statewide importance, federal earmarks and discretionary projects, federal and state restrictions on the use 
of available funds, and the Regional equity distribution of Modernization funds (ORS 366.507).  
 
Federal Discretionary Projects 
 
Federal discretionary projects are a part of federal appropriations or transportation funding legislation.  
The Oregon Department of Transportation, with direction from the Oregon Transportation Commission, 
developed guidelines to use in deciding which projects should be submitted as earmark proposals in fed-
eral legislation for the reauthorization of transportation funding.  The projects are categorized as low or 
medium risk and can be completed over the life of the federal transportation funding bill.  ODOT follows 
these guidelines for earmark projects and submits them to the Oregon Congressional Delegation for con-
sideration during the federal budget process.  Local jurisdictions and proponents that pursue earmark 
funding for projects not submitted by ODOT or supported by the Oregon Transportation Commission 
(OTC) are solely responsible for the required matching funds or any shortfalls. 
 
The OTC recognizes that there may be unique circumstances in which proponents have been successful in 
obtaining federal discretionary projects that need to be placed in the STIP.  These can be brought to the 
OTC as possible amendments to the STIP provided they meet the eligibility criteria and the match re-
quirements as noted above.

II. Development STIP (D-STIP) 
 
A. Introduction to the D-STIP 
 
The Oregon Transportation Commission will make the final selections for all D-STIP projects and will 
apply a statewide perspective to the proposed list of projects, giving highest priority to OTC approved 
federal discretionary projects that have funding secured through federal legislation. 
 
It will be important to clearly articulate the rationale and need of a D-STIP project in order to help man-
age expectations and potential next steps.  D-STIP projects will be consistent with statewide policies and 
may be identified in one or more planning documents, such as transportation system plans, regional trans-
portation plans, corridor plans, comprehensive plans, refinement plans or state management systems.  
Additionally, the OTC may select large projects of statewide significance for inclusion in the D-STIP. 
The D-STIP includes projects approved and funded for development through specific milestones for 
planning, environmental or project development activities and within specific timeframes. 
 
The following should be considered when applying the Eligibility Criteria and Prioritization Factors:  
 

A new alignment will be selected for one or several features in the refinement plan.  Project spe-
cific refinement plans may be funded in the D-STIP as needed to resolve need, function, mode 
and general location decisions that could not be made during system plan or corridor plan devel-
opment.  In circumstances where these decisions have already been made, the goal of refinement 
planning will be to develop a specific solution or a range of solutions to the problems(s) that sup-
port the next appropriate project development step. 
Rapid development is occurring in the area, making corridor preservation critical. 
Issues needing resolution have a high priority and solutions are likely to be funded in the near fu-
ture. 
The highway segment is very sensitive environmentally, and a strategy for the whole segment 
needs to be approved before work on individual elements can commence.  For example, address-
ing land use to help resolve inconsistencies with planned transportation facilities; planning for 
compatible land uses along state highways. 
Public pressure for a sustainable decision is high. 

 
Selection of D-STIP projects requires application of the D-STIP definition approved by the OTC.  D-
STIP projects generally fall into the following three categories: federal discretionary projects (earmarks), 
statewide significant projects, and modernization or major bridge replacement projects. 
 
Statewide Significant Projects 
 
Statewide significant projects are projects that require funding that cannot be achieved within standard 
STIP allocations but are viewed by the OTC as projects of statewide significance and can be selected by 
the OTC independent of the ACT process.  Identified funds would be used to either keep existing work on 
very large projects current, or to support development of very large projects (for example, funding a new 
Environmental Impact Statement or updating an existing EIS). 
 
Modernization or Major Bridge Replacement Projects  
 
Modernization or major bridge replacement projects are projects that have been approved and funded for 
development through specific milestones but that cannot be constructed within the four-year timeframe of 
the STIP and/or within the normal Region STIP allocations.  These may include shelf projects, which are 
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high priority projects developed in anticipation of funding but that have no funding identified for con-
struction in the current STIP.  Milestones include planning, environmental and project development. 
 
D-STIP Project Completion 
 
ODOT and the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) shall work with affected 
cities and counties to obtain land use approvals needed to select a specific alignment.  The level of land 
use consistency required will depend on the environmental milestone being completed. 
 
Projects remain in the D-STIP until work required to meet the National Environmental Policy Act 
(NEPA) is completed. NEPA classifications: 
 

Class 1:  Requires draft and final environmental impact statement (EIS).  An EIS is required for 
actions that significantly affect the environment.

Class 2:  Categorical exclusion (neither an environmental assessment nor an environmental im-
pact statement is required).  These actions do not individually or cumulative have a significant 
environmental effect and are excluded from the requirement to prepare an environmental assess-
ment or environmental impact statement. 
Class 3:  Requires environmental assessment (EA) or revised environmental assessment.  The en-
vironmental impact is not clearly established.  All actions that are not Class 1 or 2 fall into this 
classification.  These actions require preparation of an EA to determine the appropriate environ-
mental document.  If it is determined that the action is likely to have a significant impact on the 
environment, the preparation of an EIS will be required. 

 
All Class 1 and 3 projects should be in the D-STIP until a final Record of Decision (ROD) or Finding of 
No Significant Impact (FONSI) has been completed.  By programming completion of D-STIP milestones 
that follow a ROD or FONSI, the project delivery activity can continue through right of way acquisition, 
advance plans, and/or plans specifications and estimates (PS&E).  The project could then be ready for 
inclusion in the C-STIP at the regular 2-year update.   Work on right of way, advance plans or PS&E may 
be conducted in either the D-STIP or the C-STIP. 
 
Although the primary purpose of the D-STIP is to develop projects for the C-STIP, inclusion in the D-
STIP does not guarantee funding for future D-STIP milestones or that a project will automatically move 
into the C-STIP.  Funding may not be available to construct the final solution or the environmental docu-
ment may identify the solution as a “No Build”.  
 
B.  Development STIP  
 
B. 1.  Development STIP Eligibility Criteria Footnotes 
 
1D-STIP milestones  
D-STIP projects must have funding to complete the identified milestone; partial milestones or those with 
no funding will not be programmed. D-STIP milestones, while not necessarily sequential, include those 
listed below. Not all projects are required to complete all the milestones.  
 

Project specific refinement plan completion  
Project specific refinement plan adoption 
Land use consistency/Statewide Goal Compliance.  (Project is included in the acknowledged 
comprehensive plan or transportation system plan as a planned facility, which is a facility allowed 
by the plan and that is expected to be constructed within the next 20 years with available financial 
resources. This may include land use decisions that establish need, mode, function and general 
location.)

Those making project recommendations should pursue an agenda to accomplish lever-
age or community benefits although specific benefits might not always be known at the D-STIP stage.

III. Construction STIP (C-STIP) 
 
A. Introduction to the C-STIP 
 
The C-STIP contains projects scheduled for construction and is financially constrained by year.  Applica-
tion of the C-STIP Eligibility Criteria and Prioritization Factors includes Modernization, Preservation and 
Bridge projects. Information about other STIP programs in the STIP may be found in the Draft 2006-
2009 STIP. 
 
B.   Modernization  
 
As stated in the Oregon Highway Plan, “The primary goal of modernization projects is to add capacity to 
the highway system in order to facilitate existing traffic and/or accommodate projected traffic growth. 
Modernization means capacity-adding projects including HOV lanes and off-system improvements.  Pro-
jects in this category include major widening of lanes or bridges, and the addition of lanes, rest areas or 
entire facilities.”  Where a culvert is replaced with a bridge due to environmental analysis concluding that 
this is necessary, the project is not considered modernization.  
 
B.1.  Construction STIP Eligibility Criteria for Modernization Footnotes 
 
5Consistency with Comprehensive Plans and Transportation System Plans (TSP) 
The proposal must show that the project is consistent with the applicable adopted comprehensive plan or 
transportation system plan as a planned facility, including land use decisions that establish need, mode, 
function and general location, including goal exceptions, where required.  If consistency cannot be dem-
onstrated the project submission will describe how the inconsistency will be addressed, including changes 
to the project, TSP and/or comprehensive plan and when they need to be completed. In such cases, the 
ACT or regional or statewide advisory group may recommend that the project be included in the D-STIP, 
and request that Transportation Planning Rule issues be addressed. 
 
Proposed projects from within MPOs shall be identified in fiscally constrained Regional Transportation 
Plans and shall meet air quality conformity requirements. 
 
6Consistency with Oregon Highway Plan (OHP) Policy 1G, Action 1G.1, on Major Improvements  
In order to demonstrate that a project is consistent with OHP Policy 1G, Action 1G.1, the proposal must 
show that the project and/or the TSP clearly addressed the prioritization criteria found in Action 1G.1 of 
the OHP.   
 
Where needed to achieve consistency with the above-noted Oregon Highway Plan policy, the ACTs, 
MPOs, or regional or statewide advisory groups, with ODOT assistance, shall negotiate conditions for 
project approval with an applicant.  These conditions, if not addressed as the project proceeded through 
the D-STIP if applicable, shall be attached to the application approved by the ACT, MPO or regional or 
statewide advisory group, shall be as specific as possible given the stage of development of the project, 
and may include the following: 
 

Interchange Area Management Plan or Access Management Plan,  
Highway segment designations,  
Needed local street improvements, 
Traffic management plans, 
Land use plan designations, 
Other similar conditions.

B.2.  Construction STIP Prioritization Factors for Modernization Footnotes 
 

7Project Readiness for C-STIP Modernization Projects 
Projects that can begin construction within the timeframe of the STIP and within the timeframe expected 
are considered to be more ready than those that have many or complicated remaining steps.  The overall 
judgement of a project's readiness is dependent on timeliness of construction expectations not on the 
number of steps to be completed.  
 
Where applicable, the hurdles to accomplish each of the following steps must be assessed for major mod-
ernization projects that have come through the D-STIP and for which a final Record of Decision (ROD) 
for a design level environmental impact statement or a Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) has 
been made:  
 

Public involvement  
Right of way purchased 
Final construction and traffic flow management plans developed 
Additional land use requirements such as completing plans for access management, supporting 
local transportation system improvements and land use measures to protect the function and op-
eration of the project. 

 
Projects that have not gone through the D-STIP or have not completed a FONSI or ROD must also assess 
the following: 
 

Environmental requirements 
Land use requirements 
Applicability of minor improvements and alternative mode solutions 

 
For all projects, if those aspects are not completed at the time of the assessment of project readiness, a 
plan to complete them must be described to assist in judging the likelihood that all of those aspects can be 
addressed, and construction begun within the timeframe projected.  The project budget and time line must 
include execution of the plan. 
 
8Modernization Projects that Best Support the Oregon Highway Plan Policies   
OHP policies that are applicable to modernization projects may include but are not necessarily limited to 
the following (Table 1):

9Projects that support freight mobility 
Projects that support freight mobility are modernization projects on freight routes of statewide or regional 
significance, including:

Other highways with a high volume or percentage of trucks or which are important for regional or

This prioritization factor is not intended to give Class 1 and 3 projects priority over or to exclude Class 2 
projects, but to give Class 1 and 3 projects with a completed ROD or FONSI priority over Class 1 and 3 
projects that require additional environmental documentation. 
 
C.  Preservation 
 
The pavement preservation projects list is developed by ODOT’s Pavement Management System (PMS) 
and applied by the pavement management selection committees. The PMS is an electronic data manage-
ment tool used by the department to identify, prioritize and develop needed pavement preservation pro-
jects.   The role of ACTs, MPOs and regional or statewide advisory groups is to review the timing of the 
pavement preservation projects as they relate to other local projects or issues; their comments will be con-
sidered as part of the process.  It is anticipated that these groups will primarily enhance selected projects 
by leveraging additional funding or collateral community benefit.  The interstate preservation projects are 
selected based on the PMS and a statewide strategy and are therefore not a part of these criteria. 
 
C.1.  Construction STIP Eligibility Criteria for Pavement Preservation Footnotes 
 
12Pavement Strategy 
The department has adopted a pavement preservation program designed to keep highways in the best 
condition at the lowest lifecycle cost, taking into account available funding.  ODOT established a Pave-
ment Strategy Committee in 1999 to address pavement preservation issues, including the development of 
a statewide pavement strategy for all state highways.  The pavement strategy was developed using the 
department’s Pavement Management System.  The strategy assumes maintenance of existing traffic ca-
pacity; it does not provide for capacity improvements.

D.   Bridge 
 
The process of identifying bridge projects for the STIP is two-fold in nature: (1) bridges are inspected at 
least every two years in order that the most current inspection information is used to develop a list of 
bridges; and (2) the use of a Bridge Management System (BMS). The State has implemented the use of 
bridge management system software condition evaluation criteria for bridge inspection.  Upon full im-
plementation of all the BMS software modules, the BMS will evaluate the existing condition of bridges, 
predict the rate of deterioration and suggest repairs and rehabilitation option.  For development of the 08-
11 STIP, the Bridge Program will continue to use other technical databases to identify bridges that meet 
twelve separate deficiency parameters.  Applying this information, after technical review and coordina-
tion with the Regions and the State Bridge Leadership Team, the State Bridge Program Manager recom-
mends a prioritized list of projects for inclusion in the STIP. The role of ACTs, MPOs and regional or 
statewide advisory groups is to review the timing of the bridge replacement/rehabilitation projects as they 
relate to other local projects or issues; their comments will be considered as part of the process.  It is an-
ticipated that these groups will primarily enhance selected projects by leveraging additional funding or 
collateral community benefit.   
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D.1.  Construction STIP Eligibility Criteria for Bridge Footnotes 
 
16Bridge Management System 

State Bridge Project Selection 

This criterion applies to bridges on the State highway system only.  Through an agreement between the 
State and the Association of Oregon Counties (AOC) and the League of Oregon Cities (LOC), the federal 
Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Project funds are divided between the State and local 
agencies based on the percentages of deficient bridges.  Local bridge projects are covered through a sepa-
rate selection process. 
 
State bridge projects proposed for funding will be selected based on the desire to maintain and improve 
transportation’s role in Oregon’s economy.  Traditionally, modernization funding will pay for major im-
provements to the transportation system including the bridge work.  The State Bridge Program will sup-
port OTIA, freight mobility, life safety and protection of the transportation infrastructure investment.   
 
Focusing on the Interstate Highway and Oregon Highway Plan Freight Routes, consider bridges as candi-
dates based on the following: 

 
Bridges that are presently load restricted or could become restricted in the near future. ♦

The 
message illustrates that the biggest impact 
comes through getting involved early in the 
planning processes, e.g., Transportation Sys-
tem Plan development, Corridor Plan devel-
opment, and statewide plan development; 
the STIP is the end result of much planning 
effort. 
 
 

 
 
The formation of Area Commissions on 
Transportation (ACTs) across most of the 
state has further changed the dynamic by 
which public comments are received, pro-
viding on-going opportunities for participa-
tion at the local level. 
 
During the public review period for the 
Draft 2008-2011 STIP, 573 people attended 
28 meetings across the state.  Most of the 
comments centered around support or lack 
thereof for specific projects included in, or 
excluded from, the draft STIP; funding is-
sues; and the necessity to look for new ways 
to fund transportation needs.  Region sum-
maries follow.

As most of you well know, John Day is a rather old community 
and we’re trying to do many different projects here locally to enhance our area.  In talking to 
Peggy Gray [City Manager of John Day], the City of John Day has allocated $155,000 of lo-
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cal dollars as matching funds on that project.  So as a business person and as a leader in the 
Chamber of Commerce, I’m just here to support that activity and hope that we have consid-
eration with that project.  

• Judge Reynolds – First of all, I’d like to endorse what’s being said about the cooperative na-
ture of ODOT and how we’re able to partner with ODOT on particular projects. I know 
we’ve had some bridges that failed.  They had been temporarily patched.  They [ODOT] 
were immediate in their response.  We later worked out some working relationships with 
them that have proven to be quite successful for us.  From Grant County’s standpoint, I also 
wanted to compliment the staff.  I’ve complained for years about Tricky Dick corner up here 
and now as my tenure dwindles, finally much to the credit of Rena Cusma, ODOT has ad-
dressed that issue and I’m proud to say that this year we didn’t have an incident.  It was just 
one corner short as we lost a load of hay on it. I have also agreed to offer the County’s sup-
port in of the Enhancement project for the City of John Day.  The City has worked hard to 
produce [the proposal].  If you ever get a chance to come to John Day and take a look at the 
new street work they did down between the garage and the fire department, I think you’d be 
very pleased with what you see.  With the utilities now being buried, it takes away a lot of 
the clutter in the downtown city.  I want to compliment the City of John Day for having this 
vision, having the fortitude to stick with the program and I think they’ve got a great degree of 
support between those of us in County government and those in City government.  

• Jerry Franklin, Franklin Realty, John Day – We would appreciate your consideration with the 
City of John Day request thru the STIP program for there [sic] Main Street Enhancement ap-
plication. 

 
Discussions: 
 
• Judge Reynolds – Are we wearing the roads out faster than we can fix them? 
• Response by Monte Grove, Region 5 Manager – The farther west you go, the worse the roads 

are. Overall, that’s why we [ODOT] changed the preservation program.  It is the goal for the 
chipseal program to address the issue.  City and county drop in revenue is an issue being dis-
cussed at the statewide level, including the OTC. 

• Additional comment by Judge Tallman – NEACT is going forward with a push via letters 
and discussions with legislators [regarding the local government revenue issue].

General Comments: 
 
• Judge Steve Grasty -- Thanks to ODOT for OTIA projects here in Harney County. It’s great 

to have the weight limits off and have really good bridges.  I also have to say a special thanks 
to ODOT and the Burns Paiute Tribe for helping straighten out the last corner that made you 
slow down between here [Burns] and Ontario.  I think all the rest of them now you can do at 
something close to legal limit on your way back and forth.  That was a great partnership to 
see happen there. It’s probably the only corner that used to flood between here and there, so 
it’s going to make for a lot of safety improvements.  Overall, I’m glad to see the three pro-
jects within our county [Harney].  They are ones that are needed and we look forward to get-
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ting them done. The third one on there is the Monroe intersection on Highway 20 and it’ll 
add much accessibility for the Tribe’s casino here in Burns and there’s some other develop-
ment that appears may be on that road in the future years and that also will end up being a 
partnership between ODOT and the Tribe, two cities and the county.  So we are glad to see 
those on there and we want to say thanks to you, Monte, and to your staff. 

• Jim Schultz, citizen --  I would like to see ODOT, at least in the Burns area, make the shoul-
ders wider and provide a lot of pull offs, because in the spring the ranchers here flood irrigate 
their fields and that brings in tens of thousands, maybe hundreds of thousands, of water fowl 
and shore birds.   People like to look at them and photograph them and we need more places 
to pull off.  Sometimes it’s really dangerous. A car will slam on its brakes right in the middle 
of the highway because there’s a grebe (sp) out there he hadn’t seen before.  So I’ve written 
comment forms out; I think this will be the fourth one now. And maybe someday I’ll here 
back from somebody on this. Thank you.

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INTRODUCTION 
 
In conjunction with the certifications cited in the transmittal letter, the information that follows 
documents compliance with the requirements of SAFETEA-LU and relevant preceding acts.  
Contained herein are the listed projects of the STIP, revenue projections, and financial plan.  The 
aggregate of this information is the STIP, and is presented for review and approval. 
 
 
PROJECT SELECTION 
 
The projects identified in this program were selected utilizing the criteria established in the 
SAFETEA-LU stated in §450.220, "Project Selection from the STIP".  ODOT, in consultation 
with the affected jurisdictions, has selected projects that are funded under the SAFETEA-LU.  In 
metropolitan areas with populations greater than 200,000, the MPO, in consultation with ODOT, 
has selected projects funded through these programs. 
 
Project priority has been established with input resulting from an approved public involvement 
program.  Projects are scheduled for construction or implementation according to their priority.  
By adoption of this program, ODOT, the MPOs, and other affected local jurisdictions have 
agreed that projects are selected for implementation and funding as scheduled.  Recognizing that 
additional revenue may become available, or a project unavoidably delayed, agreement has also 
been reached that projects may be advanced from the second, third, or fourth years to take advan-
tage of available revenue without further program modification.  If a project must be delayed, it 
may retain the priority for funding established in the adopted program. 
 
 
PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT 
 
The Oregon Transportation Commission adopted ODOT's Public Involvement Policies and Pro-
cedures on December 14, 1994.  These policies and procedures provided a basis for the process 
used to review the 2008-2011 STIP. The required 45 day review period was met, October 1, 
2006 through November 30, 2006 
 
For the last several STIP updates, the Department of Transportation has actively informed local 
governments and the general public about STIP development and the overall update process, in-
cluding the most opportune time to impact which projects are selected, the programs funded, and 
the policies guiding these decisions.  The message illustrates that the biggest impact comes 
through getting involved early in the planning process, e.g., corridor plan and transportation sys-
tem plan development, and statewide plans development; the STIP is the culmination of an ex-
tensive planning process.  The number of general public members turning out for the update re-
view meetings could lead one to the conclusion that ODOT is making progress with this mes-
sage.  However, the majority of feedback received at these meetings remains project-specific, as 
opposed to review of the program itself meeting the goals and the policies that guide its content. 
 
Input received at the public review meetings is summarized in the STIP document, pages 356 
through 388. 
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At the close of the public review period, considering comments received from the public, the re-
gions had the opportunity to reprioritize their programs, dropping or delaying projects that fell 
outside the forecasted revenue levels. 
 
Mailing List:  The draft was mailed to, and made available for public review, at all public librar-
ies, cities, counties, MPOs, and ODOT region and district offices.  The draft was also available 
on the ODOT website.  Additionally, documents were mailed directly to anyone who requested a 
copy. 
 
In an effort to reduce printing and mailing costs, users were encouraged to use the website for 
up-to-date STIP information.  Largely due to the website, the mailing list has been reduced from 
over 2,600 entries (for the 2000-2003 STIP) to about 346 entries (for the 2008-2011 STIP).   
 
Response to Comments:  Region staff summarized public comments from all meetings and, in 
some cases, recommended changes to the program based on public input.  All summaries were 
made available to the 2007 Oregon Legislature via ODOT's Government Liaison Office.  In ad-
dition, staff responded in writing to all public inputs and solicitations for information. 
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AIR QUALITY CONFORMITY 
 
Air quality provisions of the Clean Air Act (CAA), as amended, and SAFETEA-LU are intended 
to ensure that integrated transportation and air quality planning occurs in areas designated by US 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) as non-attainment or maintenance areas for criteria air 
pollutants.  Conformity with the air quality State Implementation Plan (SIP) must be demon-
strated for Regional Transportation Plans (RTP), Metropolitan and State Transportation Im-
provement Programs (MTIP/STIP) and amendments to those documents prior to adoption of the 
STIP.   
 
SAFETEA-LU integrated changes that allow better interaction between transportation confor-
mity and planning processes.  SAFETEA-LU changed the required frequency for updating trans-
portation plans and TIPs.  Prior to SAFETEA-LU, transportation plans in non-attainment and 
maintenance areas had to be updated every three years and TIPs updated every two years; now 
both transportation plans and TIPs and associated conformity determinations in non-attainment 
and maintenance areas must be updated every four years in these areas.  However, conformity 
may still need to be determined more frequently than every four years, because an updated or 
amended transportation plan or TIP still must conform before adoption.  MPOs without any air 
quality designations retain the five-year update requirement for plans. 
 
The following MPO areas in Oregon are classified as non-attainment or maintenance areas: 
 
 
Portland/Metro Air Quality Maintenance Area 
 
The Portland Metro area is designated as maintenance for carbon monoxide (CO).  The Portland 
Metro area is also designated as maintenance for ozone.  A regional emissions analysis is re-
quired for the pollutant CO, but is not required for ozone.   
 
The United States Department of Transportation (USDOT) last made a conformity determination 
on Metro’s 2004-2025 RTP on March 5, 2004, and on Metro’s 2006-2009 MTIP on November 1, 
2005.  Submittal of the conformity demonstration for the 2008-2011 MTIP to USDOT occurred 
on August 23, 2007.      
 
 
Salem-Keizer Non-attainment Area 
 
The Salem-Keizer Area Transportation Study (SKATS) area is designated as non-attainment for 
carbon monoxide. The Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) has developed a 
Carbon Monoxide Limited Maintenance Plan for the SKATS region.  On June 21, 2007, the En-
vironmental Quality Council (EQC) adopted the CO maintenance plan. After adoption of the 
EQC, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has 18 months to approve the plan.  
  
Areas under a limited maintenance plan are not required to demonstrate that their RTPs or TIPs 
conform through a regional emissions analysis.   It is unknown at this time whether EPA will act 
on approving the maintenance plan prior to USDOT approval of the 2008-2011 TIP.  However, 
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DEQ will be asking for a “finding of adequacy” within 60 to 90 days of EPA’s receipt of the 
plan.  It is unknown at this time when EPA will make a finding of adequacy.  Once EPA pub-
lishes their finding of adequacy in the Federal Register, the new conformity framework can be 
used.    
     
The Salem-Keizer area is also designated as maintenance for ozone; however, regional confor-
mity analysis for ozone is not required. 
   
The USDOT made a conformity determination on the SKAT’s 2006-2009 TIP and the 2005-
2030 RTP on August 5, 2005. 
 
SKATS submitted a conformity demonstration for the 2008-2011 TIP and the 2005-2031 RTP to 
USDOT on October 15, 2007.   
 
 
Eugene/Springfield Maintenance and Non-attainment Areas 
 
The Eugene/Springfield Air Quality Maintenance Area (AQMA) is designated as maintenance 
for CO and non-attainment for particulate matter of less than 10 microns (PM10). The Eugene/ 
Springfield PM10 SIP established that emissions from transportation sources do not significantly 
contribute to overall PM10 emissions in the air shed and concludes that transportation conformity 
is not necessary for the area to demonstrate attainment of the PM10 standards.  Therefore, trans-
portation conformity to the PM10 SIP is not required.  Transportation conformity of the RTP and 
TIP is only required to the CO SIP. 
 
The USDOT last made a conformity determination on the Lane Council of Government‘s 
(LCOG) 2006-2009 TIP on August 22, 2006, and on 2005-2025 RTP on December 13, 2004.    
 
LCOG expects to submit a conformity demonstration for the 2008-2011 MTIP to USDOT on 
November 13, 2007.  LCOG expects to submit the conformity for the 2004-2031 RTP at the 
same time.    
 
 
Medford Urban Growth Boundary (UGB) CO Maintenance Area 
Medford/Ashland Air Quality PM10 Maintenance Area 
 
The Medford UGB area is designated maintenance for CO.  The Medford AQMA is designated 
as maintenance for PM10.   
 
USDOT last made a conformity determination on the Rogue Valley Council of Government’s 
(RVCOG) 2006-2009 TIP on October 21, 2005 and on the 2005-2030 RTP on April 27, 2005. 
 
RVCOG submitted a conformity demonstration for the 2008-2011 MTIP to USDOT in Septem-
ber 2007.    
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Isolated Rural Non-attainment/Maintenance Areas 
 
Under the Oregon State Transportation Conformity Rule (OAR 340-252-0060), ODOT is re-
sponsible for area-wide conformity determinations in these isolated rural non-attainment areas as 
a part of the STIP approval process, with the exception of Grants Pass, where RVCOG has the 
responsibility for conformity determinations.

For the purpose of determining conformity with the PM10 and CO SIPs, transportation actions 
are required to satisfy the applicable criteria and procedures in the State Conformity Rule (OAR 
340-252) and the federal conformity rule (40 CFR Part 93).  Conformity requirements for rural 
isolated areas differ from urban areas.  Conformity determinations are only required for rural iso-
lated areas when a project approval is required.  Therefore, normal conformity frequency triggers 
do not apply.  In these areas, air quality conformity determinations are required prior to project 
right of way and construction approvals for regionally significant projects.   
 
The Draft 2008-2011 STIP has been reviewed to identify any regionally significant projects lo-
cated in each of the rural non-attainment and maintenance areas.  A listing of all projects for each 
area was verified by ODOT’s region personnel.  Based on the project descriptions, all projects 
listed were then identified with one of the following classifications: regionally significant, a Ta-
ble 2 type project of the Transportation Conformity Rule (40 CFR 93.126), or a Table 3 type pro-
ject of the rule (40 CFR 93.127).      
 
Table 2 type projects of the rule are exempt from all conformity requirements.  Table 3 type pro-
jects of the rule are exempt from regional emissions analysis requirements but may require a lo-
cal hot spot analysis as part of the project level conformity process if federal approval is needed.  
Project level conformity for Table 3 projects are addressed during the environmental phase of 
project development.   
 
Summaries for each of the rural non-attainment and maintenance areas follow. 
 
 
Oakridge 
 
The Oakridge urban growth boundary is classified as a non-attainment area for PM10.   
 
Currently there are no projects identified in the 2008-2011 STIP within the Oakridge UGB that 
require compliance with the conformity rule.  The projects listed in the STIP are shown in the 
following table.

Thus, implemen-
tation of the 2008-2011 STIP will not negatively impact air quality and satisfies all applicable 
conformity criteria.  
 
 
Grants Pass 
 
The Grants Pass urban growth boundary is classified as a maintenance area for PM10, and the 
central business district (CBD) is classified as a maintenance area for CO.   
 
Under the Oregon State Conformity Rule, the Rogue Valley Council of Governments (RVCOG) 
is responsible for conformity determinations in Grants Pass (OAR 340-252-0060). 
 
The 2008-2011 STIP projects for Grants Pass are shown in the table below:

Modeling is not required to demonstrate conformity of the 2008-2011 STIP.  None of the pro-
jects in the 2008-2011 STIP within the La Grande UGB are regionally significant; therefore, it is 
assumed that these projects are consistent with the SIP.  However, the La Grande CMAQ bucket 
will not be allowed into the STIP until a specific CMAQ project is identified and the project has 
received eligibility approval from FHWA.   
 
The implementation of these projects (#13609 and #14831) will not negatively impact air quality 
and satisfies all applicable conformity criteria. 
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FINANCIAL PLAN 
 
This information is provided to demonstrate compliance with the SAFETEA-LU (and relevant 
preceding acts) requirement that the STIP be financially constrained.  The projects identified in 
this document are funded through existing sources of revenue in amounts currently available or 
reasonably anticipated.  No new sources of revenue are required to implement this program. 
 
Following the financial plan is a detail report that compares target values given in the projected 
revenue tables to our expected future programming levels for projects.  Following the financial 
plan and the detail report is a listing of projects that were in the 2006-2009 STIP, but are not in 
the 2008-2011 STIP, and the status of those projects. 
 
 
REVENUE SOURCES 
 
Federal Funding 
 
The primary sources of revenue identified for this portion of the program are those available 
through the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), Federal Transit Administration (FTA), 
and National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA).  Revenue projections are pro-
vided under the section titled Federal Revenue.  The federal amounts reflected in these tables are 
those projected to be apportioned (with limitation applied), in addition to the funds remaining in 
balance. The annual targets reflect the amounts projected to be obligated annually.  The projec-
tions are based on levels currently available under existing law, and are assumed to remain at 
that same level through 2011. 
 
The estimated cost identified for projects listed under federal fund categories reflects that portion 
of the project financed at the maximum federal share requirement.  Where other federal, local, or 
state funding may be involved in financing the project, the project will also be found listed under 
those fund categories with an estimated amount attributed to each funding program.  The aggre-
gate of all estimated costs in the financial plan is consistent with the estimated total cost reflected 
in the STIP listing of projects. 
 
State 
 
The primary sources of revenue to support the state transportation program are fuel taxes, 
weight-mile taxes, vehicle registration and driver license fees, cigarette taxes, and bond reve-
nues.  The projected revenues generated from these sources are adequate to support this program. 
 
Local Government:  Non-Metropolitan Areas 
 
The match required for local government projects funded through federal bridge and safety pro-
grams, in addition to any other local contributions to cooperatively funded federal-aid projects, is 
committed to each project prior to inclusion in the STIP.  Binding project finance agreements are 
executed for all such projects prior to the obligation of funding for any phase of a project. 
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The state, by agreement with local government organizations, shares the use of the Surface 
Transportation Program (STP) funds.  The agreement further provides the opportunity for an ex-
change of additional state fuel tax revenue for what would otherwise be the federal share of iden-
tified local government-sponsored projects.  With the exception of the transportation manage-
ment areas, all such STP funds are available to be exchanged.  These state fuel tax-funded local 
projects are grouped under the Statewide portion of the program as the Local Government Fund 
Exchange Program.  All such projects that must be considered for compliance with the Clean Air 
Act are individually identified in the STIP. 
 
Local Government:  Metropolitan Planning Organizations 
 
All sources of revenue that support the metropolitan area transportation programs, in addition to 
identified federal funding, are reasonably expected to be available to implement the program as 
proposed.  No new sources of revenue have been anticipated in the development of the individual 
MTIPs. Each program has been financially constrained, and is so noted in the MPO-adopted pro-
grams.  
 
 
FEDERAL PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING (PE), RIGHT-OF-WAY (RW), and 
UTILITY RELOCATION (UR) 
 
Wherever possible, PE, RW, and UR activities for state-sponsored projects are scheduled for fed-
eral funding.  These amounts have been included for consideration in meeting all appropriate 
SAFETEA-LU (and relevant preceding acts) and Clean Air Act requirements.  Where an obliga-
tion of federal funds is anticipated for PE, RW, or UR for a project with a construction year out-
side of the 2008-2011 period, an amount has been shown among the regional listings of projects. 
 
 
MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS 
 
The guidelines of SAFETEA-LU (and relevant preceding acts) require the STIP to be con-
strained to revenue while the system as a whole is being adequately operated and maintained.  
While it can be difficult to demonstrate adequate preservation of the system in a quantitative 
manner, the overall program direction for the 2008-2011 STIP, like the previous five STIPs, is 
"maximum preservation, minimum modernization".  The work types represented in the STIP 
help make this point:  Of the 1,361 individual projects identified, there are only 186 moderniza-
tion projects, and 89 of those are local projects.  Additionally, because the state modernization 
projects are almost exclusively improvements to existing facilities, a large percentage of each 
project is preservation. 
 
Although pavement preservation projects comprise the majority of the work identified in the 
STIP, these projects alone would not adequately maintain the 19,048 total lane miles under 
ODOT's responsibility. Maintenance programs not identified in the STIP, in addition to all the 
types of work that are identified in the STIP, contribute to maintaining the existing infrastructure. 
The combined result of all of these activities contributes to Oregon's adequately operated and 
maintained transportation system. 
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Project selection activities follow the federal regulations in Title 23 of the US Code, Part 450; 
guided by policy direction established through the Oregon Transportation Plan (OTP) adopted 
by the Oregon Transportation Commission on September 20, 2006.  That direction made preser-
vation and maintenance of existing facilities a priority.  The OTP states:  "Maintaining existing 
facilities and services, managing transportation systems efficiently and optimizing technologies 
are basic to delivering transportation in Oregon."  Modal plans guided by this philosophy rein-
force these priorities.  This is further illustrated in the 1999 Oregon Highway Plan, where safety 
and protecting the existing infrastructure investment are established as the highest priorities. 
 
 
FHWA FUNDS TRANSFERRED FOR ADMINISTRATION BY FTA 
 
The SAFETEA-LU guidelines allow for the flexible use of Title 23 funds (STP funds) for public 
transit activities.  Projects selected to be included under this provision will require a transfer of 
funding from FHWA to be administered under FTA.  The cost figures reflect the total attributed 
to the individual programs, including the required matching funds. 
 
For the state portion of the 2008-2011 STIP, approximately $33.5 million has been targeted for 
flexing to FTA.  This includes approximately $20 million to the Oregon Transportation Network 
(Elderly and Disabled Transportation), $8 million to Urban Transit, $3 million to Transit Innova-
tive Projects, $2.2 million to Transportation Demand Management, and approximately $250,000 
of regional STP funds. 
 
 
GROUPED PROJECTS 
 
Among the provisions of SAFETEA-LU is the ability to group projects which, due to their char-
acteristics or timing of grants, are not listed individually in the STIP, but instead are shown in the 
Statewide Programs section.
