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CHAPTER 6

STATUS REPORTS ON INVESTIGATIONS

0601 OVERVIEW

During the course of a potential Antideficiency Act violation formal investigation,
reports are required to provide status to the applicable Office of the Assistant Secretary of the
Military Department for Financial Management, or the Comptroller or Senior Financial Manager
for other Department of Defense (DoD) Components and the Office of the Under Secretary of
Defense (Comptroller).

* 0602 INFORMATION REQUIREMENTS

060201. When a formal investigation is initiated, the applicable Office of the
Assistant Secretary of the Military Department for Financial Management, or the Comptroller or
Senior Financial Manager for other DoD Components, shall assign a case number and ensure
that the appointing official establishes a completion date for the formal investigation. That
completion date shall allow sufficient time for the DoD Component to administer discipline and
submit the Report of Antideficiency Act Violation to the Under Secretary of Defense
(Comptroller) Deputy Chief Financial Officer within nine months (six months for inter-agency
investigations) from the date the formal investigation began.

060202. The applicable Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Military
Department for Financial Management, or the Comptroller or Senior Financial Manager
for other DoD Components, shall report to the Office of the Under Secretary of Defense
(Comptroller) Deputy Chief Financial Officer the information in Figure 6-1 when an
investigating officer is appointed and begins to a formal investigation.

* 0603 STATUS

Status on formal investigations shall be reported to the Office of the Under
Secretary of Defense (Comptroller) upon request. Requests can be made starting from the
beginning of the formal investigation through the date of the Report of Antideficiency Act
Violation or when a “No Violation” report is provided to the Office of the Under Secretary
of Defense (Comptroller). Reporting procedures are contained in Chapter 7 of this volume.
