Eight acquisition centers, geographically dispersed, solicit, award and administer the individual schedule contracts that are included in the Consolidated Schedule Program.  Each acquisition center has centers of expertise as follows.  More specific information for each center may be found at http://www.gsa.gov/schedules.  For contact information on the Consolidated Schedule Special Item Numbers see Exhibit 2.

Services Acquisition Center:  This center has established centers of expertise in three primary service areas:  Financial and GSA SmartPay programs. Financial Support Services include auditing, financial management, accounting, financial asset, business information services, government employee relocations services and GSA SmartPay.  

Management Services Center:  This center has established centers of expertise in two primary service areas:  Organizational Management and Technical Services.  Organizational Management Services include mission oriented business integrated services (MOBIS), and language services. Technical Services include Logistics worldwide (LOGWORLD), Environmental services and Professional Engineering Services (PES) and the Consolidated Schedule.   

Information Technology Acquisition Center:  This center has established centers of expertise in IT products and services.  This includes hardware, software, maintenance, repair, leasing, training, systems analysis, design, installation, programming, project management, database planning and design, telephones, radios, cellular telephones, cellular/paging (mobile) services, financial management systems and navigation equipment.  

Center for Facilities Maintenance and Hardware.  This center has established centers of expertise in facilities maintenance, tools and appliances.  Services include landscaping, lawn maintenance and gardening, chemical compound application, and complete facilities maintenance.  

Office Supplies and Administrative Services Center:  This center manages programs for commercial office supplies and paper products and accessories as well as human resource services, EEO services, training services, library lending and book services.  

National Furniture Center:  This center is the leading supplier of furniture and furnishings to Federal activities worldwide.  The National Furniture Center can provide a solution that fits any environment and budget including purchase, lease or rental.  Services that provide Document Solutions are managed by this center.
Today, vendors have multiple contracts within and across FAS acquisition centers resulting in duplication of efforts on the part of vendors, customers and FAS.  This also results in duplication of efforts on the part of vendors, customers and FAS.  Vendors had to submit multiple offers within and among FAS acquisition centers resulting in increased bid and proposal costs, time and effort.  Customers often issued multiple orders to obtain a total solution to requirements.  FAS reviewed and evaluated same or similar information multiple times among vendors.

Consolidated contracting is a mechanism in which to streamline the acquisition, bid, evaluation, award and ordering process.

PROGRAM OBJECTIVES  

The objective of the Consolidated Schedule program is to maximize the Government's buying power, increase the array of commercial products and services available, and simplify the interaction between our customers and contractors.  Offers and migration requests will only be evaluated under the consolidated contracting program when the offer and/or migration request includes multiple Corporate SINs that are categorized under two or more individual schedule business lines.  The availability of individual schedules provides a method for proposing single business lines and/or multiple consolidated schedule SINs that are categorized under an individual schedule.

Offerors may be required to demonstrate that the service or product can provide a more economical or efficient means for Federal agencies to accomplish their mission.   The Contracting Officer has the sole discretion to determine whether a product or service will be accepted as an INSP/SIN item.   The INSP/SIN provides temporary placement until the new service or product can be formally categorized.
