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Grand Opening for Gettysburg’s
New Museum and Visitor Center

Gettysburg National Military Park and the Gettysburg Foundation are
planning a multi-day Grand Opening celebration for the new Museum and
Visitor Center on September 26-28, with gala events, a ceremonial ribbon
cutting, educational programs, special tours, and more. The fully conserved
Gettysburg Cyclorama painting premieres during the grand opening, fresh
from a five-year, $15 million conservation effort.

During the celebration, one of only five known manuscripts of the Gettysburg
Address will be on display in the Museum and Visitor Center on loan from the
Abraham Lincoln Presidential Library and Museum in Springfield, Ill.
Known as the Everett copy, the manuscript that will travel to Gettysburg was
given by Lincoln to Edward Everett, the orator whose two-hour speech
preceded his Gettysburg Address on November 19, 1863. It is the third of the
five known manuscripts, and the first to include the words “under God” in the

Freedom,” curatorial space, a park
library, office space, classrooms, a
Refreshment Saloon, and a museum
bookstore.

The Museum inspires visitors to learn
more about the battle’s significance in
American history, and to draw
connections between the events that
occurred here and what is happening
in their lives today. In addition to the
new Museum and Visitor Center, the
Battlefield itself is undergoing a
multi-year, multi-million  dollar
rehabilitation to restore its historic
integrity and create a sustainable
environment by improving its
wetlands, water quality and wildlife
habitat.

The Gettysburg Foundation will fund
and manage the demolition of
outdated facilities located on
Cemetery Ridge, as well as the
rehabilitation of the Union battle line
on the site, to be completed in 2009.

In honor of Abraham Lincoln’s 200th birthday on February 12, 2009, the David Wills House in downtown
Gettysburg will celebrate its Grand Opening, offering visitors a world-class museum experience that tells the story of
Lincoln and the Gettysburg Address. Grand Opening events will take place from February 12 - 16, 2009.

David Wills’ home was not just the center of Gettysburg — it
was the center of the immense clean-up process after the
Battle of Gettysburg and where President Lincoln put

the finishing touches on the Gettysburg Address.
The speech transformed Gettysburg’s
community from a place of devastation to the
symbol of our nation’s new birth of freedom.

The museum features six galleries,

including two rooms restored to their 1863
appearance: Wills’ office as he received
letters from families looking for loved ones
after the battle and began planning for the
cemetery and its dedication; and the bedroom
where Lincoln stayed and prepared to deliver
the Gettysburg Address.
