Slide 4. AIDS in Hispanics

More than half of the cumulative AIDS cases reported in the United States and dependent areas were in persons of minority races/ethnicities.

Hispanics account for a disproportionate share of AIDS cases. In 2006, Hispanics accounted for 15% of the population of the 50 states and the District of Columbia; yet, from the beginning of the epidemic through 2006, they accounted for 19% of the total number of AIDS cases reported to CDC.

From the beginning of the epidemic through 2006, 19% of the women and 23% of the children reported as having AIDS were Hispanic.

In 2006, 20% of AIDS cases reported among adults and adolescents were in Hispanics.
