From 2002 through 2006, the rates for reported AIDS cases in black (not Hispanic) adults and adolescents ranged from 10.3 per 100,000 in Idaho to 264.1 in the District of Columbia. The next highest rates were those in New York and Florida. The high rate for the District of Columbia should be interpreted with caution because the other rates presented are for states, and the District of Columbia is a city. The rate for the District of Columbia should be compared with the rates for other cities rather than other states.
