Statistics LET Subcommands MIDRANGE

MIDRANGE

PURPOSE
Compute the sample midrange for a variable.

DESCRIPTION

The sample midrange of a variable is the mean of the sample minimum and the sample maximum (i.e., (minimum + maximum)/2.).
SYNTAX

LET <par> = MIDRANGE <y> <SUBSET/EXCEPT/FOR qualification>

where <y> is the response variable;
<par> is a parameter where the computed midrange is stored,;
and where the <SUBSET/EXCEPT/FOR qualification> is optional.

EXAMPLES
LET A= MIDRANGE Y1
LET A= MIDRANGE Y1 SUBSET TAG > 2
