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FARM COMPUTER USAGE AND OWNERSHIP

In 2005, 78 percent of New England farms had computer
access compared with 72 percent in 2003 and 2001.
Nationally, 58 percent of farms had computer access in
both 2005 and 2003, an 11 percent increase from 1999.
Seventy-six percent of New England farms had Internet
access in 2005, up 29 percentage points from two years

ago and up 36 percentage points from 2001. In New
England, 76 percent of farms owned or leased
computers in 2005, compared with only 46 percent in
1999. Fifty-two percent of New England farms were
using computers for farm business in 2005, compared to
51 percent nationwide.
