Fi1sSH AND WILDLIFE

Several groups work on
diverse projects to improve
fish and wildlife habitat on
the Pacific District.

Projects span eliminating
potential sedimentation by
putting old roads ‘to bed’
to installing new habitat
structures and monitoring
streams or species health.

Wa. State Dept. of Fish
and Wildlife is a Forest
Service partner on eagle
nest surveys.

NOXIOUS WEEDS

Many noxious weeds can
be beautiful and alluring
but in the context of the
natural environment, they
compete with local or
native species, eventually
degrading habitat and up-
setting the ecosystem.

In many instances the
best way to eliminate un-
desirable plants is to pull
them by hand.

Some of our partners include:
