Valley Performances

Ninety-three distributors of TVA power have provided the opportunity for The Energized Guyz to
perform at elementary schools in their areas. Performances will begin in late September, and over
200 schools will host the Guyz in the fall semester. About 100 to 300 students will participate in
each 25-minute performance. At the end of the school year, more than 250,000 children will have
participated in the performance.
