Lessons Learned from K-25 Historic Preservation Activities
Mr. Bonner provided some points to consider in developing a recommendation on lessons learned from the K-25 historic preservation (Attachment 1).
Mr. Bonner said when the board passed the recommendation to support preserving the north tower of K-25 he didn’t feel like the matter of surveillance and maintenance (S&M) of buildings with historical significance was adequately addressed. He said he wanted DOE to think about S&M so as not to find itself in a similar position later with historically significant buildings being structurally unviable. 

Possible Recommendation on K-25 Lessons Learned
The committee discussed the points provided by Mr. Bonner. Some revisions were made to the wording and additional points were added (Attachment 2). Staff will incorporate the revised wording in a recommendation format with a background and discussion and prepare to send to the Executive Committee.
Status of Long-term Stewardship Directive
Mr. Darby distributed a draft of the Long-term Stewardship Directive (Attachment 3). It is slightly different from a draft the committee reviewed several months ago. 

The directive will be used by DOE-ORO managers to determine their responsibilities on stewardship. He said the directive assures funding is available for long-term stewardship. 
Outline of Remediation Effectiveness Report Annotated Outline
Mr. Darby distributed a revised annotated outline used to develop the annual Remediation Effectiveness Report (RER) (Attachment 4). The committee had asked that the current outline be revised to reflect changes in the format of the RER from a one-volume document to a two-volume document. 
Mr. Darby asked that he get comments on the outline within the next two weeks since work has already started on the 2008 RER. Since the committee will not meet again until August it was decided that committee members should send individual comments to staff who will compile the comments in a table and provide to Mr. Darby. Committee members should supply comments to staff by Friday, June 27.
Mr. Darby said a report on the Environmental Management Waste Management Facility (EMWMF) that had been included as an attachment to the RER would no longer be included. He said it doesn’t fit the ongoing actions reported in the RER, but a separate report on EMWMF is available. Mr. Bonner noted that there are stewardship requirements for EMWMF and that it should be reported. He said he would like to see those requirements included in the RER. Mr. Peelle said the RER should indicate how to find the EMWMF report.

Review accomplishments of FY 2008
The committee reviewed the list of FY 2008 accomplishments (Attachment 5) and made some slight revisions (Attachment 6). The accomplishments will be presented at the board’s annual meeting in August. 
New Business
· Attendance for Risk Training Workshop – Messrs. Bonner and Martin said they would like to attend the workshop, which is scheduled for Wednesday, July 15 at the DOE Information Center instead of the July Stewardship meeting. 
· Report on Western Waste Site Tour – time did not allow for a report on the tour.
· Mentor for student representative for the Stewardship Committee and the video committee - Mr. Bonner reported that the subcommittee working on a stewardship video asked if one of the student representatives could join that group. He also noted that David Branch who had volunteered to be a mentor to one of the students was not reappointed to the board. Mr. Bonner said he would act as Miranda Clower’s mentor.
· Technical assistance in reviewing the RER - Mr. Bonner said he was concerned that the annual RER was not being review adequately by the committee. He asked Mr. Darby if it could be reviewed by an outside agency and have comments provided. Mr. Darby said sometimes an outside agency may feel it necessary to provide comments on a document, even if comments are not really necessary. He said he would prefer having comments come directly from stakeholders. He said DOE is looking for more general comments about the RER, such as its format of being in two volumes instead of one. He said if committee members found the document difficult to review that in itself would be a comment DOE would like to hear. He said EPA is already providing comments, using an outside agency, and to have another agency review the document would be a duplication of efforts. If committee members have general comments on the RER he would like to have them by the end of June. MR. Darby asked that comments be sent to staff who will compile in a table. 
· Mr. Olson attended the meeting to inform the committee that he and members of the Environmental Management Committee are working on a recommendation dealing with S&M of facilities targeted for the Integrated Facilities Disposition Plan. He said that draft recommendation has a historic preservation component and he didn’t want the committees working at cross-purposes since Stewardship was considering the K-25 lessons learned at this meeting. The committee reviewed the wording of the S&M recommendation (Attachment 7) and decided that the recommendations were different enough and did not have enough overlap to warrant trying to combine the two recommendations into one. Mr. Bonner, a member of the EM Committee, said he would attend the EM Committee meeting and offer input regarding the historic preservation component of the S&M recommendation.

4. Ms. Campbell, Ms. Sigal, and Mr. Mulvenon will develop a concept, scope, and outline for stewardship video. Complete. The group met on June 13 and will meet monthly on Fridays after the board meeting. 

5. Staff will format the K-25 lessons learned points into a recommendation format and forward to the Executive Committee. Complete.
6. Staff will send a reminder to all committee members that comments on the RER are due by the end of June. Complete.
