Akaku has been doing business in Maui County since 1992 and was designated Maui 
County’s public access entity by the DCCA in 1993.  We have a proven track record with 
the DCCA and our community at large as being the sole provider of public access 
services in our community.  We are an organization that the community trusts and has 
come to rely on for providing services above and beyond what is expected.  Akaku is on 
the cutting edge of technological advancements in the field, actively upgrading our 
equipment, radio station, educational programs, studio and IT infrastructure and working 
with local government to improve the way we keep our community informed.  
 
In FY08, we created a daily Maui news show featuring “citizen journalists” which gives 
the part of the community that will never create their own content an equal voice.  We 
also are “streaming” our stations via the internet on our website to enable viewers in rural 
Maui County viewership that normally would not enjoy our channels because they have 
no cable access thus also creating viewership throughout the country and the world.  
 
The year began with great promise.  We hired Dave Coennen as our new Akaku 
Productions Director after many years of production experience both in Los Angeles and 
at Paradise Television on Maui when tragedy struck and in August of 2007, our beloved 
Technical Director, Michael Clark, died of a massive heart attack.  With huge shoes to 
fill, we were able to hire David Garrison, former technician for NASA, in September 
2007.  With such a lack of technical expertise in rural Maui, we were very fortunate to 
employ these talented individuals.   
 
In October of 2007, we were able to replace our Outreach Director, Georja Skinner, when 
she was offered a top position at DBED in the Lingle administration in Honolulu with 
Cynthia Thomet a Communications Specialist with a masters degree from Washington, 
D.C. in the newly created position of Communications Director.  We also were able to 
hire Sara Tekula as our new Education Director resulting in new classes, workshops to 
improve the community producer’s skills and Media Salons that are so well attended that 
community producers must make reservations due to lack of space. 
 
Again busting at the seams with activity, Akaku moved the Media lab to Suite 103 and 
the production department to the old Media lab space in Suite 102.  The new Media lab 
boasts of eight editing bays with the premiere editing tool “Final Cut Pro”.  Class 
registration is at an all-time high in all classes in editing, field and studio.  Twice monthly 
the Akaku lobby and studio are packed with community producers for “Producer’s 
Night” and “Media Salons” featuring notable media celebrities such as Tommy Russo 
from the Maui Times, Kathy Collins from Mana’o Radio, Gary Kubota from the 
Honolulu Star Bulletin and our very own Jay April on the subject of media reform. 



 
Our former once a month “Speak-Out” segments have become a more vital tool for the 
community now as “Open Mic” segments that are offered from 1-3:00pm daily on 
Monday through Friday.  This change has been extremely well received and it is not 
unusual to see musicians, poets, community advocates and cub scouts in our studio 
exercising their right to a “voice” in the community.   
 
In FY08, several community partnerships with the non-profit and education communities 
were realized including staff participation in the American Heart Association’s Heart 
Walk resulting in a donation of over $1,000.00 for the event, the Maui Food Bank, Maui 
Economic Development Board’s (MEDB) Focus Maui Nui, the Boys & Girls Club, the 
Paia Youth & Cultural Center, Kihei Charter School’s STEM Program, Maui Economic 
Opportunity’s (MEO) BEST Program, the Maui Drug Court Friends & Family Support 
Group, Maui Waena Intermediate’s Daily broadcast, Kamehameha School’s Community 
Service Program for student interns, Maui High School’s special education program, 
Hana High & Elementary video production classes and daily broadcast, Lanai High & 
Intermediate’s video daily broadcast and career day programs, Napu’uwai, Hanai I Ka 
Ipu, Aka’ula School, Na Pua No’eau, Halawa Cooperative and Alulike Ke Ola Pono No 
Na Kupuna Senior Program.  Many other nonprofits in the community made PSAs for 
their community events as well as posting in the Community Bulletin Board updated 
every Friday. 
 
Akaku’s IT infrastructure, Media lab and Studio were significantly upgraded in FY08.  
Our hired consultant, Lane Hatfield, from Protek Hawaii donated many hours of his own 
time beyond his contract to improve the infrastructure, computer networking and the 
streaming from our channels.  Our website, akaku.org, also went through a major upgrade 
and has been recognized state-wide for extensive coverage of the Hawaii Superferry 
hearings which we used as a pilot-project for streaming. 
 
The following narrative represents the progress toward Akaku’s strategic directives as a 
result of the expertise of our CEO/President, Jay April, a vital and hard-working Staff and 
a committed Board of Directors with a philosophy that whatever challenges may we face; 
will make us stronger. 
 
Our Mission is:

√ Needs assessment for each category above 

 
 

 Board Development 
 Goal:  To train the Board to be strong custodians of Akaku 

 Objective #1 – Help Board Chair and Board members to be proficient in the 
use of Roberts Rules of Order 
• The Board of Directors has been instructed in the proper use of Roberts 

Rules of order by Akaku attorney, Lance Collins.  Mr. Collins also attends 
most of the Akaku Board meetings at a much reduced rate to ensure all 
procedures of the by-laws are in compliance.  Board Chair, John Bruce, 
has become proficient in running Board meetings over time with Mr. 
Colllins guidance.   

 Objective #2 – Train and Develop strategies for the legal and operational 
structure of the organization. 
• Akaku Holdings LLC 

♦ Akaku: Maui Community Television is the sole share holder of Akaku 
Holdings LLC and with the help of attorneys and recommendations of 
our Independent Auditor, all financial statements, taxes and oversight 
are in compliance and the fiscal operating procedures have been 
greatly improved. Akaku CEO, Jay April, is the only employee of 
Akaku Holdings LLC and the Board of Director’s Finance Committee 
provides oversight.  All financials are maintained by an independent 
property manager and audited by an independent auditor.  Over time, 
this entity will ensure the DCCA “self-sufficiency” mandate is a 
reality for the organization. 

• Addressing the Core mission of Akaku: Maui Community Television 
♦ Due to the critical nature of the legislative process concerning an 

exemption to procurement, another inventory audit by Merina & 
Associates and a compliance audit by the IRS, the Akaku Board 
postponed the Board training scheduled in the spring addressing the 
core mission and vision for the future of Akaku.  The next Board 
training is being developed and planned for after the Annual meeting 
in October upon the seating of four Board seats (returning or new 
members)  With the development of new by-laws, a Development and 
Planning committee was created with a sub-committee for the radio 
station to continue the development of strong policy.  Alternative 
structures for the organization were researched and discussed resulting 
in the creation and approval of the new by-laws in May of 2008. 

 
 



 
 Objective #3 – Continued development of the policies and procedures of the 

organization. 
• Develop and refine the hiring policy of the CEO/President 

♦ Jay April was hired as the interim CEO/President in January of 2007.  
Due to his extraordinary leadership, the Board of Directors decided not 
to conduct a search for a new CEO/President and voted to extend a 
two year contract to Mr. April.  At that time, critical expectations were 
discussed and agreed upon. 

• Refine and renew staff operating policies 
♦ Personnel policies are currently being improved and will be submitted 

to the Board of Directors Development and Policy Committee in the 
near future.  The Board of Directors unanimously voted to allow all 
employees an on-site paid lunch break in 2007.  Other than that 
improvement, the policies remain the same. 

♦ The Policy & Procedures manual is also under revision at this time 
with no major changes to date.   

♦ No underwriting policy or policies for rental of equipment to 
commercial entities to create additional funding mechanisms have 
been developed to date but are being explored with the guidance of 
recommended procedures from legal counsel and the independent 
auditor. 

 Objective #4 – Train & refine the financial structure of the organization 
• Creation of a membership organization with dues 

♦ No policy has been developed in this regard this fiscal year. 
• Inventory procedures 

♦ A greatly improved inventory procedure was created in this fiscal year 
including an asset removal process, a capital expenditures cross 
reference book including bar-coded items on every invoice and an 
efficient purchase order system. 

• Fiscal Management Procedures and Audit Procedures 
♦ In FY07, the independent auditor made several recommendations to 

Akaku management regarding procedures including better inventory 
control, an improved purchase order system and continue strong cash 
controls.  All three recommendations were implemented in FY08.   

♦ At the recommendation of legal counsel, in May of Fy08, the Finance 
Committee was changed in the organization by-laws to be two 
committees with specific functions and duties.  The Finance 
Committee would carry on regular oversight of the finances of both 
Maui County Community Television (dba: Maui Community 
Television) and its for-profit arm, Akaku Holdings LLC. 

♦ Regarding the second committee, the new by-laws also created the 
audit committee which specifically will handle all audit procedures, 
approval and recommendations.  This committee will conduct their 
first meeting in FY09 with the independent auditor to discuss 
procedures and to be trained to have a better understanding of the 



aspects of an independent audit.  In FY09, Akaku will also perform 
regular mini-audits quarterly to improve the timeline of the annual 
audit completion.  They FY08 audit is now scheduled for October of 
2008. 

• Property Management policies for Akaku Holdings LLC 
♦ Akaku Holdings LLC is managed on a daily basis by a management 

company.  Jay April, CEO/President oversees the operation with 
recommendations from the Administrative Services Director and 
approval from the Finance Committee on expenditures requiring more 
than $5,000.00.   

• Organizational structure changes on personnel, banking, nonprofit 
reporting 
♦ There were no significant changes in organizational structure besides 

the by-law changes which do not affect any of the above.  Clarification 
of roles and duties were strengthened in FY08.   

 Objective #5 – Educate and discuss Legislative & Regulatory matters 
• Train elements of national, state and county legislation and regulation 

pertaining to PEG access providers and public access cable. 
♦ With the help of legal counsel and CEO Jay April who is a founding 

supporter of PEG access in the United States, the Board of Directors 
and Staff of Akaku have been educated in the legislative process of 
creating a bill, advocating for the bill, watching the bill pass in both 
the House and the Senate and then watching in “horror” as the bill was 
thrown out because of a “clerical error” resulting in a poorly written 
House Resolution to study the alternatives to procurement.  The Board 
of Directors and staff of Akaku have certainly been educated in the 
legislative process and are witness to serious problems in the 
legislative process due to back-room politics. 

♦ The task force appointments are primarily government employees and 
ex-government employees that talk about procurement but very little 
about alternatives to procurement.  The state’s “procurement expert”, 
Aaron Fujioka, was invited to two meetings but no “alternatives to 
procurement expert” was sought out and invited.  Public testimony is 
limited to three minutes and the time and place of the meetings is not 
conducive to community participation and no advertisements are 
posted to inform the community about the meetings.  The ambitious 
timeframe of the task force’s final report and lack of community 
participation is also an education in itself. 

♦ CEO Jay April and Board member Michael Duberstein attended the 
Alliance to Community Media conference to bring back the latest 
issues in national PEG access and Jay April also attended the National 
Media Reform Conference facilitating a Media Salon to educate 
Akaku Community Producers and the community in trends in Media 
Reform nationwide. 

 
 



♦ CEO Jay April has begun a community dialogue about Broadband and 
cable franchise renewal.  The present state committee studying 
Broadband has made little attempt at educating the community on the 
issues related to improvements in Broadband and have held no public 
meetings to date to open a community dialogue and possibly engage 
experts throughout Hawaii to add perspective to this dialogue. 

♦ CEO Jay April and Administrative Services Director, Linda Puppolo, 
met with County Council Chair Riki Hokama to discuss issues relating 
to Akaku coverage of council meetings and improvements in 
technology and protocol.  This meeting was very successful with the 
Council Chair expressing his appreciation of the consistent and 
efficient work Akaku performs for the County of Maui. 

• Develop a procedure for members of the Board to approach legislative 
matters. 
♦ The Board of Directors decided to defer all emergency matters to the 

Executive Committee with the direction of CEO Jay April informing 
the committee when necessary.  All regular Board meetings have a 
CEO Report with regular updates concerning all legislative matters.  
Board members agree on a general strategy for the CEO to follow and 
represent Akaku as a unified group post discussion. 

• Engage Board in public interest communications strategy. 
♦ The Development Committee will be discussing this directive in FY09 

relying on the expertise of Communications Director, Cynthia Thomet. 
 

 Goal:  To develop the roles of all Board Members to better empower their 
roles as Akaku’s ambassadors to Maui County 

 Objective #1 – To incite Board engagement to raise public awareness about 
Akaku: Maui Community Television 
• At the Annual Meeting of the Board in October of 2007, Akaku held a live 

re-launch party after the formal meeting of the seating of the Board of 
Directors.  The meeting engaged the Board, staff and community in an 
event to highlight the improvements, honor past accomplishments and 
gain input into the future of Akaku.  The Development Committee will be 
working more on this directive in FY09. 

 Objective #2 – To draw on Board talents and areas of expertise to represent 
Akaku’s interest with opinion leaders and educate their communities about 
public access and Akaku’s mission, vision and values. 
• The Development Committee will be formulating a plan for fundraising, 

planned giving, outreach and advocacy in FY09.   
• The CEO Jay April with dynamic Communications Director, Cynthia 

Thomet formulated an important collaboration with the other three PEG 
access stations in Hawaii to create a media “tool kit” to educate the 
community about their right to a “voice” in public access media.  A 
successful Hawaii People’s Fund grant was awarded and all four PEGs 
agreed to contribute to a plan including weekly dialogue, PSAs, print 



media and advertisements promoting the uniqueness and invaluable 
service of PEG access in the community. 

 Objective #3 – Develop a two-way line of communication with the 
public/community producers and the Board of Directors 
• Every Akaku Board meeting has a public comment portion at the 

beginning of the meeting and at the end of the meeting to enable the Board 
to hear any public/community producer concerns.  There was also a 
website section called Producer.net where individuals may blog with staff 
and Board about issues that concern them regarding the station. 

 
 Goal:  To develop staff abilities and knowledge to ensure improved and 

expanding community services to our core audiences. 
 Objective #1 – to expose staff to an Akaku mission training. 
• Five in-service trainings were conducted for the staff in FY08 including 

media justice & principles of public access, sexual harassment, policies & 
procedures, protocol for election coverage and software training of 
FACIL, the software used for tracking facility usage.   

• Eight staff members attended Final Cut Pro training at MCC’s VITEC 
program using state ETF program funds.   

• Two staff members in the communications department attended a full 
array of workshops at the Alliance for Community Media Conference. 

 Objective #2 – to improve human resources for the organization 
• In-service trainings were conducted with question and answer segment to 

allow staff to voice concerns in personnel policy. 
• The Board of Directors moved unanimously to offer on-site paid lunches 

to staff as a reward for hard work and good service to the community. 
• The Administrative Services Director handles all personnel functions for 

the organization and will be reviewing and upgrading personnel policies 
with the Development Committee in FY09. 

 
 Goal:  to clarify and develop programs regarding Akaku’s core audiences 

 Objective #1 – Improve educational offerings 
• Upgraded classes, non-traditional workshops, Producer Gatherings and 

Media Salons have revitalized Akaku’s education program.  Akaku has 
become a beehive of activity primarily due to the vast improvements to the 
Educational Program. 

• Outreach efforts to underserved populations in rural communities, 
incarcerated individuals re-entering the community, schools and children 
from all over Maui County has been extremely successful.  In FY09, the 
Development Committee will be exploring more funding mechanisms to 
support this strategic direction.   

 Objective #2 – Create and Implement the Maui Daily 
• The Maui Daily has been successfully implemented allowing for 

community producers small 3 minute segments about community news in 
Maui County, training young staff members and student interns to produce 
segments in presenting in front of the camera, filming and editing pieces 



in a specific timeframe, offering news about Maui County to residents 
which often is overlooked by the Oahu-centric television stations in 
Honolulu and offering a voice to members of the community that would 
never film a segment in various locations around Maui County speaking 
about events and issues specific to Maui Nui. 

 Objective #3 – Improve production services to the nonprofit sector and 
individual voices 
• Through more collaborative efforts with the nonprofit sector, daily “Open 

Mic” segments, the Maui Daily, Community Forums and an increased 
PSA outreach campaign, Akaku is making great progress in this area.  
Individuals that normally never would be involved are now participating 
in programs at Akaku such as kupuna, residents of Kalaupapa, Maui Drug 
Court graduates and participants, MEO’s BEST program participants, 
MEDB’s Focus Maui Nui student collaborators and young Hawaiian 
activists.  This participation inspires our hard-working staff to continue 
despite the threat of “losing the station” a daily reality at our front door. 

 Objective #4 – Improved website: akaku.org 
• Akaku is streaming channels on its website for rural Maui County 

residents with no cable access, introduced a community producer’s blog 
called Producer.Net and created a simplified user-friendly menu to enable 
the community to keep informed about all the opportunities at Akaku to 
create “voice” in the community.  We also have a simple menus that 
explains how to sign up for a class, how to program channel 54 to see a 
show that may have been missed (video on demand), schedule of Board 
meetings, how to submit a video for airing, how to fill out forms in 
starting a new production and updates on activities surrounding the 
station. 

• IT upgrades have stabilized all aspects of the website and beta testing of 
all cutting edge technology is being developed. 

 Objective #5 – Create streaming on the channels and other online community 
services 
• Streaming is being improved and will include all three channels and the 

radio station in FY09. 
• CEO Jay April has conducted Jeff Knight from Oceanic Time Warner to 

discuss improvements in bandwidth which inhibit progress in clear and 
consistent streaming.    

 Objective #6 – Develop strategic partnerships within the community 
• Strategic partnerships have been forged with Maui legislators, nonprofit 

organizations, Maui County Council members, Mayor Charmaine Tavares 
and her Public Information Officer, Mahina Martin (who is an Akaku 
Board Member), individuals and employees in the Educational Sector, 
Community Associations, Hawaiian rights activists and environmentalists 
in the community.  Akaku works hard for a wide-range of support.  Our 
re-launch party in October of 2007 had participation of over forty 
businesses donating equipment, entertainment, food and beverages to the 
event.   



 Objective #7 – Develop strategic partnerships with the educational sector 
• Regular outreach with the educational sector includes workshops at Hana 

High & Elementary School, Lanai High and Intermediate School, Maui 
Waena Intermediate School, Moloka’i High & Intermediates Schools, 
Aka’ula School, working with students interns from King Kekaulike High 
School, Kihei Charter School, Kamehameha School, Maui Community 
College both on Maui and Moloka’i and Maui High School and trying to 
setup a dialogue with Maui Community College to work together on FY09 
elections that was well received by technical staff but rejected by the 
administration.  Akaku has tried to develop a better working relationship 
with Maui Community College but the administration of the college 
decided to provide a “duplication of services” to the community by 
covering primary and general elections live with Pacific Radio Group 
providing the talent, (who worked with Akaku in the past two elections 
cycles) and technical support from the students.  Although Akaku is happy 
that the students will be afforded this opportunity, we would have 
preferred to have reached a “collaborative effort” with everyone 
participating.   

 Objective #8 – Improve community outreach to rural areas 
• Akaku Productions offered community outreach opportunities at Whale 

Day in Kihei, the East Maui Taro Festival in Hana, Lanai High on Lanai, 
satellite office on Moloka’i covering all major community events 
including a beginning dialogue with the residents of remote Kalaupapa, 
the Ho’olaulea in Keanae, the Flower Festival & Ho’olaulea in Haiku as 
well as ongoing opportunities all over Maui Nui through the Maui Daily. 

• In FY09, twice as many events and workshops are being planned as our 
young staff gains experience in the field. 

 
 Goal:  Establish an advocacy platform and communications outreach 

campaign that connects Akaku with Maui County and State leaders 
 Objective #1 – Identify key partners and core audiences to ensure a regular 

drumbeat of communications with our external audiences. 
• Maui legislators Mele Carroll, J. Kalani English, Roz Baker and Shan 

Tsutsui actively lobbied in favor of an exemption to procurement in the 
2008 legislative session.  Their efforts were rewarded by the passing of 
House Bill 1789 which was derailed by a “clerical error” in a backroom 
political deal.  Akaku covered every outreach opportunity during the 
session with a wide-range of supporters writing emails, letters and 
providing testimony to legislators for this bill. 

• The drumbeat of individuals utilizing the facility ranges from a core group 
of long-time supporters to an exciting group of first time participants that 
never knew that they actually had a right to have a “voice”.  Particularly 
exciting are members of the community that have been disengaged and 
uneducated to the political, judicial and legislative processes that they 
have never understood the importance of their participation now coming to 
the facility and speaking from their hearts on a wide-range of subjects that 



touch them.  Every one of these new participants plant a seed in the 
community that may grow to engagement with a hope that the community 
recognizes that everyone’s voice is important and public access is a right.   

 Objective #2 – Create a strong foundation for grants, fundraising and revenue 
generation 
• With the development of a strong Board of Directors after much disarray 

in the past, training of a young but hard-working staff, better fiscal 
management procedures at the advice of legal counsel and a qualified and 
experienced independent auditor, a dynamic and committed CEO and 
success in building social capital through innovative educational 
programs, Akaku will be developing a Fund Development Plan in FY09.   

• The Hawaii People’s Fund grant (Spring 2008) is an important first step in 
the community to educate the community by helping Akaku and the other 
PEG’s to develop a “media tool kit” that spreads the good word about the 
public’s right to public access and how to become engaged in the process. 

• Administrative Services Director, Linda Puppolo, and Communications 
Director, Cynthia Thomet, attended several grant workshops in FY08 
including the Council for Native Hawaiian Advancement, OHA and 
Lorman Seminars to prepare for the development of a strong foundation 
for grant writing, possible underwriting and fundraising in FY09. 

 Objective #3 – Position Akaku as a competitive noncommercial media service 
and venue for community needs. 
• In FY08, Akaku developed many programs as a venue to profile 

community needs including the Maui Daily, Kalaupapa Today 2007, the 
Hawaii SuperFerry hearings, the legislative session, Community Events, 
County Council and Board & Commissions meetings while training a very 
young production staff.  The activity has increased so much that we are 
now working on developing a “core” group of proficient community 
producers to help with the demand.  In FY09, Akaku will be providing 
comprehensive election coverage using many of these community 
producers to cover various aspects of the elections throughout Maui Nui. 

 Objective #4 – Enhance computer & web technologies to support our 
outreach, programs and community services 
• The foundation of IT improvements has stabilized, new equipment added 

and a facility that can perform a variety of activities simultaneously to 
enhance technologies that support services.  More to come in FY09. 

 
 Goal:  To ensure building facilities, technical infrastructure and media are 

stable and in harmony with the core mission 
 Objective #1 – All video equipment in good repair for maximum usage. 
• Akaku is very fortunate to have an expert repair technician in our 

Technical Director, David Garrison, and a very young but extremely 
talented assistant in Max Diliberto.  Equipment is assessed for age and 
repaired as necessary.  The Engineering Department has developed a set of 
procedures and protocol for all video equipment and they also instruct the 



Studio classes once a month to enable the community to be proficient 
when using our new equipment in the studio and control room. 

• Education Director, Sara Tekula, and Education Instructor, Matt 
Robinson, teach classes in the correct usage of all field and post 
production equipment to ensure the public handles the equipment correctly 
to ensure maximum shelf life. 

• The facility infrastructure is managed by Administrative Services 
Director, Linda Puppolo, who is on-call 24/7 with any problems arising 
from the property manager or alarm company.   

 Objective #2 – Improve studio equipment and training on new equipment 
• All Studio classes were upgraded in FY08 to ensure “best practice” in the 

use of the new equipment.  The studio and control room were upgraded 
beginning in FY07 and completed in FY08.   

 Objective #3 – Plan and stabilize the IT infrastructure of the organization 
• This plan was developed in FY08 and will be completed in FY09.  Many 

hours of service from contractor Lane Hatfield were donated to Akaku 
because of his commitment to the project. 

 Objective #4 – Improve website infrastructure to prepare for new technology 
• The website went through a complete rebuild by young and talented, 

Webmaster, Ka’eo Kepani in FY08.  Collaboration between Ka’eo and 
Lane has developed streaming of the channels despite the problems with 
bandwidth on rural Maui. 

 Objective #5 –  Better maintenance of building and Akaku facility 
• In both FY07 and FY08, Akaku completed a “complete makeover” that is 

both pleasing “aesthetically” but also allows for many different functions 
to happen simultaneously.  In FY07, all functions were crammed in Suite 
104 affording administrative & production staff no privacy in workspace.  
The public was literally checking out equipment, editing and socializing 
within inches of sensitive administrative and production functions.  In late 
FY07, a new administrative office was built and all public editing 
functions which require quiet were moved to Suite 102 which was vacated 
by the tenants.  Still busting at the seams with activity, in FY08, Akaku 
moved the Media lab to Suite 103, again vacated by tenants, which is a 
larger space with bathroom facility for the community producers and 
moved the crammed production department to Suite 102 accompanied by 
the Radio Station office.  Now, the Radio station, production department 
functions, post production and field classes and the studio can operate at 
the same time and the administrative office has a quiet, private space to 
conduct administrative functions.   

• Ownership of the building by Akaku Holdings LLC has made this 
expansion possible.  Improvements to the building plant in FY07 & FY08 
included tenting the building for the serious termite problem and replacing 
beams damaged by the termites.  An upgrade in the bathrooms, fencing 
and roof are planned for FY09.   
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NARRATIVE: 
 

 27 County of Maui Boards and Commissions meetings were taped and 3,937 
hours of Local News Bulletin Board publicizing all county meetings were 
created for broadcast including postings for the nonprofit community.

Education Highlight Summary -Maui FY08  
July 07- June 08  

 
The Education Department at Akaku: Maui Community Television dedicates itself to providing the residents of Maui 
County the knowledge and technical skills necessary to prepare them to become citizen journalists, storytellers, 
documentarians and artists in the medium of digital video.  
 
Through the Akaku Certification Program, students learn the proper use of digital video cameras, lighting and sound 
equipment, studio production equipment, and basic video editing skills to fulfill the pre-requisites for operating and 
reserving Akaku’s equipment, studio facility, and the post-production facilities.   
 
In Fall 2007, Akaku Education launched a professional-grade training opportunity with the editing program Final Cut 
Pro, which replaced iMovie as the software of choice for community producers in FY08. While in transition, all formerly 
certified Akaku Producers were welcome to continue their work with the iMovie software, while support was available 
for them to learn the newer, more sophisticated Final Cut Pro program. The Final Cut Pro training program is very 
successful, is offered twice a month, and classes are always booked several weeks in advance. 
 
When the new Education Director came on board in November 2007 all course materials, class outlines, and curricula 
were revised and updated to include the newer technologies on offer at Akaku and the production procedures that 
come along with them. In addition to classroom instruction, mandatory mentored projects and volunteerism are now 
required in order for a student to achieve certification. This has resulted in an augmented learning experience for our 
producers, and increases the likelihood that each student will produce meaningful content for the Akaku channels. The 
Akaku Programming department has reported a jump in program submissions since this change. 
 
The Akaku Education Department also holds seasonal week long Youth Video Camps providing courses for youth in 
specialized areas of video storytelling, citizen journalism, and other creative forms of video production. The students 
write, direct, shoot and edit their own programs, which they submit for airing on Akaku. The Akaku Education 
Department provides the campers with professional video equipment, media supplies, computers and software, and 
professional video instructors.  
 
In FY08, a new addition to the Youth Camp curriculum was the Young Reporters Media Camp (YRMC). It was offered 
2 times during the course of the year, and includes a great student manual, a highly specialized curriculum highlighting 
journalistic ethics and project-based learning, and all of the tools needed for professional-level news segment 
production. The youth participating in the YRMC also had the opportunity to travel to the State Capital to meet their 
State Representatives, and to interview - via live video chat - an award-winning video journalist who has worked for 
NBC News covering the war in Iraq, the fall of Kosovo, and the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina. This experience was 
filmed in the Akaku Studio and is available for air on the appropriate channels. 
 
All of the educational products offered to the community are diligently evaluated. At the end of each class, students are 
asked to complete an assessment of their experience. In FY08, over 75% of students reported Akaku Education serves 
to be “very good” or “excellent”, while the remainder gave the classes a “good” report. An illustration of the evaluation 
statistics is provided at the end of this summary (Fig 1.0). 
 
It is important for our independent community producers to access opportunities to supplement their training and ability 
to network outside of the classroom. For this reason, in early 2008 the Education Department spearheaded the 
monthly “Producer Night” – a series of informal gatherings for Akaku producers that allow them to share production 
knowledge, screen original videos for each other, view movie screenings that contain relative instructional and 
motivational messages, and for Akaku staff to introduce producers to new features and additional opportunities at 
Akaku. To allow for maximum producer involvement in this series of events, the theme of each “Producer Night” event 
is determined by the producers themselves. These events are held on-site at Akaku and are free-of-charge. 
 
Also offered once a month, the Akaku Media Salon Series provides Akaku certified producers and members of the 
public an opportunity to engage in workshops, specialized training and lectures from prominent local media 
professionals held on-site at Akaku. In 2008, Akaku was honored to host guest speakers such as Maui Time Weekly 
publisher Tommy Russo, and Mana`o Radio co-founder and CEO Kathy Collins. Several workshops were hosted to 
inform producers and the public on how to participate in The Maui Daily, Akaku•s community-created current events 
program, which airs on Channel 54. The Education Department also offered a workshop for non-profit organizations 
and activists from the public, informing them on the proper way to create Public Service Announcements (or PSAs) and 
suggested ways these organizations can use the tools of the media to have their voices and messages heard. 
Representatives from twelve Maui non-profit organizations were in attendance, in addition to members of the general 
public. 



Education Highlight Summary -Maui FY08  
July 07- June 08  

 
Aside from offering courses, workshops, and lectures on-site at Akaku, the Akaku Education department reaches out 
into the greater community of Maui County, providing program support to non-profit organizatins, free or discounted 
training to underprivileged communities, and advisory support to schools needing to enhance their video curricula. In 
FY08, Akaku staff traveled to the island of Lanai to participate in “Career Day” at Lanai High and Elementary School. At 
this annual event hosted by the Department of Education, Akaku enlightened students about the many career 
opportunities available to them in the communications and media fields, including at Akaku. Later in the year, Akaku 
Education reached out to a Lanai High and Elementary School teacher to provide free equipment and support to help 
generate more video coverage from the Lanai community. At the end of FY08, Akaku also initiated a partnership with 
the Lanai School principal for future workshops and training to be given to his faculty and students. 
 
In Fall of 2008, the Education Department at Akaku began a mentoring relationship with the staff of the non-profit 
organization the Maui Economic Development Board (MEDB) in relation to their “Focus Maui Nui Youth Alliance” 
program. This alliance is a group of several dozen high school students from around Maui County who work together to 
explore and embody the “Focus Maui Nui” program and its key strategies. Akaku launched the premiere event of this 
program by allowing the members of the “Youth Alliance” to create their own live TV show for Akaku with the help of 
Akaku staff and volunteers. Free of charge, they were able to utilize Akaku facilities and equipment as a way to explore 
careers in technology fields in an interactive and hands-on manner. Furthermore, Akaku offered free certification 
training to the Program Coordinator for the “Youth Alliance”, to allow MEDB access to Akaku cameras and equipment 
in order to document the year long “Youth Alliance” program. 
 
Also in late 2008, Akaku Education was approached by the Boys & Girls Club of Maui to provide assistance with a PSA 
video they were required to produce as a part of a grant they received. The organization had recently asked Akaku 
staff to advise them in the purchasing of video equipment for their center, and now they required training for their Youth 
Coordinators on staff. The Education Department designed a curriculum to train them on their equipment (which is 
different than the Akaku equipment), and two of their Youth Coordinators were trained to use their camera, editing 
software, and in the art of making effective PSAs. The evaluations from this training proved that it was an “excellent 
experience” for the Boys & Girls Club staff. 
 
Similarly, in Spring 2008, the Akaku Education department hosted two discounted, augmented versions of the 
Orientation/Intro to Television program for the students of the Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math (STEM) 
program of the Kihei Charter School. Over the course of two days, 50 middle school students were introduced to the 
facilities at Akaku, and were able to try the equipment and learn how it works. Through this special training, the 
students and two faculty members completed their pre-requisite for all Akaku certification courses. 
 
Also in the Spring of 2008, Akaku traveled to the Hana School to learn first-hand about the technology and media 
offerings for students and faculty on their campus. At this meeting, the Akaku Education department initiated a training 
program in the ethics of video journalism, to be executed in FY09.  Akaku Education also offered free hands-on video 
training to Hana School faculty and students, as well as members of the greater Hana community during the popular 
East Maui Taro Festival. The Hana Arts organization provided a classroom facility, and Akaku staff recruited students 
from the outreach booth located inside the festival. One Hana School faculty member received training and produced a 
PSA during the festival. 
 
Lastly, Akaku Education tailor-made and facilitated a discounted, one-on-one training with a staff member of Maui 
Economic Opportunity (MEO) who coordinates the B.E.S.T Re-integration Program for inmates preparing to join the 
community after incarceration. She received in-depth training in the editing program Final Cut Pro, answering her need 
to learn special features of the program to create informational videos to help her recruit volunteers. 
 
 
QUARTERLY SUMMARIES:  
 
Q1 FY08: 
In the first quarter of FY08, the Akaku Education department held two Akaku Orientation/Intro to Television sessions, 
introducing 7 new students to the stages of videography; Pre-Production, Production and Post-Production. The 
sessions also included a detailed explanation of the policies and procedures of Akaku: Maui Community Television.  
 
Instruction in Field Production, Studio Production and Post-Production during Q1 FY08 resulted in the certification of 
23 adult and 20 youth producers.  
 



Education Highlight Summary -Maui FY08  
July 07- June 08  

Q2FY08: 
In the second quarter, a new Education Director was hired and the Education Programs saw a noticeable jump in 
number of participants. In Q2 FY08, another 41 new adult and 4 youth field and studio producers and editors received 
certification.  

Q2 FY08 also saw 66 representatives from the community and/or non-profit organizations participate in the recently-
launched Akaku Media Salon Series, which give Akaku producers and members of the public an opportunity to 
enhance their skills in media production. 

Q3FY08: 
Q3 FY08 saw a large jump in producer education with 51 new students taking Akaku Orientation/Introduction to 
Television, along with 71 adults. 13 youth producers took part in our new youth camp series, the Young Reporters 
Media Camp. They all received certification in Field Production and Final Cut Pro Editing (Post-Production).  
 
Q4 FY08: 
Q4 FY08 education numbers saw another lively jump, with 86 new students, 68 certifications for adult producers and 6 
certified youth producers from our Summer Youth Camp.  
 
Also, attached is a list of partnerships with various Non-Profit Organizations and Schools that service and training 
opportunities were provided by Akaku over the past fiscal year.  
 
 

 



EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
 

Akaku:  Maui County Community Television is proud to present to the Department this 
DCCA Annual Report for FY08. This is a year marked by significant progress in the area 
of genuine access to community media for our diverse Maui Nui public. We have grown, 
expanded and improved our most treasured sole source community asset in almost every 
area and are at the threshold of re-establishing Akaku as one of the best fully local 
independent community television organizations in the United States. 
 
Our success is based on implementation of PEG as a “best practice” integrated model. 
What this means is that our roots in the community are deep and wide. For more than 
fifteen years, we have provided our people meaningful participatory access to 
government, education and each other by giving them the skills, the forum and the 
confidence to exercise their fundamental right to free expression.  The operative word  
here is, “access” – non-discriminatory access to the tools, the skills and ideas that nurture 
a diverse and vibrant electronic democracy created by and for the people of Maui Nui. 
 
This year, in the area of Communications Tools we have expanded our facilities, our 
workspace and upgraded much of our equipment. We opened a new media lab next door 
to our main offices, outfitted our studio with state of the art HD capable cameras and 
rebuilt our control room. We added a production van with microwave capability, 
upgraded our equipment at County Council, on Molokai and in our education department. 
We added new cameras to our facility for producer check out, made significant upgrades 
in editing software, playback and DVD duplication, and are in the midst of installing a 
sophisticated video server system that will increase efficiency and workflow. We have 
built out our low power community radio station which is Maui’s only all Hawaiian 
music radio and have made great strides in website development including video 
streaming of our channels now in beta test. 
 
In the area of Communications Skills and Training, our education department numbers 
are up by more than fifty percent compared to the previous year. By expanding our media 
lab space for the public and improving our curricula and education staff, our education 
initiatives have really taken off. In addition to youth camps and outreach to rural areas 
like Hana, Molokai and Lanai we have initiated a series of Producer Nights and Media 
Salons which encourage members of our community to gather in our video lounge to 
listen to experts, exchange ideas, learn new techniques and increase their media literacy 
IQ. 
 
Our Programming is also vastly improved with more and more residents dropping off 
video for air on a variety of topics. In large part due to our outreach and training, we are 
seeing a marked rise in the quality as well as quantity of submissions. 
 
We have initiated a regularly scheduled daily community-based short form news and 
public affairs video magazine which is attracting good public participation and we 



continue to improve our on air look with better production values, strong graphics, 
interstitials and catchy Channel ID’s  
 
We are making more frequent use of live television for special events, press conferences 
and announcements, opened up our studios for walk in open mike opportunities and have 
integrated new media such as “skype” and “ichat” into broadcasts. One such broadcast 
included a chat with a Maui legislator (Integrated Government Access Model) live from 
Boston, and another with a well-known journalist live from Washington, D.C. to our 
studio full of youth correspondents. 
 
We have also conducted several successful live streaming events on our website 
which has become increasingly more robust. We streamed gavel-to-gavel court hearings 
concerning the Hawaii Super ferry case, which attracted hundreds, if not thousands of 
viewers across the state garnering critical acclaim for Akaku in the press. Portions of this 
coverage were re-broadcast by mainstream Honolulu media outlets. This simultaneous 
multicast included live cable casting on our Akaku channels, live video streaming on our 
website with live blogging and live low power radio broadcast on Maui. 
 
We continue to develop our new media capability with concepts like Video On Demand 
and multi channel video streaming in beta test. This is an area where we would appreciate 
DCCA regulatory assistance in encouraging franchise holder Time Warner Cable to be 
more cooperative in supplying reliable guaranteed bandwidth and access to fiber 
transmission at reasonable or no cost. This area will require regulatory scrutiny and 
review as the franchise renewal process moves forward and/or if there is a transfer of 
ownership by the current cable operator. 
 
In the area of outreach, we have been very aggressive in bringing people together to 
participate in our Akaku ohana as well as use our station, cameras, editing equipment and 
educational offerings to participate more fully in the public life of our community.  
 
We have developed strong and enduring partnerships with teachers and schools in 
remote, underserved communities, embarked on projects with the Maui Economic 
Development Board, Native Hawaiians, our revered kupuna, non-profits, civic groups, 
youth organizations, Maui Drug Court and many other individuals and groups of all 
stripes and sizes. 
 
We have conducted educational workshops in far flung areas of our County like Hana 
and Lanai, and reached out to under-represented communities like prisoners, homeless 
and people trying to come back from substance abuse. We have received support from 
the Hawaii People’s Fund to help jump start A Free Speech Hawaii Coalition, begun a 
meaningful dialogue and idea sharing with Hawaii’s three other PEG Access entities, 
and successfully engaged hundreds of citizens to participate meaningfully in public 
forums. 
 
In addition, we have ongoing hands on materials and activities on our website 
(akaku.org) that are designed to engage and inform, issue press releases and 



informational emails, and publish a quarterly newsletter, “REEL AKAKU” which we 
mail to our constituents. 
 
Our efforts have not gone unnoticed as we often receive positive feedback from the Maui 
public in the form of accolades, letters to the editor, or donations of money, equipment or 
volunteer service. As a matter of fact, Akaku recently received kudos in the Maui Press 
for “continuing to provide Maui with a solid, dynamic media alternative”  
 
The biggest negative to report in FY08 does not originate at Akaku or in Maui Nui but 
has it source in the unwise Request for Proposal (RFP) process that continues to move 
forward in Oahu under the auspices of the State Procurement Office and the DCCA. Not 
only is this thoroughly discredited process without precedent anywhere in the United 
States, it has been significantly disruptive of Akaku’s long standing mission to Empower 
all the voices of Maui Nui though Access to Media. 
 
Akaku has no intention of departing from that mission now or anytime soon and we 
welcome the Department’s guidance and assistance in helping us to continue to achieve 
it to the absolute best of our abilities.  Please enjoy the report.

DCCA Report 
Communications Brief 
 
 
At the core of Akaku’s communications strategy lies the Akaku mission 
statement (“To empower the community’s voice through access to media”), 
which guides our tactical approach. Over the course of FY08, we shifted our 
communications messaging—from a one‐way message that focused on the 
products, services and channels available to the community to a two‐way, 
collaborative message that focuses on how Maui’s communities can employ 
Akaku and independent media to exercise their democratic right to freely access 
community opportunities, local activities, information, media and government.  
 
Akaku amplified its outreach efforts with its viewers and community producers 
with the introduction of a Communications team, whose main purpose is to 
communicate the core mission and philosophy of Akaku to the organization’s 
various audiences, including community producers, viewers, Maui County 
residents, members of government, donors, and media, to name a few.  
 
In the last fiscal year, Akaku introduced and/or enhanced regular external 
communications via the following venues: 
 
Akaku.org – Akaku boasts a vibrant website that includes regular updates on 
activities and services provided by Akaku and its departments. The site includes 
a platform to schedule a video on demand for viewing on cable channel 54, 
streaming video of two Akaku channels (currently in beta‐testing mode), course 
calendar for video production classes, Board meeting notices, and a variety of 
information regularly updated to keep the community informed. 
 
We are working on ways to harness the interactive nature of the internet to 
enhance two‐way communications via this medium. 
 
Press Releases & Public Service Announcements – Akaku collaborated with its 
departments to ensure that new initiatives, projects and opportunities were 
communicated with the press for possible publication or public announcement. 
Print media were monitored on a regular basis, and clippings were stored in our 
outreach files.  
 
Reel Akaku Newsletters & Reel Akaku e‐Updates – In the second half of FY08, 
Akaku re‐introduced a quarterly print newsletter and semi‐monthly e‐update to 



communicate directly with community producers and other parties interested in 
Akaku announcements. We will continue to publish these newsletters with an 
eye towards evolving these outreach media in a manner that responds more 
closely to what its recipients want to hear—particularly as regards the e‐updates. 
 
We also worked to build our email outreach lists to keep in line with our 
increased outreach activities while maintaining a conservative carbon footprint. 
At the onset of our email outreach efforts, our database of engaged community 
members boasted nearly 1,000 individuals, but just less than 400 email addresses. 
With informed outreach, we grew our core Akaku email list from 394 active 
emails to 492 active emails.  
 
Towards the end of FY08, we commenced building additional email lists made 
up of other community segments that hold a stake in Akaku affairs. Thus far, 
that list contains the email addresses of more than 100 individuals in such 
community segments as members of the press, members of county government, 
members of Maui nonprofits, vendors and Akaku supporters who don’t 
necessarily fall into any of the above‐mentioned segments.   
 
Community Event Outreach – Akaku communications team worked closely 
with Akaku departments to help raise awareness of Akaku’s education and 
productions services to new audiences through community events. Our staff 
manned the Akaku booth at such community events in 2008 as Whale Day, the 
East Maui Taro Festival and the American Heart Association Heart Walk. We 
distributed handouts, flyers and collected names of parties interested in learning 
more about the organization, taking a class and/or getting involved with Akaku 
in other ways. 
 
The communications two‐member team collaborates closely with Akaku’s 
President/CEO, Administrative Services Director and other department Directors 
to develop communications outreach strategies and incorporate a variety of 
media in Akaku’s public awareness raising activities.

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Introduction 
 
In FY08, Akaku: Moloka’i Media Center (MMC) experienced a year of setting new 

goals.  The Akaku: Moloka’i Media Center has added new technology and new 

classes including 4 new I-Mac computers, all loaded with the “cutting edge” 

editing program, Final Cut Pro (FCP) and new classes in the instruction of Final 

Cut Pro.  Also, we have added new equipment and technology to maximize 

efficiency in the office and out in the field including a tricaster and switcher to 

enable two and three camera production shooting for County Council and Boards 

and Commissions meetings.  MMC has been operating successfully on Molokai 

for 9+ years, thanks to the coordination and dedicated hard work of the Moloka’i 

staff, support from the Maui staff and the participation of the hard-working 

community producers on Moloka’i bringing the important issues of Moloka’i to the 

foreground.   

 

FY08 was a challenging year because the OHA Grant was completed in FY07 

which enabled Akaku to offer free instruction to the Moloka’i community forcing 

Akaku to bill for classes but at a reduced rate.  With the closure of Moloka’i 

Ranch creating a serious unemployment problem, the residents of Moloka’i have 

endured a serious economic downturn making it difficult to pay for classes.  In 

FY09, several grants have been planned to help alleviate financial obstacles to 

attending classes.   

 

 
 
 
 
 



Grant Projects 
 

In FY07, MMC completed a successful and ambitious grant partnership with  

OHA.  FY08 was a year dedicated to improving every aspect of Akaku operations 

as well as redefining operation the policy & procedures of the operation. There 

were no grants written or received in this fiscal year.   

 

General Operations 
 

FY08 began as both challenging and exciting for Akaku Molokai due to major 

changes. In the beginning of FY08, we were operating with aging equipment and 

computers and Matt Yamashita, Director and the heart and soul of MMC for 

many years, left to pursue working full-time for his own private business. For 

awhile, only two employees were running the Akaku MMC operations with also 

the departure of Ikaika Jenks-Pua’a to pursue his college education full-time. The 

redistribution of Matt Yamashita’s responsibilities forced remaining MMC staff to 

reconsider current operational structures and to rebalance priorities. A new staff 

member was added to the team, Molokai resident, Kekoa Cummings. Due to the 

implementation of new programs, procedures, equipment and computers, video 

production education training was temporarily put on hold to develop a new 

policy/procedure system with a new pricing structure. It was necessary to 

carefully research the exact amount Molokai residents could afford in terms of 

educational expenses.  We then had to familiarize ourselves to new editing 

equipment, which included training sessions at the Maui office and 

simultaneously developed a new educational curriculum for community youth and 

adult video literacy classes.  An improved equipment tracking and inventory 

system was also implemented. 

 Amidst all these exciting new challenges, MMC’s ability to continue 

servicing our community through our persistent outreaching efforts to producing 

content rich programming has continued to reach new heights. With the loving 

support of some of Molokai’s most prolific and awe inspiring Kupuna in 



preserving Hawaiian culture, we have been operating under the premise that to 

look to our future, we must equally look to our past.  This led to the production of 

many culturally rich video productions, which involved our Kupuna, including 

productions like “Kalaupapa Today”. FY08 was also a year of very significant 

social and economic events on Moloka’i; Akaku MMC played a vital role in 

covering every critical meeting for all those who could not attend.  Akaku MMC is 

the only vehicle for spreading critical information as it is presented in each 

meeting to the many who cannot attend such meetings due to work or family.  

Finally, another exciting outreach program was developed in partnership with 

The Molokai Dispatch, a weekly Molokai free press newspaper.  Akaku now 

produces Molokai’s first ever local news updates in a series called “The Molokai 

Minute”. 

 

Our facility faced another major challenge when MMC's “Facil” tracking program 

crashed.  All information, producer info and equipment info was lost.  Fortunately, 

we had a backup and although it took time to ensure the files were correct and to 

upgrade the Facil software, we then focused on the heavy activity in community 

events and projects in the community. 

 

FY08 saw a major decrease in community editing hours due to the loss of our I-

Book laptop computers. MMC's I-Books enabled our producers to take their 

projects home to edit at their convenience.  The equipment was heavily used but 

could not run Final Cut Pro and not able to be fixed for a price that would justify 

the age.  They have not been replaced to date and we are now encouraging 

community producers to upgrade their skills and use the facility equipment. 

 

At the close of FY08, Josh Pastrana serves full-time as Facility Manager, Daniel 

Emhof, serves full-time as Education Director/Akaku Productions Coordinator, 

and Kekoa Cummings serves as part-time Akaku Productions team and Sports 

Media Coordinator. 

 



 

Outreach Program 
 

MMC's outreach program has been the main focus of FY08.  Since FY07's Civic 

Engagement Initiative (CEI) grant project, MMC launched a new effort to produce 

a series of interviews collecting the wisdom and opinions of “Kupuna and Long-

Time Residents of Molokai.”  MMC has continued the momentum of a project that 

has given a voice and presence to the knowledge and opinions of Moloka’i 

residents.  On Moloka’i, training in video production is not the only way to provide 

a voice to the community and the community is especially in need of voice in 

these times of economic hardship.  In many of these interviews, kupuna 

encourage the younger generations to become active in community issues and 

responsible for the stewardship of resources.   

 

MMC will continue to have a wonderful relationship with na kupuna, who 

encourage and uplift the community, focusing especially on the younger 

generation.  MMC has had the privilege of working with Moloka’i's renowned 

kupuna and community leaders such as Anakala Pilipo Solatorio,  Anakala Keli`i 

Mawae, Anakala Moke Kim, Anakala Alapai Hanapi, Anakala Mervin Dudoit, 

Anakala Lawrence Aki, Anakala Walter Ritte, and Anake Ruth, Judy Caparita and 

Alulike Ke Ola Pono No Na Kupuna Senior Program. In support of their beloved 

Akaku, they organized a community petition on behalf of Akaku to support Bill 

SB1789, to ensure that changes for PEG access would be decided in the open, 

before the public, and under financially reasonable conditions for PEG access, 

and to create clear and minimal guidelines that protect the publics right to 

participate in deciding what kind of access organization and service we, the 

residents of Moloka’i and Maui county want. These community leaders have 

been directly involved in 18 submitted programs and have collaborated on much 

more. 

 



In FY08, MMC held its first ever `Ohana Community Recognition Night.  It was an 

event for Akaku MMC to deeply thank our community for their continued aloha 

and support.  Joining us in our thanks were the staff from the Maui office.  It was 

an event filled with music, community produced highlight videos, and food.  The 

event acknowledged community leaders, producers, and youth who have 

contributed to community media and have made a profound impact on the 

Moloka’i Community. The event honored 10 individuals. Anake Judy and Ruth 

Caparita for most supportive and involved kupuna and the following eight 

received a Reflect Molokai Community Award: DeGray Vanderbilt for “Enduring 

Support”; James “Uncle Kili`i” Mawae for “Aloha Spirit”; Uncle Pilipo Solatorio for 

“Outstanding Voice”; Jersey Jo “Most Promising New Community Producer”; 

Kekoa Cummings “Most Recent Contributing Independent Producer”, Hanohano 

Niehu and Kalani Ua Ritte for “Prolific Producers”, and Matt Yamashita for 

“Community Contributor”.    

 

MMC's outreach program worked consistently with 6 Nonprofit Organizations 

throughout the year resulting in 12 programs produced by our Akaku Productions 

Department in cooperation with these Nonprofit Organizations. Organizations 

include: Napu`uwai, Hanai I Ka Ipu, Aka`ula School, Na Pua No`eau, Halawa 

Cooperative, and Alulike Ke Ola Pono No Na Kupuna Senior Program.  These 

Nonprofits are the heart of Moloka’i social services. 

 

 

Video Literacy & Media Training 
 

Under the Civic Engagement Initiative (CEI) grant funded project of FY07, there 

were great successes in media training efforts.  The grant project provided for 

free training and certification to all sectors of the community with a special focus 

on youth and Native Hawaiians. Even with the changeover of trainers (Emhof 

replaced Yamashita as lead trainer in February), training numbers reached all 

time highs. This grant funded project ended in FY07, presenting FY08 with a new 



challenge. MMC carefully researched the Molokai community’s ability to afford a 

fee for video training and certification. During this period, all video literacy 

classes were put on hold. There was much deliberation as to whether or not 

Molokai fees should be the same as Maui fees. MMC felt that Molokai’s 

economic demographics and population numbers are totally different to that of 

Maui, and that the fees for video literacy classes and Akaku certification should 

reflect those differences in order to continue to enjoy community participation and 

support.  We were worried that there would be no community television if the 

community could not afford to participate.  MMC did support the idea of class 

fees, giving value to our training and the certification process, and attracting 

those serious about producing community content on Akaku channels.  Through 

our research and coordinated dialogue with the Maui office, class fees were set 

at an affordable $40.00 for the video production certification classes, and $40.00 

for the editing certification classes. For $200.00, an entire youth group can have 

up to ten hours of video literacy classes. 

 

At the end of FY08, Akaku MMC stands poised and ready to train community 

members (youth and adults) on a powerful industry grade editing program, FCP, 

and is extremely excited to see what the future holds in terms of quality 

community produced television. FCP classes are currently underway for FY09. 

Partnerships with schools and youth groups are currently being set up and 

implemented. All of the work completed for video literacy classes in FY08 has 

been “behind the scenes” work, and does not reflect in the numbers of 

community producers certified. FY08 was a year of investing in Moloka’i’s video 

literacy future. The real results of the work done in FY08 will be reflected in the 

numbers of certified producers and the quality of community work in FY09 and 

the many promising years to follow. 

 

 
 
 



Akaku Productions - (Dan) 
 

The MMC Akaku Productions (AP) program continued to serve the Molokai 

community by taking on the documentation and broadcast of important local 

events and meetings.  AP engaged in the production 52 videos in FY08 of which 

50 have so far been submitted for broadcast.   

 

AP has made great effort to produce a series of interviews collecting the wisdom 

and opinions of “kupuna and Long-Time Residents of Molokai” continues, giving 

a voice and presence to the knowledge and opinions of Molokai residents.  In 

many of the interviews, kupuna encourage the younger generations to become 

active in community issues and responsible for the stewardship of resources.  SP 

produced 9 programs under this premise for FY08. 
 

The goal of providing media resources to Kalaupapa remains one of the initial 

focuses of AP.  With the overwhelming success of “Kalaupapa Today 2007”, AP 

will continue to serve Kalaupapa residents, especially in the wake of historically 

significant events and changes underway. Now, more than ever, it is important to 

highlight the spiritual essence, aloha, and beauty that is Kalaupapa. It is 

imperative that all recognize that Kalaupapa’s future is as sacred as it’s past, and 

that this is in the forefront when decisions are to be made about which direction 

Kalaupapa will take when the last of the remaining patients are gone.  The 

footage and interviews collected in FY08 will continue and “Kalaupapa Today 

2008” will air in FY09. 

 

It is Akaku’s hope that the video will become a vehicle for Kalaupapa residents to 

see and understand the valuable resource that community TV and media 

production hold for their community.  Akaku staff will remain committed to 

continuing similar efforts in the future and re-establishing training opportunities if 

there is a positive response from the Kalaupapa community.    

 



AP Molokai assisted the Maui AP to film the East Maui Hana Taro Festival.  This 

was a great opportunity for Moloka’i and Maui AP to really develop a sense of 

camaraderie and teamwork.   

 

AP has also has recently partnered with The Moloka’i Dispatch to produce 

Moloka’i’s first local televised news broadcast ever, called the “Moloka’i Minute”. 

Each segment reflects two weeks of Moloka’i’s events and issues. The segments 

air on Akaku’s popular “Maui Daily”, as well as periodically on their own in the 

regular programming schedule.   

 
Content Creation & Delivery 
 

Akaku has tracked 98 productions submitted for broadcast via the MMC, a 

significant increase from last year. Of these productions, 52 came via Akaku 

MMC AP productions, 36 from community adult producers, 4 from community 

youth producers and 7 from our education program.  In total, this represents well 

over 90 hours of programming or nearly 2 hours of new programming submitted 

per week.      

 

The number and content of videos produced by our community resulted in 95 

percent relating to Native Hawaiian issues and/or events, which provide 

additional evidence as to the impact, success and emphasis of serving our 

community.  Per capita, Moloka’i supports the highest population of Native 

Hawaiians in the state.  Our community has found media to be an important tool 

in the perpetuation of the Hawaiian culture, a way to educate, perpetuate and 

bring awareness of issues/events on our island as well as throughout the state to 

our rural community.   

 

 

 

 



Conclusion & Future 
 

Akaku Molokai staff has gained valuable insight and direction to where Akaku 

services and resources are most needed within the community in FY08.  It has 

also been reaffirmed that working with the kupuna and youth groups via 

partnership programs is the place that we make the biggest impact.  

 

When working with partnering agencies as well as individuals, Akaku will assist in 

finding ways to make services affordable to agencies/individuals with a limited 

budget through fundraisers or allowing payment through volunteer time by 

assisting in productions, events and administration.  Moloka’i is facing hard 

economic times with the closing of the Moloka’i Ranch.  With the reality of layoffs, 

gas prices over $5.00 dollars a gallon and rising prices of living expenses, it is 

imperative that we continue working with the limited budgets of community 

organizations/individuals to continue the primary goal in securing community 

participation.   Through MMC ingenuity in funding assistance, we are committed 

to exploring new and creative ways of continuing to offer discounted training 

opportunities.   

 

MMC has learned that we truly serve all Molokai residents directly or indirectly by 

helping to create an active, civic-minded environment of participation and 

awareness.  By teaching youth how to utilize media as a tool for expression, we 

have given many of them an exciting new interest, and for some an interest in a 

career in videography/television production.  All students, youth and adults alike 

walk away with greater confidence in their ability to communicate and affect 

change.  Indirectly, the programs that are produced and aired encourage 

community dialogue and inform residents about issues and concerns unique to 

Moloka’i.   

 

Through the many challenges faced during FY08, our staff was reminded of the 

importance of being able to adapt and be flexible to changing circumstances and 



needs both within the organization and within the community.  The unforeseeable 

variables that affected the implementation of our programs challenged us to 

focus on our strengths and to be open to new opportunities in order to 

successfully achieve our objectives.  In many ways, FY08 was a test of Moloka’i 

MMC’s ability to weather obstacles and challenges.  When reviewing the wide 

array of programs and the highly successful outcomes produced throughout the 

year, it became clear that MMC continues to set precedence in successfully 

fulfilling Akaku’s mission of “empowering our community’s voice through access 

to media.” 

 

With the future in mind, we are actively restructuring our Moloka’i operations to 

efficiently meet the needs of the community and the resources available to our 

organization.   

 

The coming FY09 is expected to be a year of great expansion for MMC.  It is not 

the quantity of productions that strengthen the community; it is the quality, 

strength, and message within the programs that are produced.  New challenges 

are on the horizon for the staff of the Akaku: Molokai Media Center and we 

couldn’t be happier to face the in the coming year, FY09.

July 1, 2007 – June 30, 2008 
 
Per contractual agreement with Akaku: Maui Community Television, Maui 
Community College operates the Educational Access Channel Assignment, 
“MCC-TV – Cable 55”. MCC-TV operated between July 1, 2007 and June 30, 
2008 on a 24/7/365 basis. All station and programming operations were 
conducted in accordance with contractual agreements between parties. 
 
Cable access funds were used to support personnel and equipment purchases 
that in turn supported Maui CC’s cable television/distance education operations. 
Approximately 40 hours of live originated educational programming was 
produced each week from our cable television studios for MCC-TV. Funds from 
Akaku Community Television were used directly towards the production of these 
regularly scheduled programs. Funds were also allocated for production support 
towards additional educational programs produced by faculty, staff, and students 
of the college. These specialty-produced programs are cablecast at different time 
slots and are archived for later program playout. This past year, in concert with 
the college’s goal of moving towards a more sustainable and eco-friendly 
environment within the campus community, MCC-TV provided programming with 
an environmental friendly message to our viewers. These productions included, 
among others, a 16-week science series focused on renewable energy, hosted 
by noted Maui Oceanographer Zoe Norcross, a limited series of one-hour 
specials on sustainable technology projects that provided information on 
developing photovoltaic power systems and solar water heating systems 
featuring energy specialist William Bennett, a 5-part, 12 hour series on 
renewable water resources, and additional program specials on topics such as 
climate change, organic farming and sustainable culinary techniques adopted by 
our Maui Culinary Academy. Some programming consisted of pre-taped 
educational materials provided by educational content suppliers. These materials 
were most often supplemental educational videos associated with campus 
course instruction. Funds were also allocated to support day-to-day technical and 
engineering operations, including video-tape and computer server support for 
record and playback, master control operations, classroom studio operations, 
and fiber connections to Oceanic Cable’s head-end. This work is essential in 
keeping the technical operations of our facilities at an optimum.  
 
As the television and film industry moves from analog to digital operations, the 
college is continuing to make the transition to this technology. To that end, 
additional digital technology purchases were included in the FY2008 budget. This 
included upgrade of an existing 40x40 routing switcher to support digital video 
and audio signals, and miscellaneous support equipment for content acquisition 
and support. This equipment will provide improved program playout performance, 
an upgrade to the image and audio quality for our cable viewers, and additional 
support equipment for programming distribution. Funds were also allocated for 
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production support supplies, including, but not limited to, videotapes, DVD’s, and 
miscellaneous studio supplies. These items support production of cable 
programs and, in addition, provide students with on-demand access of cable 
classroom instruction via videotapes and DVD’s and through the Internet.  
 
Station operations were normal throughout the broadcast year, with programming 
strictly following advanced programming schedules. There were twelve downtime 
reports of station operations. Seven were caused by electrical outages beyond 
the control of the college. Four of these events occurred during regular business 
hours, and the remaining three occurred during evening/weekend hours. During 
each event, the college’s backup generator and UPS system allowed the station 
to operate, however due to eventual UPS failure, broadcast operations ceased. 
The three-evening/weekend events lasted between 4 and 12 hours each 
(between the hours of Saturday 20:00 and Sunday morning at 09:00, and one 
weeknight evening from approximately 17:00 to 21:00). The four events during 
regular business hours lasted between one to three hours. There were also five 
scheduled power outages. These scheduled outages were due to an electrical 
upgrade designed for the MCC entire campus. These events occurred and 
Saturday and Sunday mornings between 4:00am and 8:00am.  
 
Attached, please find detailed program logs for each broadcast day for program 
operations between July 1, 2007, and June 30, 2008. The schedules are divided 
into consecutive semesters. Occasionally, due to circumstances beyond our 
control, there may be slight deviations from the program log. These deviations 
may be caused by unscheduled cancellation of programs, satellite, IP and 
microwave outages, and non-arrival of tapes. Programming of like variety are 
substituted whenever possible. A maintenance/trouble log is available upon 
request. You will also find attached a Scope of Work report, MCC Program Policy 
report, 07-08 budget proposal, a budget reconciliation report, inventory report, an 
equipment and supplies budget expenditure report and a budget proposal for  
FY 2008-2009. All included expenditures were used exclusively towards our 
cable television operation.  
 
Budget expenditures for FY2007 allowed the college to coordinate our cable 
television operations to a high degree of efficiency.

3. Program content and artistic qualities must meet current network broadcast 
standards, conform to FCC standards of decency, and meet current MCC-TV 
program standards. 

4. Programs and materials must adhere to copyright laws, both national and 
international. 

5. Programs must conform to FCC rules and regulations and NTSC standards 
regarding video and audio quality. 

6. Programs must be provided to the college free of charge.  
7. Airtime for such programming must be available. 
8. The college reserves the right to refuse or revoke airing of programs and/or

Narrative Summary

“Empowering Our Community’s Voice Through Access to Media” by offering a wide-
range of programs and activities designed to support and upgrade the skills of current 
Akaku Community Producers, bring in new community producers and provide a wide-
range of venues to offer a “voice” to community members that would not ordinarily 
participate in becoming a community producer.

In FY2008, Akaku faced many challenges and has continued to provide the community 
with quality service consistently.  Our Technical Director passed away in the middle of a 
major technology upgrade.  Fortunately, we were able to employ another Technical 
Director and an IT Administrator to improve all technologies and solidify and stabilize 
our equipment inventory and IT network.   
 
In early 2008, Jay April was offered a two-year contract as the Chief Executive Officer of 
Akaku by the Board of Directors based on an extremely favorable first year performance 
as the interim CEO.  Jay continued the plan to simultaneously upgrade the facility, 
upgrade the channel signal and equipment, begin outreach opportunities with community 
partners, improve all administrative functions, complete the audits for FY07, revitalize 
the Akaku Producer base through volunteer opportunities and Producer Salons, improve 
training opportunities for staff and Akaku Producers, organize a media library, improve 
the Akaku Media Lab by installing Final Cut Pro, facilitate the badly needed major 
repairs to Akaku Center Building and recruit a professional and stable staff. He 
spearheaded bold programming initiatives incorporating new media into community 
television live event reporting and has set the stage for live remote broadcasting. 
capability. He also was a major force in the legislative strategy to provide relief from the 
RFP process with the culmination of the work resulting in a House Resolution to further 
study the issue. 
 



In FY2009, Akaku will prepare for a statewide task force on issues relating to the 
designation of PEG access, complete the development of the new strategic plan, develop 
and implement Board and Staff training programs, develop outreach programs with 
community partners to train new Producers with a focus on rural and high risk areas and 
increase efforts in Fund Development. Although very challenging, the staff and Board of 
Directors are focused to work together to accomplish all that is planned. 
 
Operating Income 
 
Franchise Fees     $774,391.00 
Akaku’s FY2009 Operating Franchise Fees are derived from revenues generated by 
Oceanic Time Warner Cable in the year 2007 for the locations of Lahaina and Kahului in 
accordance with the Decision and Order 261.  There is a 25% decrease in the amount 
listed in our operating budget due to payments made to the Maui District Department of 
Education and Maui Community College in accordance to the Educational Access 
Agreement dated April 7, 2005.   
 
County Grants     $274,454.00 
There are two basic contracts with the County of Maui; one is the County Council 
meetings and the other is for the Boards and Commissions meetings as requested.  In 
addition, the Mayor’s Office, the County Office of Economic Development and the 
Office on Aging have all expressed interest in productions in this fiscal year but no 
contracts are in place to date. 
 
Private Grant Funding    $ 205,305.00 
Akaku will be working with several Hawaii Community Foundation Grant sources, the 
Office of Hawaiian Affairs, the Hawaii Peoples Fund, and others.  Development of 
Private Grant funding will be a priority of our Chief Executive Officer. 
 
Akaku Production     $ 26,050.00 
Akaku Productions staff has established a network with other Maui County Non-Profit 
Organizations by producing programs by request.  There is a steady increase in the need 
for this service and it is only limited by staff availability.  Akaku offers the Non-Profit 
sector an In-Kind discount for production in keeping with our mission to empower our 
community’s voice.  This sector has increased income potential.

This allocation is for rent paid for the Molokai Media Center, 40 Ala Malama St., #209, 
Kaunakakai, Molokai 96748. 
 
Repairs and Maintenance - Equipment  $ 8,200.00 
This allocation includes all equipment maintenance repairs for Akaku. 
 
Repairs and Maintenance – Facility  $ 5,985.00 
This allocation includes all facility maintenance repairs for Akaku.
