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INDEX TO PASSENGER LIST OF VESSELS ARRIVING AT BOSTON, 

1848-1891 
 
On the 282 rolls of this microfilm publication is reproduced an alphabetical card index to the names on 
passenger lists of vessels arriving at the port of Boston, 1848-91. The index was prepared under the sponsorship 
of the Immigration and Naturalization Service by the Work Projects Administration between 1935 and 1937 
from lists that are in the Archives Division of the Office of the Secretary of the Commonwealth of 
Massachusetts. Under a Massachusetts State law of May 10, 1848, amended in 1861 and 1862, titled "An act 
concerning Alien Passengers," masters of vessels were required to submit reports and lists of alien passengers to 
the Superintendent (later the Commissioner) of Aliens. Often the lists included names of U.S. citizens who were 
passengers on the ships arriving at Boston. 
 
The index cards include information under the headings as follows: Name, Age, Sex, Arrived (Port, Date), 
Steamship; If in U.S. before; Occupation; Birthplace (Nationality); Country of which citizen; Last residence; 
Destination (State of which intend to become inhabitant); Mental and bodily condition; and List No. The names 
of persons apparently constituting a family group are usually on the front of the card; for some cards the names 
are on the reverse. Because the index also contains a separate card for each person, the reverse was not filmed. 
A w duplicate cards are included; and some cards later found to be out of order were filmed at the end of the 
appropriate roll. 
 
An act of March 2, 1819 (3 Stat. 489), provided that effective January 1, 1820, the captain or master of a vessel 
arriving at a port in the United States or in any of its territories from a foreign country was to submit a list of the 
passengers to the collector of customs in the district in which the vessel arrived. The act also provided that every 
collector of customs submit quarterly reports consisting of copies of passenger lists to the Secretary of State, 
who was required to submit such information at each session of Congress. The information was later published 
in the form of Congressional documents. An act of May 7, 1874 (18 Stat. 42), repealed the provisions of the 
legislation requiring collectors to send copies of passenger lists to the Secretary of State. Thereafter, collectors 
of customs were to send statistical reports only on passenger arrivals to the Department of the Treasury. 
 
Additional information concerning lists of passengers arriving at Boston, September 1820-March 1874 and 
January 1883-July l891, is included in Passenger Lists of Vessels Arriving at Boston, 1820-91 (Microcopy 277). 
Most of the documents are copies of the original passenger lists, 1820-74, received in the National Archives 
from the Immigration and Naturalization Service. Those for the period 1883-91 are the original passenger lists 
that were received from the Boston customhouse. The original lists dated before 1883 were destroyed in a fire at 
Boston in May 1894. 
  
The lists normally give information about each passenger as to name, age, sex, occupation, the country to which 
he belonged, and the country of which he intended to become an inhabitant, and notations as to the number and 
cause of deaths on board. The law required that the lists be sworn to by the master in the presence of the 
collector or his deputy. The index reproduced on this microcopy and the lists are part of Record Group 36, 
Records of the Bureau of Customs, in the National Archives. 
  



 

 

 In the same record group is another finding aid that is an incomplete alphabetical card index to names of 
passengers arriving at Atlantic and Gulf coast ports, including Boston, 1820-74 (Microcopy 334). There are also 
some Boston customhouse records, including journals of and alphabetical indexes to vessel entrances, which 
serve as finding aids to names of vessels and dates of arrival for most of the period 1874-91; and eight volumes 
of letters received by the Boston collector of customs relating to quarantine and immigration, l884-99, in which 
there are names of some passengers. 
 
Also in this record group is a series of eight bound volumes of quarterly transcripts of lists of names of 
passengers arriving at most Atlantic and Gulf coast ports, September l8l9-December 1832, which includes 
names of passengers arriving at Boston, 1820-27. The volumes apparently were prepared in the Office of the 
Secretary of State from copies of lists or from the quarterly abstracts submitted by the collector of customs. 
Originally there were nine volumes, but volume 2 is missing.  
 
Related records in Record Group 56, General Records of the Department of the Treasury, include letters 
received by the Secretary of the Treasury from the Boston collector of customs, 1833-69 (part of Microcopy 
174); copies of correspondence of the Secretary with the Boston collector, 1739-1833 (part of Microcopy 173); 
and copies of letters sent by the Secretary to the Boston collector, 1833-47 (part of Microcopy 175), and others 
for the period 1847-1909. In the same record group are correspondence registers and indexes that include some 
entries for letters to Federal immigration authorities at Boston, ca. 1873-1900. 
 
In Record Group 85, Records of the Immigration and Naturalization Service, is correspondence that contains 
some information relating to immigration through the port of Boston, 1882-1903; and passenger manifests for 
the period August 1891-December 1943 that were submitted to Federal immigration authorities at Boston in 
compliance with legislation enacted in 1882 and later (Microcopy T-843). Lists less than 50 years old are not 
available for reference purposes. In the same record group are two indexes to immigration passenger lists that 
can be made available provided t1 all the entries relate to lists over 50 years old. One is a book index, April 
1,1899-September 14, 1940, arranged chronologically by date of vessel arrival, thereunder by class of passenger, 
and thereunder for the most part alphabetically by the first letter of the surname of the passenger; and the other 
is a card index, 1902-6, arranged alphabetically (Microcopy T-521). 
 
Related published sources of information are reports of passenger arrivals submitted by the Secretary of State to 
Congress, 1820-70. His reports, published as Congressional documents, indicate by-port of-arrival the number 
of passengers, nationality, and occupation, and sometimes age and sex. Only those for 1820 contain the names 
of passengers. Some of the reports are based on calendar years, but others are for report years ending September 
30.  
 
Comparable statements or reports, prepared and published by the Treasury Department, Bureau of Statistics, 
begin in 1867 and extend through Fiscal Year 1894. The statements for l867-69 are included in the Annual 
Report of the Treasury Department for Fisca1 Year 1869. The reports, also published as Congressional 
documents, indicate by district of arrival summary statistics .n the age, sex, nationality, and occupation of the 
passengers. The details in the later reports are usually more complete. 
 
Statistics on immigration from 1820 to 1910 have been published in volume 3 of the Reports of the Immigration 
Commission (S. Doc. 756, 61st Cong., 3d sess., Serial No. 587S, Washington, 1911).
