¢ The National Institutes of Health Roadmap Initiatives include,
among others, projects focusing on technology development,
structural barriers to interdisciplinary research, public/private
partnerships, clinical research workforce training, clinical
research information, translational research core services, and

regional translational research centers.

¢ The National Cancer Institute recently released a document,
Advancing Translational Cancer Research: A Vision of the
Cancer Center and SPORE Programs of the Future.

¢ The National Cancer Policy Board of the Institute of Medicine
will soon release the report, Shortening the Time Line for New
Cancer Treatments.

¢  Large-Scale Biomedical Science: Exploring Strategies for
Future Research was recently released by the Institute of
Medicine.

¢ Ajoint Task Force was recently formed between the National
Cancer Institute and the Food and Drug Administration to
work together on issues of development and review processes
for new cancer drugs and technologies.
