The purpose of the HMEP program is to provide planning and training grants to be used
for HAZMAT training under the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act
of 1986 (Title Ill). Specifically, grants are to be used for:

e Developing, improving, and implementing emergency plans under Title Ill,

e Conducting commaodity flow studies,

e Determining the need for regional HAZMAT response.

HMEP grants are also available for certain costs associated with training public sector
employees to respond to HAZMAT incidents.
