Plaintiff, the United States of America, acting upon notification and authorization to the 

Attorney General by the Federal Trade Commission ('TTC" or "Commission"), pursuant to 

Section 16(a)(l) of the F e d d  Trade Commission Act ("RC Act"), 1 5 U.S.C. 5 56(a)(l), for its 

mmplaht alleges: 

1 .  Plainriff brings this action under Sections 5(a), 5(m)(l)(A), 13(b) and 16(a) of the FTC 

Act. 15 U.S.C. $9 45(a), 45(m)(l)(A), 53@) and 56(a), and Section 6 of the 

Telemarketing and Conmar Fraud and Abuse Prevention A G ~  (the '"Telemarketing 

Act"), 15 U.S.C. 9 6105, to obtain monetary civil penalties, apermanent izljunction, and 

other equitable relief for &findant's violation of Section 5(a) of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. 

Q; 45(a), and the RC's  T e l a k e t i n g  Sales Rule (the "TSR" or "Rula"), 16 C.F,R 

Part 310, as amended by 68 Fed. Reg. 4580,4669 (January 29,2003). 
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2. This  Court has subject matter jurisdi~tioa over this action pursuant to 28 U.S.C. $6 133 1, 

1337(a), 1345, and 1355, and 15 U.S.C. $5 45(m)(l)(A), 53(b), 56(a) and 57b. This 

action arises under 1 5 U.S.C. 9 45(a). 

3. Venue is proper in this District undm 28 U.S.C. $5 1391(b)-(c) and 1395(a), and 15 

U.S.C. 5 53(b).

4, Dcfbndant Boakspan ("Bookspan") is a Delaware general partnership, with its principal 

place of hnsiness at 402 Fmdib  Aveaue, Gasden City, New York 11530. Bookspan is a 

seller and telemarketer of book products that initiates outbound telephone calls to induce 

consumers to putchase goods or services. ~ookspan transacts or has tramacted business 

in this District, 

E M A F U C E T V E S  R U U

5.  Congress directed tho FTC to prescribe rules prohiiting abusive and deceptive 

telemarketing acts or practices pursua~lt to the Telemarketing Act, 15 U-S .C. # #  61 0 1 - 
6 108, in 1994. On August 16, 1995, the FTC adopted the Telemarketing Salos Rule (the 

"Original TSR"), 16 C.F.R. Part 310, which became effective on December 31,1995. On 

January 29,2003, the FTC amended the TSR by issuing a Statement of Basis and 

Purpose ("SBP") and the W amended TSR (the "Amended TSR"). 68 Fed. Reg. 4580, 

4669. 

6. mofig othm things, the Amended TSR cstablishd a "do-nor-ctlll" regisuy, maintained 

by the n C  (the 'Wational Do Not Call Registry" or 'Registry"), of consumers who do 



not wish ta receive certain types of telemarketing calls. Consumers can re@ster their 

telephone numbers on the Registry without charge dther throu* a toll-he telephone 

call or over the Internet at donn~ll .aev.  

7, Consumers who receive telernfu'keting calls to their registered numbera can complain of 

Registry violations the same way they registere& through a toll-fiee telephone call or 

over the Internet at donotc&ov, or by othmise contacting law enforcement 

authorities. 

8. Since October 17,2003 sellers and telmketers have been prohibited ham calling 

numbers on the Registry in violation of the Amended TSR 16 C.F.R, 

$3 10,4@)(l)(iii)(B). 

9. Since December 3 1, 1995, sellers and tel&ers have been prohibited fiom initiating 

an outbound telephone call to any parson when that person previously has stated that he 

or she does not wish to receive an outbound telephone   all made by or on behalf of the 

seller whose goods or s d o e s  are being offered. 16 C.F.R. 9 3 10.4(b)(l)(iii)(A). 

10. Since September 2,2003, sellers, telcmarlreters, and other permitted organizations have 

been abIe to access the Regiary o v a  tho htemet at [ e l e m a t k e d n z  to 

download the registered numbers. 

1 1 .  Pursuaat to Section 3(c) of the Telunarkethg Act, 15 U.S.C. 5 61 02(c), and So~tion 

1 8(d)(3) of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. Zj 57a(d)(3), a violation of the TSR constitutes an 

unfair or dboeptive act or practice in or affbcting commerce, in violation of Section 5(a) 

ofthe FTC Act, I 5 U.S.C. Q 45(a). 
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DEFENDANT'S BUSWSS ACTY-S 

7 2. Bookspan is a "seller" or b4C1~srketer" engaged in "ttlmmrkdng," as defined by the 

Amended TSR, 16 C.F.R. 5 3 10.2. Bookspan has engaged in telemarkehg by a plan, 

program or campaign conducted to induce the purchase of goods or services by use of 

one or more telephones and which involves mo* than one htervtate telephone call. 

Bookspan initiates, or causes others to initiate on its bddf, outbound telephone calls ro 

consumar?r in the United States to induce the purchase of its goods or semices. In 

particular, Bookspan has contracted out such calls to six outside vendors. 

13. Bookdpan markets and sells its h o k  products to consumers through a variety of book 

clubs. Consumem who join one of Bookspan's book clubs generally receive a number of 

books at a reduced price in rttwn for undwkking tho obligation to purchase a designated 

number of additional books at regular club prices over a desiguatcd period of time. 

I .  In most instances, Bookspan does not contact new prospective customers by telephone. 

Lnstd,  Bookspan's telcmarkbting Garnpaigas are dimted primarily to those cohsumm 

who are existing or hrmer members of one of Bookspan's book clubs. In its 

t e l c m ~ k h g  campaigns, Bookspan generaIIy solicits existing members to purchase 

additional products, and it solicits former members to reenlist in one of its clubs. 

15. Bookspan registered to access the National Do Not Call registry on September 8,2003, 

and paid to access all area codes in the United States. Since registering, Bookspan or its 

agents have regularIy accessed the Regishy. 

16. On or after October 17,2003, Bookspm called, or caused othas to call on its bddf ,  

telephone numbers that are on the National Do Not Call registry. Under the Amended 

TSR, Bookspan is permitted to call numbers on the Registry that belong to mnaumers 
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with whom it has an "established business relationship," unless the oonsumar has stated 

that he or she does not wish to receive 4 s  b m  Bookspan, 16 C.F,R 8 

3 10.4(b)(l)(iii)(B)(ii). An "established busitless relationship" means, among other 

thin@, "a financial -&ion between the consumer and seller, within the eighteen (1 8) 

months immediately prweding the date of a telemarketing call." 16 C.F.R. 9 3 10.2(n)(l). 

In numerous iastances, Bookspan did not have an "establishad business relationship" 

under the Amended TSR with the consumm who were called, 

I 7. From about October 17,2003 to about August 10,2004, over one hundred tl~ousand calls 

were made by or on behalf of Bookspan to telephone numbers on the Registry, for which 

Beokspan did not have an "btablish~d businega relationship" with the consumer who 

was called. Bookspan thus failed to ostabli& nn af&mativs defense for the c d ,  in 

violation of the Amendad TSR. 

18, From about October 17,2003 to about August 10,2004, Beohpan called, or caused 

others to call on its behalf, teas of thousands of consumers who have previously stated 

that they do not wish to receive calls made by or on behalf of Bookspan. 

19. Bookspan maitltains a list of those mnsumm wha have previousIy stated that they do not 

wish to receive talephone calls made by or on behalf o f  Bookspan. Bookspan has 

implemented pmoedwes to attempt to insure that such consumers do not receive 

additional calls. However, thosa procedures were not sufficient to prevent rhe calls 

alleged in the preceding paragraph. 

20. At dl  times relevant to this complaint, 13ookspan has maintained a substantial course of 

trade or businass in the o fk ing  for ede and sale of goods ar s d c e s  via the telephone, 

in or affecting cornmeme, as "commerce" is defined in Section 4 of tbc lTC Act, IS 
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U.S.C. 5 44.

others to engage in initiating an outboud telephone call to a person's telephone number 

on the National Do Not Call Registry in violation of tho TSR 16 C.F.R.

2 ,  In numerous instances, in connection with telemarketing, defendant engaged h or caused 

others to engage in initiating an outbound telephone  all to a pmoa who has previously 

stated that he or she does not wish to receive such a call made by or en behalf of the 

seller whoso goods or erurvices arc being offixed in violation of the TSR, 16 C.F.R. 

9 3 10.4(b)(l)(iii)(A). 

CONS- LNm 

23. Consumers in the United States have suffered and will suffer injury as a result of 

dcfmdaat's violations of the TSR Absent injunctive relief by this COW, defendant is 

likely to continue to injure wnsmers and harm the public interest. 

COURT'S POWER TO GRANT RELIEF 

24. Section 13(b) of the m C  Act, 15 U.S.C. 5 53(b), empowers this Court to gcant injunctive 

and other antUary relief to prevent ernd remedy any violation of any provision of law 

d o m e d  by the FTC. 

25. Sootion J(m)(l)(A) of the FrC Act, 15 U.S.C. # 45(m)(I)(A). as modified by Section 4 
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of the Federal Civil Penalties Mation Adjustment Act of 1 990,28 U.S.C. § 2461, as 

M a d ,  and as implaented by 16 C.F,R 5 1.98(d) (1997), authorizes this Cow ta 

award monetary civil p d t i a s  of not mom than $1 1,000 far each violatiaa of the TSR. 

Defandant's violations of the TSR were committed with the knowledge required by 

Section S(m)(l)(A) of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. Q 45(m)(l)(A). 

26. This Court, in the exmcise of its equitable jurisdiotion, may award ancillary relief to 

remedy injury caused by defendant's vioIatiom of the Rule and the FI'C Act- 

PRAYER FOR RELm 

WHEREFORE, pl&intiffrcquests that this Court, as authorized by Sections 5(a), 

S(rn)(l)(A), 13(b) and 19 of the  FTC Act, 1 5 U.S.C. $8 45(a), 45(m)(l)(A), 53(b) and 5% and 

pursuant to its own equitable pow=: 

1 .  Enter judgment against d e f d t  and in favor of pl'dntiff for each violation alleged in 

this complaint; 

2 ,  Award plaintiffmonetary civil penalties f b m  defendant for every vioktion of the TSR; 

3. P ~ ~ t l y  enjoin defendant from violating the TSR and the FTC Act; 

4. W r  defendant to pay the costs of this action; md 

5. Award plaintiff such o h  and additional relief as the Court may determine to be just and
