■	 Preside ntial Decision Directives # 39 & #62 
establish relations hip of EP A to lead a gencies 
during CT response: 
–	 FBI for  cri sis m anagement 
–	 FEMA for consequence management

system established under the NCP) 
has been the U.S. Government’s 
mechanism to prepare for and 
respond to HAZMAT releases for 
almost 30 years 

– Primary objective: Protect public 
health and the envir onment by 
supporting state and local response 
efforts
