This guide was developed to assist in completing the facility worksheets for the revised Certificate of Live Birth and Report of Fetal Death. 
(Facility worksheet (FWS), Birth Certificate (BC), Facility worksheet for the Report of Fetal Death (FDFWS), Report of Fetal Death (FDR)) 

Definitions Instructions Sources Keywords/Abbreviations 

Defines the items in the order they 
appear on the facility worksheet 

Provides specific instructions for 
completing each item 

Identifies the sources in the medical 
records where information for each 
item can be found. The specific 
records available will differ somewhat 
from facility to facility. The source 
listed first (1st) is considered the 
best or preferred source. Please use 
this source whenever possible. All 
subsequent sources are listed in order 
of preference. The precise location 
within the records where an item can 
be found is further identified by 
‘‘under’’ and ‘‘or.’’ 
Example: 
To determine whether gestational 
diabetes is recorded as a ‘‘Risk factor 
in this Pregnancy’’ (item 14) in the 
records:
