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Sampling Variability of the Marriage Statistics

In the tables which present statistics based on data from probability samples
of marriage records, small frequencies have high sampling variability, which
limits their usefulness. The sampling errors are shown in table 4-7 in the
Technical Appendix, It is suggested that any number smaller than those
shown below be interpreted simply as “small” rather than as any more pre-
cise value, The true number would very probably be within 60 percent of the
figure shown in the table.

In order to promote regular, timely, and complete re-
porting, marriage- and divorce-registration areas similar
to those developed for the collection of natality and mor-
tality statistice were established in 1957 and 1958, re-
spectively, The areas comsist of those States and indepen-
dent registration areas that meet the following criteria:

1. Central files of marriage or divorce records,

2, A statistical report form that includes items conforming
closely to those on the Standard Record of Marriage
(figure 4-1) or Standard Record of Divorce or Annul-
ment (figure 4-2) issued by the Public Health Service.

3. Regular and timely reporting by all local areas.

4. Agreement on tests of marriage or divorce regisiration
completeness and accuracy, carried out in cooperation
with the National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS).

Table 4-2 shows when States and independent areas
established central files and when they began participating
in the registration areas. Figures 4-3 and 4-4 indicate the
areas participating in the marriage-registrationarea (MRA)
and the divorce-registration area (DRA) in 1965 as well as
those areas which maintain central files but are not in the
registration areas. In 1965, 38 States were in the MRA,
West Virginia having been added during the year, and 22 in
the DRA, the same States as in1964; in addition the District
of Columbia, New York City (added in 1965), New Orleans,
and Puerto Rico were included in the MRA, The Virgin
Islands was included in both the MRA and the DRA. In 1965,
marriages in the MRA represented 75.6 percent of the na-
tional total, an increase over the 70.9 percent in 1964; the
percentage for the DRA decreased to 34.4 for 1965 from
35.8 for 1964.

SOURCES OF DATA

In 1965, as in earlier years, two methods were used
to collect statistics on marriages and divorces or annul-
ments. Total munbers of marriages and divorces for States
and counties are complete counts provided by State and
local officials in all parts of the United States. However,
data on the characteristics of these events and the persons
involved in them are based on samples of marriage and
divorce records from the marriage- and divorce-registra-

tion areas. Marriage totals by month of occurrence were
secured by both methods. Soutrces of marriage and divorce
data since 1867 are shown in table 4-1; a description of
these sources can be found in Section 7, Volume III, of Vital
Slatistics of the Unifed States, 1960,

State and county totals

Most of the statistics shown in this volume are based.
on the sample records selected for each MRA and DRA.
State. However, a few tables present figures based on com-
plete counts, which differ slightly from the estimated totals
based on sample data. The numbers of marriages in table
1-41 and of divorces and annulments intable 2-25 for States
by county are based on complete counts, The data for Puerto
Rico and the Virgin Islands shown in table 3-2 are likewise
based on complete counts, The numbers of marriages by
month shown for each State in table 1-6 are aiso complete
counts.

Marriages by county are based on data available in
central files for 43 States and the District of Columbia. In
the areas lacking central files, the data are based on sur-
veys conducted by registration officials—by State officials
in Arizona, Nevada, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Texas, and
Washington and by the city clerk inNew York City. Colorado
county officials reported totals directly to NCHS on a
monthly basis,

Fhe number of marriages performed was reported for
46 States. The number of marriage licenses issued was
reported for Colorado, Kentucky, Nevada, Washington, and
the District of Columbia, as well as for 3 counties in New
Mezxico and 13 counties in Texas, The number of marriage
licenses is usually larger by i or 2 percent than the num-
ber of marriages performed. (See page 2-1, Section 2,
Volume [, Vilal Statistics of the United States, 1959).

Marriage totals for 1965 wereobtained for 3,131 counties
or equivalent areas of the United States, The total number
of marriages for the United States in 1965 is the sum of
these figures. No figure was abtained for one small county,

In 1965, total counts of divorces and annulments were
received from State officials of the S0 States and the District
of Columbia except that data for some counties of Kentucky
and New Mexico and for some parishes of Louisiana were
abtained directly by NCHS from local officials. Most of the
States maintain central files of divorce records; the county
figpures are based on these. State officials conducted special
surveys to obtain county totals inStates withoutcentral files
in 1965: Arizona, Colorado, Indiama, Minnesota, Nevada,
New Mexico, Oklahoma, Texas, Washington, and West
Virginia, The divorce and annulment totals thus obtained

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cover 3,084 counties or equivalent areas ofthe United States.
No totals were obtained for 29 small counties.

The total numhér of divorces and apnulments granted
in the United States in 1965 is based on the State totals. The
national figure includes an estimate for the parishes of
Louisiana which did not report either to the State or NCHS.
The Louisiana estimate assumes that the divorce rate in
the nonreporting areas of the State was the same as that
for the reporting areas.,

Characteristics of marriages and divorces

As in prior years, the 1965 tabulations are based on
items as reported on the records of all States in the regis-
tration areas.

Of the 38 States participating in the MRA in 1965, 30
specified the county where the marriage was performed.

In the remining States, including 5 New England States,
place of marriage was reported for cities and towns, which
are minor civil divisions directly below the county level.

Information on race or color was not available for
marriages in Chio, California, New York, orIllinois and was
not tabulated for New Jersey because of incomplete reporting.

To determine whether a marriage ceremony was civil
or religious, the title of the officiant was used to distinguish
clergymen and civil officials. There were two States for
which this information couid not be tabulated; No information
about the officiant was requested on the Chio form; the title
of the person performing the ceremony was frequently but
not regularly reported on Kentucky records although only
his name was requested,

Among characteristics of the bride and groom, either
age at marriage or date of birth or both appeared on the
record forms of all registration States. Place of residence
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was found on all forms, but State was not specified on
several of them, Birthplace was requested on all forms
except those for Illinois and the District of Columbia,

Some data about the marital history of the bride and
groom were also available from all MRA States. However,
the record forms of Ohio and Michigan included only in-
formation about the number of previous marriages of each
persan; hence they provided no data about the marital
status of previously married brides and grooms. These
data were also lacking on outdated reporting forms used
in a few local offices in Louisiana. In addition, items ap-
pearing on four State forms (Idaho, Kansas, Maryland, and
Oregon) did not provide data on the number of marriages
of previcusly married persons although these records in-
cluded items on previous marital status,

Items tabulated for divorces were found on the forms
of all DRA States with only four exceptions: The Kansas

record did nct include an jtem on residence of husband
and wife; Nebraska did not include number of times parties
to the divorce had been married; the Nebraska form did not
specify the party to whom the decree was granted; and no
indicarion of color was given on the Ohio divorce record.
The characteristics common to all records inthe DRA were
date and place where the decree was granted, age or date of
birth, date and place of marriage, the number of children
involved, legal grounds for the decree, and which party was
the plaintiff,

Several additional items were found on the marriage
and divorce forms of some States. These included occu-
pation, mailing address, religion, and last grade of school
completed. Some marriage forms included one or two
items about the parents of the bride and the groom.
Several divorce reporting forms included birthplace,date
of separation of the couple, and data about such legal
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matters as the contesting of the initial action, custody
of children, and arrangements for financial support. None
of these items were tahulated for 1965.

CONTENT AND ARRANGEMENT
OF THE TABLES

By definition the characteristics of marriages and
divorces occurring in the MRA and DRA presented in this
volume are limited to those available on the marriage and
divorce records or, more specifically, to those items in-
cluded on the standard certificates. Some States tabulate
their own data, and some prepare annual reports which
present data on additional items included on that State’s
certificate,

The following characteristics of marriages and of the
brides and grooms were tabulated for MRA States: age,

color, previous marital status, number of this marriage,
county and State of residence, month of marriage, and type
of ceremony performed,

The basic items tabulated regarding parties to a di-
vorce were age, race, number of this marriage, residence
of the defendant, place and duration of the marriage, and
number of children in the family being dissolved. Legal
ftems classifying the party who was the plaintiff, the per-
son to whom the decree was granted, and the grounds for
the decree were also tabulated.

The statistical tables for 1965 follow approximately
the same design ag those for 1964, The organization of the
volume remains virtually unchanged.

Marriage sraristics (Section 1) are presented in three
principal groups of tables, Tables 1-1 through 1-6 and the
last table, 1-41, include the statistics compiled from
counts of certificates reported by States and local areas.
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These data are available for the entire Nation. In tables
1-7 through 1-16 summary measures such as rates,
medians, and percentages derived from the frequencies
shown in later tables are presented. The last and largest
group of tables, 1-17 through 1-40, present data based on
the MRA sample,

The divorce tables for 1965 (Section 2) include tables
on divorces by color of husbhand cross-tabulated by color
of wife (table 2-7), divorces by month the marriage was
performed (table 2-20), and divorces by all legal grounds
mentioned in the decree (table 2-22),

The, divorce tables show duration of the marriage
dissolved (tables 2-5, 2-6, 2-17, and 2-24), number of
children involved (tables 2-8 through 2-10 and 2-18), as
well as marriage duration cross-classified by number of
children (table 2-19). These are important variables—the
fitst as an index of marital and family stability and the
second as an estimate of the number of persons affected by
the dissolution of marriages by divorce,

'Tabulation. of grounds for divorce

As was done for the first time in 1963 and continued in
1964, derailed tabulations were prepared for 1965 on legal
grounds for decree, As about 12 percent of the decrees
were granted on two or more legal grounds, two tables
presenting data on grounds are published, Table 2-22 shows
the distribution of all legal grounds rmentioned; the sum of
all frequencies for a State is larger than the number of
divorces. In table 2-21 decrees with mulitiple grounds are
classified with respect to the most specific ground as
follows:

1, "Adultery" includes all cases where this ground was
mentioned irrespective of other grounds,

2. "Bigamy or fraud" includes all cases where either or
both of these two grounds were mentioned irrespective

of other grounds,
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3. "Conviction of crime" includes all cases where this
ground was mentioned irrespective of other grounds,

4, "Drunkenness" includes all cases where this ground
was mentioned irrespective of other grounds,

5. "Desertion or abandonment” includes cases where
either or both of these grounds were mentioned except
those included in categories 1 through 4.

6. "Neglect or nomsupport" includes cases where non-
support, gross neglect, neglect of duty, and failure to
provide are mentioned separately or inany combination
except those included in categories 1 through 5.

7. "Cruelty" includes cases where this ground is mentioned
except those included in caregories 1 through 6.

8. M"Indignities” includes cases where this ground was
mentioned except those included in categories 1 through
7.

9, "Incompatibility” includes cases where this ground was
mentioned except those included in categories 1through
8.

10. "Other" includes cases with legal grounds not covered
in categories 1 through 9.

As no decree was pgranted on any combination of the
first four grounds (adultery, bigamy or fraud, conviction
of crime, and drunkenness), categories 1, 2, 3, and 4 are
mutually exclusive, It should be pointed out, however, that
whenever categories 5 through 10 were mentioned in con-
junction with any one of the categories 1 through 4, the
grounds were coded to the appropriate 1through4 category.

SAMPLE DESIGN

Obtaining the records

Each year the States participating in the MRA and
DRA prepare microfilm copies of their records which are
purchased by NCHS. Puerto Rico also prepares copies of
its marriage records, and the Virgin Islands copies both
its marriage and divorcerecords, Further processing steps,
i.e., sample selection, punch-~coding, verification, and tabu-
lation, are carried out by NCHS,

For marriages, the records refer to all marriages
performed within 38 States, the District of Columbia,
Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Islands, which composed the
MRA during 1965, irrespective of the date of issue of
the license or registration of the marriage. For divorces,
the records refer vo all decrees of absolute divorceand
of annulment that were gramted during 1965 within 22
States and the Virgin Islands, which composed the DRA,

Interlocutory divorce decrees for all those States
which grant them except Utah are included among the rec-
ords for the year in which they were granted. In most
cases, interlocutory divorces become final automatically
after ‘the lapse of a certain period of time. Thus those
granted late in 1964 did not become final until 1965, and
those gramted during the latter part of 1965 will not be-

come final until sometime in 1966, 1t is possible that
some interlfocutory decrees mever become final because of
death or reconciliation, but it is believed that the number
of such cases is very small, In Utah, the divorce record is
filed with the State in the year when the interlocutory de-
cree becomes final.

Sampling procedures

The marriage sample was designed to yield estimates
of area totals as well as frequency distributions and esti-
mates of their parameters, These estimates were made
for the MRA and for each State in the registration area,
A sampling rate was designated for each MRA Siate so
that the selected sample for it would consist of at least
2,500 records. Five different sampling rates were used:
alli records, /2, 1/5, 1/10, and 1/20, The overall ratic
for the MRA was 1/8 for 1965.

Sampling procedures for the divorce sample parallel
those for the marriage sample except for the size of the
sample from each registration State. A sampling rate was
determined so that the sample for each DRA State would
contain at least 1,000 records. Four different sampling
rates were used: all records, 1/2, 1/5, and 1/10. Over-
all, about 1/4 of the records were selected for the DRA
sample in 1965,

Although each Stare’s records were sampled inde-
pendently, each group of States with the same sampling
rate was treated as a stratum for computing sampling
errors. Estimated sampling errors for the MRA and the
DRA States that were computed are likely to be somewhat
larger than those that might have been computed using
each State as a stratum.

The sampling rates, numbers of events, and sample
cases by State for 1965 are shown in tables 4.5 (mar-.
riages) and 4-6 (divorces).

Sampling marriage and divorce records for States in
the registration areas was initiated in 1960. For earlier
years, data on characteristics had been compiled from
predesigned tables submitted by the States, The 1965
sample is an extension of the sampling procedures used
each year since 1960. However, there have been several
major modificarions since that year,

1. In 1963 the size of both the marriage and divorce
samples was increased greatly over that of prior
years: for marriages it was almost tripled and for
divorces about doubled. The expansion was accom-
plished, using substantially the same sample design, by
increasing the sample selection rates and the minimum
sample size for each State. In 1964, the marriage
sample was again increased by raising the minimum
sample size for six States, The-divorce sample was
also enlarged by increasing the sampling rates for
Ohio and Missouri. The higher sampling rates signif-
icantly reduced sampling errors,

2., Beginning with 1964, copies of all marriage records
except for a sample selected and reported for New
York and of all divorce records from the registration
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areas have been inspected and the sample selected in
NCHS, In prior years the sample had been selecred in
the State offices, This change in procedure resulted in
more uniform control over sampling procedures and
specifications and in more detailed information about
the type of nonsampling errors described in a later
section of this appendix.

3., In 1960 the sampling program was nationwide; it in-
cluded States in the MRA and the DRA as well as the
remainder of the Nation. Since 1960 only records of
States in the MRA and DRA have been sampled. Thus
some of the national and regional data available for
1960 are not available for later years,

4. Additional States have been admitted to the regisrration
areas since 1960. Indiana, Massachusetts, and the
Dijstrict of Columbia were admitted to the MRA and
Michigan and Missouri to the DRA in 1961. Chic and
Rhede Island were added to the DRA in 1962 and 1963,
respectively, Ilinois and North Carolina were admitted
to the MRA in 1964, and West Virginia and New York
City were added in 1965.

ESTIMATING PROCEDURES

Azrea totals

Before the sample data were weighted and tabulated,
adjustments were made in order to reconcile sample totals
with. independent counts for each reporting area., The
procedures were as follows:

For marriages, as in previous years, no adjustment
was made for a State in which the complete count and the
sample estimate differed by 1 percent or less, A difference
of more than 1 percent but of less than 5 percent was found
for five Stares, the District of Columbia, New York City, and
Puerto Rico. In one State and the District of Columbia,
the sample counts were acceptable because the independent
totals to which they were compared were actually counts
of marriage licenses issued. In ancther State, the inde-
pendent counts did not include some delayed registrations
which were amang the microfilmed records for the year,
In the remaining areas, where the sample counts were low,
the missing records were tabulated as ™ot stated,"

For divorces, adjustments were made if the sample
counts for a reporting State differed from independent
counts by more than 1 percent. It was found that the sample
for Utah had fewer than the expected number of records.
The missing records were tabulated as ™not stated" for
purposes of the detailed characteristics.

Frequencies

Procedures for estimating frequency distributions for
various characrerisrics were similar for the marriage and
divorce samples, Frequencies were estimated in two steps,

1. Each sample case was assigned a weight which was
the reciprocal of the probability (or sampling ratio)

used to select the case, Thus if a marriage record
was selected from a State with a sampling ratio of
1/10, that record was assigned a weight of 10, whereas
if 100 percent of the records were processed from a
State, each such record was assigned a weight of 1.

2, Tabnlated counts consisted of summing the weights of
the records. Thus each frequency distribution such as
age at marriage of first-married brides is a sum of the
weighted sample cases included,

It should be noted that the weights for all sample rec-
ords are identical within each State, However, as shown
in tables 4-5 and 4-6, the weipghts for marriage records
vary from 1 to 20 and those for divorce reccrds from 1
to 10 among the registration States, Therefore any two
approximately equal subtotals may have different sampling
errors.

Percenis and rates

Percents shown in the analytical tables were computed
from data excluding numbers of not stated cases. Rates
appearing in these tables were based on population esri-
mates developed by the U.S. Bureau of the Census {tables
4-11 through 4-14), The popularion estimates refer w
July 1, 1965, and include Armed Forces stationed in the
United States but exclude the Armed Forces abroad.

Allocations

Because States in the DRA vary radically in the extent to
which items are reported on the divorce records, no allo-
cations were made prior to tabulation of the divorce data.
Only selected characteristics on the marriage records
were edited: values were allocated for ages of brides and
grooms and date of marriage, These items have been re-
ported with 99 percent or more completeness since 1960,

The allocation procedures used were the same as in
previous years and were as follows:

1. In case the age of only one partner was reported, the age
of the other was allocated as foliows:

Aliocared age of groom = 1.14 (age of bride) - 0.35
Allocared age of bride = 0.88 (age of groom) + 0.31

2. If the ages of both partmers were blank and neither
partmer was widowed, ages allocated to each were
those of the last preceding couple with neither partner
widowed.

3. If the ages of both pariners were blank and one or both
parmers were widowed, ages allocated to each were
those of the Iast preceding couple with both partners
widowed,

4, If month of marriage was blank, it was allocated
sequentially from January through December,

5. If day of marriape was blank, it was allocated se-
quentially from 1 through 28,
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Children involved in divorces

Procedures for estimating the number of children re-
ported in divorce suits presemted a special problem. The
number of children was estimated for each registration
State, the DRA, and the United Spates. In order to obtain
a State total, the category “children not stated was first
distributed to reflect the distribution of divorces by number
of children reported, Then the estimated number of di-
vorces with a given number of children was multiplied by
the number of children (that is, the number of divorces
involving one child was multiplied by 1, the number in-
valving two children was multiplied by 2, and so forth).
The sum of the products istheestimatednumber of children
of divorced parents in a given registration State, The sum
of State estimates for participating States is the estimate
for the DRA,

In order to obtain national estimates for 1963, the
average number of children per decree was computed for
the 16 Staies that have reported children witha satisfactory
degree of completeness (Alaska, Hawaii, Idaho, lowa,
Kansas, Michigan, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, Ohio,
Oregon, South Dakota, Tennessee, Virginia, Wisconsin, and
Wyoming), and the patiomal divorce total was multiplied by
this average, This method was alsec used to revise figures
for the years 1961 through 1964, originally estimated hy
using a different method, Hence data for these years shown
in table 2-9 differ from figures published in previous issues
of Vital Stalistics of the United Slaies,

SAMPLING ERRORS

Each estimate based on a sample except statistics for
States where all records were used has a sampling error
(«). Sinceall caseswere selected with known probabilities,
the sampling error of each estimate can be computed. The
sampling errors shown intables 4-7and4-8 are the amounts
which whenaddedto and subtracted from the estimated fre-
quency or percent give the interval within which the actual
quantity being estimated would lie in approximateiy two out
of three sampies of equal size_ For example, if the sample
estimate of the number of wives under 20 years of age at
the time of divorce in 1965 is 15,000, and if the sampling
error for this estimate is 320, the probability is about
2/3 that this sample estimate is plus or minus 320 of the
true total and about 95/100 that this estimate is plus or
minus two sampling errors (640) of the true total,

In order te facilitate comparisons of sampling errors
between registration States with widely varying totals of
marriages or divorces, the sampling errors are shown
for frequencies expressed as percents of State or regis-
tration area totals. The sampling error for an estimated
percent based on the total number of events can be com-
puted by dividing the sampling error shown for the fre-
quency by the total number of events reported for the area,
As an example of the procedure, suppose the number of
nonwhite marriages in Califormia to be 13,608, or 10 per-
cent of the toial for the State. The sampling error shown
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in table 4-7 for this frequency is 482, By adding and sub-
tracting 482 from 13,608, we obtain the interval 13,126 to
14,090; the chances are about 68 out of 100 that the actual
number of nonwhite marriages is in this interval. In order
to obtain the sampling error for 10 percentitself, we divide
482 by the State totzl, 136,080, with a resulting sampling
error of 0.4 percent. Thus the chances are about 68 out of
100 that the actual percent of nonwhite marriages in
California falls between 9.6 and 10.4.

The standard error of a proportion which is based on a
subgroup in a State may be represented by the following

formula

where: P, is the proportion the denominator is of the total
marriages of the State; P, is the proportion the numerator
is of the State total; S, 'is the standard error of the de-
nominator; S; is the standard error of the mumerator;
and &V is the total nuhber of marriages for the State, Use
of this equation can best be described by an example, Sup-
pose for the State of Alabama that 40 percent of the nonwhite
brides were aged 15-19 years and we want to approximate
the standard error of this proportion. Suppose also that the
estimated number of nonwhite marriages for the entire
State was 9,000 and that 3,600 of allbrides were aged 15-19
years. Nine thousand marriages is close to 25 percent
(.F;), and 3,600 is close to 10 percent (B) of the 40,380
(N) marriages in Alabama during 1965. From table 4-7 we
find that for Alabama the standard error of 9,000 is 261
(Sy) and of 3,600 is 181 {s;). Substituting these values
into the formula we obtain

Therefore the chances are about 68 in 10 that the true
proportion is between ,385 and ,415, or 38,5 and 41,5 per-
cent.

To derermine if two proportions are significantly dif-
ferent, we divide the difference by the square root of the
sum of the squares of their standard errors. If the quo-
tient of this division is greater than 2, the probability that
the difference between the two figures is due to chance is
less than 1 in 20, To illustrate, suppose we wish to compare
the proportion of nonwhite marriages in the 15-19age group
for Alabama and Louisiana, Assume that the proportions were
0.40 with standard error .015 for Alabama and 0.44 with
standard error .019 for Louisiana, Division of the difference
by the square root of the sum ofthe squares of the standard
errors gives us

This value is less than 2, and so the difference between
the two proportions capnot be assumed to be significant,

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NONSAMPLING ERRORS

In addition to the sampling errors described above,
there are several other sources of variation, most of
which are little affected by the size or design of the sample,
For example, items may be missing from reporting forms
and hence be not reportable; items that do appear ona
form may be vague and ambiguous; responses may be in-
correct, unreadable, or missing; data may be submitted
on outdated record forms; records may be erroneously
included or excluded in the microfilm files sent to NCHS;
or the editing or coding instructions may be inadequate to
cover all cases.

For most of the data available from 1960 onward, the
completeness and year-to-year consistency are evidence
of the basic reliability and coverage of the marriage- and
divorce-registration systems, Furthermore, several of
the States currently working to improve their registration
practices in order to enter the registration areas are
achieving higher levels of completeness and adequacy of
reporting than those currently in the MRA or DRA, This
is particularly true in the case of divorces.

Sending the complete files of marriage and divorce
recards to NCHS for processing, initiated in 1963, permits
special investigation Into various types of nonsampling
errors for specified areas. Such studies were undertaken
in 1963 by examination of the microfilm files, A report
of this research is included in Section 4, Volume III,
Vital Statlistics of the United Slates, 1963,

Incomplete reporting

Nonresponse errors in marriage and divorce data
arise from two sources: An irem may not be included on
the reporting form (not reportable); or although the item may
be on the form, there may be no response or the response
may be illegible (nor completed). Regarding the second
source of nonresponse, some reporting forms include items
which are badly worded and do not elicit responses which
are sufficiently precise to be classified, Furthermore,
sometimes when a State revises its form to include addi-
tional items, copies of the old form are still extensively
used by registration offices until a supply of the new
version is received, The items not included on the old
forms are tabulated as "not completed."

Data presented in tables 4-9 and 4-10 show the pro-
portions of not stated cases for specified characteristics
of marriages and divorces for 1965. The proportions
"not reportable” and "not completed" are shown sepa-
rately for the MRA and for the DRA, Foommotes to entries
undexr the characteristics identify the specific reporting
areas for which an item was not reportable, Not completed
cases were estimated by subtracting the not reportable
responses from all nonresponses, Not completed cases
were typically blank, but illegible responses and cases of
records not received were also included in this category as
well as some responses which were inappropriate, For
example, numbers were written on some sample records
instead of the specific previous marital status of the bride
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and groom. Checks of problems as they arose yielded
evidence of only scattered instances of such responses.
A major proportion of the not stated cases for marriages
were because of the absence of items on some of the re-
porting forms, The majority of not stated items on rec-
ords of divorce and annulment came from lack of response
to some of the items requested on the reporting forms,

For the MRA, State of birth constituted the largest not
completed characteristic (3.5 percent for brides and 3.2
for grooms), There was a high proportion of cases in which
the color data were not reportable (19,6 percent). Propor-
tions of not reportable cases were also large for type of
marriage ceremony (7.9 percent) and State of birth (8.1
percent). Most of the remainiog not reportable cases arose
from variations in items about the marital status of pre-
viously married brides and grooms.

With the exception of number of children reported,
reporting of specified characteristics for the DRA were
slightly more complete in 1965 than in 1964, Even so, items
of personal information have typically been less complete
than legal items and information about the marriage. One
possible explanation of the -incompleteness of personal
items is that in several States the local court official
responsible for filing the form is not empowered to require
completion of the reporting form but can cnly secure
information from tramscripts of court proceedings on the
case,

Race or color was missing from the divorce record
in only one DRA State, but this accounted for 15.8 percent
of all divorces. The number of times hushand and wife
were married was not requested on one form, and dara for
classifying residence of the defendant and to whom the de-
cree was granted were each missing from one form,

Other sources of error

Inconsistent vesponses.—Consistency between items on
the marriage and divorce certificates is limited, by ne-
cessify, to a very small number of items, When age and date
of birth are both reported, they are not always consistent.
Previous marital status is sometimes not consistent with
number of times married or number of this marriage.

Ambiguous wording of ilems.—Some of the items
are worded so that they do not yield information which can
be classified in standardized categories. Some briefly
worded items actually require additional questions on
the part of the local recorder in order to obtain the de-
tailed information sought. Items which were most fre-
quently sources of this type of error were those requesting
geographic place names (residence, place of marriage, and
place, of birth) and those requesting data about previous
marriages.

Micvofilm errovs,—Exrrors in the arrangement of the
records received on microfilin in NCHS sometimes occur
when numbers on the records are out of sequence, missing,
or duplicated or when records which are not part of the
universe being sampled are erroneously included in the
file, No standardized order of records has yet been de-
veloped for microfilming the marriage and divorce rec-
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ords, as is the case for birth and death records. In one
area, permanent State files of marriage records were ar-
ranged by date of application for the license rather than by
a number assigned to licemses used in each county. Thus
marriages actually occurring in any yvear may have been
included in- files for earlier years; 4 to 5 percent of the
1965 marriages were so duplicated. Special arrangements
to locate and microfilm these records are made each
year by NCHS, In a few other cases, relatively small num-
bers of records of marriages occurring in earlier or
later years were interspersed with records for the data
year,

Processing evvovs,—Exrors in coding and tabulating
may arise from inadequate instructions or specifications,
Coding instructions may not provide rules for some de-
cisions coders are expected to make, and individual judg-
ments may be substituted, All coding was verified 100
percent; taped data were edited for impossible codes and
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for inconsistencies where possible, Instances of impossible
codes and inconsistencies in information about previous
marriages were rechecked to the records. This editing and
rechecking indicated only negligible numbers of coding
errors.
