•Serve on interagency Modeling 
Subcommittee of the Technical Fisheries 
Committee to calculate safe harvest 
levels for five lake whitefish and two 
lake trout management units in 1836 
Treaty waters of Lake Huron.

•Conduct fishery independent lake 
whitefish surveys in 1836 Treaty 
regulated management units.

•Conduct nearshore and mid-lake fall 
spawning surveys on historically 
important lake trout spawning reefs to 
gauge progress towards lake trout 
rehabilitation
