CMS recently developed a new specialty code to categorize Pedorthic Personnel, Medical Supply Company
with Pedorthic Personnel and Rehabilitation Agency. These specialty codes are B2: Pedorthic Personnel, B3:
Medical Supply Company with Pedorthic Personnel, and B4: Rehabilitation Agency. VMS, the standard
system for DMEPOS supplier claims processing, must be able to recognize and accept these specialty codes for
claims processing and payment.
