Quarantine (Regulation of Import into India) Order, 2003, namely:-

“Draft Order”

1. (1) This Order may be called the Plant Quarantine (Regulation of

Import into India) (Third Amendment) Order, 2006)

(2) It shall, unless otherwise modified, come into force on 1.11.2006.

2. The following entry shall be added to Schedule VI:-

(i) against Serial Number 293 in Column 6 after the text of serial

number (iii) :-

“(iv) dry fruit for consumption” :-

“for almonds,- fumigation by phosphine at a minimum dosage of 40

gm/1000 cu.ft. for 7 days, so as to result in complete mortality of all

life stages of quarantine pests, i.e. Mediterranean flour moth

(Ephestia kuetniella) and Apricot chalcid and the treatment shall be

endorsed on the phytosanitary certificate”

(ii) against Serial Number 307 in column 6 of the text of Serial Number

(iv) relating to “pinus spp (pine wood)”:-

“heat treatment at 560C for 30 minutes (core temperature of wood)”

3. Any person desirous of making any suggestion or objection in respect of

this draft Order may forward the same by 30.09.2006 to Shri Amand Shah,

Director (Plant Protection), Ministry of Agriculture, Department of Agriculture &

Cooperation, Krishi Bhavan, New Delhi for consideration of the Central

Government.

4. The import of almonds and pinewood lumber into India is also permissible

in accordance with the provisions of the abovementioned draft
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Order, unless specifically disallowed, till the issue of final Order in this regard.
