The most important revison is tha, upon implementation of this standard, expected
1 May 2006, treetment of al wood packaging will be mandatory and untrested imported
wood packaging will be trested, reshipped or destroyed It is important to note that this
requirement applies to both containerised and uncontainerised/bresk bulk cargo.
