Presentation Notes�
In the United States and dependent areas, the prevalence rate of AIDS among adults and adolescents was estimated at 178.6 per 100,000 at the end of 2006. The rate for adults and adolescents living with AIDS ranged from an estimated 2.5 per 100,000 in American Samoa to an estimated 2,016.5 per 100,000 in the District of Columbia.

The District of Columbia is a metropolitan area. Use caution when comparing its AIDS rate to state AIDS rates.
