The increase is due primarily to the widespread use of highly active antiretroviral therapy, introduced in 1996, which has delayed the progression of AIDS to death.�At the end of 2006, an estimated 447,720 adults and adolescents were living with AIDS; of these, 77% were males and 23% were females. �The data have been adjusted for reporting delays.�
