Complete worksheet A, B, and C for all oil or natural gas projects in your Region meeting the 
following conditions: 

1)  Approved and constructed, or partially constructed, between October 1, 1999 and September 
30, 2004. 

2)  Assessed in an Environmental Assessment (not in an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) 
or Decision Memo (DM)). 

If an Environmental Assessment covers many individual drill sites, assess the total project as 
appropriate to make a determination of the significance of effects, not necessarily each drill site 
within the project.
