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To foster visitor appreciation of the
outstanding ecological values and
recreational opportunities that com-
prise Canaveral National Seashore,
thirteen primitive campsites are avail-
able for use on a reservation basis.

A PERMIT IS REQUIRED, and
THERE IS A FEE to camp in the park.
Campsites are $10/night for up to six
persons; $20/night for seven or more
persons. YOU MUST OBTAIN A
