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ALABAMA.

ALABAMA is bounded north by Tennessee, east by Georgia aiid Florida, south by Florida 
and the Gulf OS Xexico, and west by Mississippi. Its extreme length north to soiith is 336 miles, 
breadth varying fronl about 150 to 200 miles; land area, 61,5-10 Square miles. The Alleghany 
range enters the State a t  the northeast, and estends tomard the centre, fiually losing itself in 
mere hills; then f o l l o ~ ~ s  a tract of rolling prairies, interspersed ~v i th  pine barrens and exceed- 
ingly rich alluvial bottonls, inclnding the cane brake region, one of the ricliest cottoii produciiig 
districts in the world. From this to the Florida border and the Gulf the land is generally flat. 
This part is thinly settled, and is mostly covered with pine forests, w;iich are of great value, 
Thile the product OS naval stores here is very considerable. North of this is the broad beltof rich 
black soil, a space of several miles in breadth, constituting the great cottoii producing section 
of the State. The soil then becoines sandy and poor, bnt abundant water power renders it 
capable of beconling a fine nianufacturing district. The mineral region orcupies the northeast 
part, while the northwest is a good agricultural and stock raising country. The mountain dis- 
trict and the valley of the Teunessee possess fine forests of hardwood tiniber. Cotton is grown 
throughout the State, but mainly in tha central belt alluded to ; tobacco chiefly in the nortli; 
very fine wheat in the north and north east ; rice in the south ; corn largely all orer the State. 
Uairy products, fruits, ~ o o l ,  oats, and sweet potatoes are produced in considerable quantities. 
Manufactures hare been unimportant until lately, when considerable increase has been man- 
ifested, but agriculture is by far the leadingindustry, though it is somen-hat rapidly declining 
in comparative importance. The chief manufact,ures are flour, luinber, leather, cotton goods 
and cotton gins, thread and yarn, iron and machinery, that of iron and its products having 
enormously increased within the past few years. Commerce centres a t  Nobile. Cotton and lum- 
her are the chief esports. Extensiw beds of brown hematite of an escellent quality are found in 
Bibb, Cleburne, Jefferson, St. Clair, Shelby, and Talladega Counties. Jefferson County is the main 
seat of the iron production. There are other extensive beds of ore. The coal fields contain thick 
fields of bituminous coal of s e~e ra l  lrinds; considerable gold has been mined; silver and 
copper are also found; potter's, porcelain and fire clays, hydraulic limestone, manganese and 
many other minerals esist iii considerable quantities ; there are T-arions bnilding stones. Tlie 
statuary granite aad white niarble of Coosa County and the variegated marbles of Talladega 
and adjacent counties are not surpassed by any in the country. There are 66 Counties in Ala- 
bama ; newspapers are published in all.

The soil is very fertile when irrigated, even on the alkaline plains; and the nlountain lauds are 
well adapted to stock raising and woolgrowing. Wheat, barley, and corn appear to be the prin- 
cipal crops; Sugar cane has been successfully cultivated in the sonthwest ; but pastoral occupa- 
tions are better suited to the country, and more profitable than strictly agricultural pursuits. 
With the increase in the number of irrigating canals, of which there are said to be now 
400 miles, representing a cost of $1,000,000, a corresponding increase may be looked for in land 
subjected to tillage, of which there are millions of acres suited to the growth of every variety of 
grasses, grains, fruits and vegetables grown in the temperate and semi-tropic zones, and which 
only require irrigation to make them yield abundantly. The chief wealth of the Territory, 
however, lies in its mineral deposits. Gold, silver, lead, copper, iron, cinnabar, salt, borax, etc., 
abound, aiid the mining and working Of gold and silver ores is a t  present the leading industry. 
There are valuable deposits of coal and iron, which await the extension of railroads to be 
developed. There are 11 Counties in Arizona ; newspapers are published in all.

ARKAHSASis bounded north by Nissouri, east by Missouri, Tennessee, and Mississippi, 
south by Louisiana, southwest by Texas, and west by the Indian Territory ; greatest length 
from north to south, 240 miles, and breadth from l i O  to250 miles; land area, 53,045 Square miles. 
The eastern part is low and level, with dense forests and mang smamps and lakes, and is fre- 
quently more or less inundated by the Mississippi, Arkansas, and other rivers. The surface 
rises tomard the centre, where it is hilly and diversified with forests and rolling prairies. 
'urther west are branches of the Ozark Mountains, comprising the Black Hills in the north, 
Cane Hills in the northwest, and the Ouachita Hills in the south. The Vallex of the St. Francis, 
in the uortheast, is nearly all swamp; the Valley of the Arkansas, from the Indian Territory 
line entirely across the State, is unsurpassed as a cotton producing country; the Valley of the 
White in the north, abounding in forests, is also rich in agriculture; in the southern part of the 
State are the Saline, Ouachita, Little Missouri and Red rivers, while in the southeast the B a ~ o u  
Bartholomew makes a large country tributary to the Mississippi Rirer. The soil is very varied. 
The river bottoms are very fertile, and yield large crops of cotton, corn, sweet potatoes, tobacco 
and fruit. The soil is less productive on the uplands, but in many places, particularly north, pro- 
duces good crops of wheat, oats, and fruit, especially apples. Cotton is the chief staple; corn next. 
Hay is an important crop. Stock raising is growing rapidly, the mild winters being highly 
beneficial to stock, and the cost of "keeping up" stock thus avoided. The principal manufac- 
tures are cotton seed oil, flour and grist mill products, cotton gins, leather, wo01 carding, and lum- 
ber. The prodiiction of black walnut lumber for cabinet purposes is an  important industry. 
In the matter of ores, mechanical and precious, Arkansas is coming to the front as one of the 
greatest of ore producing States, and millions of dollars are now being used in their develop- 
ment. As a fruit country the northwestern part of Arkansas is unrivalled, especially as to 
apples. Coal, argentiferous galena, zinc, copper, and iron, marble, grind stone, granite, and 
kaolin are among the minerals. Good coal is mined in Crawford, Conway, Franklin, Johnson, 
Perry, Pope, Pulaslri, Sebastian, Scott, Washington, White, and Yell Counties. Silver is found 
in connection with galena in Pulaski an& Sevier Counties, and with lead in Benton. Carroll, 
Independence, Izard, Lawrence, Madison, Marion, Newton, Pulaski, Randolph, Searcy, and , 
Washington Counties; excellent marble, especially in Madison County. Slate for all purposes 
is quarried in Pike, Pulaski, Polk, Garland and Sevier Counties; Garland County has extensive 
quarries of Arkansas hone or oilstone. In  Pulaski County, a few miles south of Little Rock. 
very extensive quarries of blue granite have been opened up within the past year, and valuable 
discoveries of iron have also been made. Among the mineral springs, the "Hot Springe of 
Arkansas," a t  Hot Springs, Garland County, are the most renowned. There are 73 Counties in 
Arkansas; iiemspapers are published in 74.

C.~LIFORNI-4 is bounded north by Oregon, east by Kevada and Arizona, south by Lower Cali- 
fornia, and vest  by the Pacific Ocean. A line drawn through its centre, following the curves of 
the eastern and western borders, would measure about 770 miles. Its greatest breadth is about 
330 miles ; least breadth, 150 miles ; arerage breadth, 230 miles ; land area, 156,980 Square miles. 
I t  is the largest State in the Union except Texas. The surface is traversed by tu70 great ranges, 
the Sierra Kevada in the east and the Coast Range in the m-est, while between thenz is the beau- 
tiful and fertile valley of the rivers Sacramento and San Joaquin. The Yosemite and other val- 
leys are on the western slope of the Sierra Nevadas, and the eastern slope teems with minerals. 
The north is an elevated mountain region, n-ith a rugged surface and poor soil. The soil of a 
large part of the Mate is very deep and rich, and the yield of agricultural products generally is 
very great. Irrigation is needed in many parts of the state, particularly in the southern portion 
and is being rapidly introduced. Not less than 3,000,000 acres have been reclaimed in this man- 
ner, and the reserroirs and ditches are being extensively added to. For every kind of fruit that 
grows in semi-tropical and temperate climates, California is, in soil and climate, pre-eminently 
favorable. The wheat crop ranges from 20,000,000 to 24,000,000 bushels a year. Barley exceeds 
40,000.000 bushels. Cattle and sheep are largely raised, the cattle numbering 500,000; sheep 
over 4,000,000. The wo01 clip is estimated a t  35,000,000 pounds. The yield of raisins is 
20,000,000 pounds, and the estimated yield of wine 17,000,000 gallons, of brandy 400,000 gallons 
and of grapes 600,000 pounds. Uried fruits are extensively produced; oranges, lenzons, 
and other tropical fruits, and honey, are raised in the south, and tobacco, corn, barley, 
and hops in various parts of the State. Beet root, for conversion into sugar, is profitably 
raised. The olive is attracting a great deal of attention, and justly so, as the State fnruishes on 
its hills and mountain slopes the soil exactly suited to its production, and it is believed that in 
a few years the California olive groves will ril-al those of the Mediterranean. Irideed, California 
is famous for her wheat, wool, vineyard produce, and agricultural products generallu, scarcely less 
than for her yield of the precious metals. The estimated production of gold aud silver is 
p20,000,000, of quicksilver nearly 600,000 pounds, and of petroleum, 12,500,000 gallons, while natural 
gas has been discovered a t  Stockton, Santa Barbara, Redwood City and other points. There are 
numerons other minerals, includiug valuable deposits of lead, copper, iron, chromium, anti- 
mony, borax, rock salt, soda, potash, sulphur, etc. nlanufacturing interests are growiug rapidly, 
the principal being lninber, flour, ~~oo lens ,  wine, brandy, tobacco, cigars, machinery, and 
metallic wares. The annual value of the fishing interest is about $6,000,000. There are 54 Coun- 
ties in California ; newspapers are published in 53.

I t  is intersected 
near the center by the Sierra Madre Range of the  Roclry Mountains, including the liighest 
peaks, among  which are  Pike's and  Long's Peaks, Mts. Torrey, Liqcoln, Gray, Pale, Harvard, 
tlie Spanish Pedlrs, etc. The mountains enclose the  wonderful valleys or  basins lrnown as  
parks, nlany of ~ ~ h i c h  are  small, but others iarger than  some entire States. These parlrs are  
well timbered, a n d  abound ~ v i t h  beautiful scenery, being di~ersif ied with l o v  hills and  ridges, 
which contain the sources of ali the great rivers tha t  rise i n  the State. The enstern part  of Col- 
orado is a n  immense plain, ~ r e l l  adapted to  stock raising. Agriculture is being carried on  to  a 
greater extent than  ever hefore. Extensive irrigating ditches have beeu constructed a n d  a re  
being rapidly aclded to, both i n  the river valleys of the mest, a n d  along the Arlransas in  the east. 
The total length of canals a t  the present t ime  is about 4,000 miles ; acres irrigated, over 2,000,000. 
Where water can be had the soil is rery productiw. The leading fa rm products are  wheat, corn, 
barley, oats, hay, potatoes, &uits, garden and  dairy products. The yield of wlieat is over 2,600,000 
bushels, of oats 1,50O,OCO, of corn, over 1,000,000, and  of potatoes about 3,000,000. Cattle raising a n d  
sheep farining are  the  chief agricultural pursuits. It is estimated to  have 2,000,000 sheep, a n d  
1,500,OW cattle, while the wool clip is abont 10,000,000 pounds. Lumbering is a n  inlportant 
indiistry. but  the iniiiing of gold, silver, and  other metals is the chief source of wealth. Large 
beds of lignite. of good qnality, exist, the total extent  of coal bearing strata i n  the state being 
estimated a t  more than26,000,000acres, or as large as ai l  England. Upward of 2,000,000 tons of coal 
are produced annually. Petrolenm has been discovered, and  thir ty  wells have been opened near 
Florenc6. Copper, cenient, fire clay, and  manganese are  worlred to  some extent, while the iron 
OE the state is nianufactnred into steel and  i ron rails. There are  65 Counties i n  Colorado; news-
papers are  published i n  all.

CO~YNECTICUT1s bounded north by Massachusetts, east by Rhode Island, south by Loiig 
Island Sound, and west by New York. Its average length from east to Fest is 86 miles; its aoer- 
age breadth, 66 miles ; land area, 4,845 square miles. The eastern Part is principally composed of 
rounded hills, which, though stony, afford rich pasturage; aild the valleys support a thrifty 
agricultural and mannfacturing population. The Connecticut Valley, near the river, and a t  a 
distaiice from the Sound, is T7ery fertile. In the 5011th the land is broken and the soil sandy and 
grauelly, but when 13-ell nianured yields good crops of potatoes, rye, oats, and corn. In the west 
the surface is rough and the hilb are abrupt. There are several good harbors on tlie coast, 
and a large business is done in oyster fishing and in the taking of fish for oil and fish-guano. 
Agricultiire emplo-s one-third of the working population and the value of the farnis reaches 
$121,000,000. Dairy products and hay are the principal staples of the east and West. Tobacco is 
largely grown in the Connecticut Valley. Corn, rye, oats, and potatoes are grov-n in nearly all 
sections. Tlie land near the large cities and towns is chiefly devoted to niarket gardening. Tlie 
Connecticut River is Open to steamboat navigation froin its mouth to Hartford. The Thames 
River is likewise na~~igahle by Sound steamers as far as its formation by the Yantic and She- 
tucket Rivers in Norwich city, and steamers ply regularly betv7een that city and NewYorlt, and, 
in the summer season, to the seaside resorts. Connecticut is mainly a nlanufacturiug State, it 
having an unusual abundance of water power, and its industries are very extensive and ~ a r i e d ,  
aniong the leadinzproductions being clocks, hardware, india-rubber goods, firearnls and textile 
fdbrics. Excelleut iron is made from Connecticut ores, and very large quantities of bro\vi~ 
stone are taken from the celebrated Portland sandstone quarries. The State of Connecticut, 
and especially its capital city of Hartford, has beconle celebrated for the ext?nt and soliditj- of 
its insurance interests,-the niiieteen life and fire compaiiies of Hartford alone representing iii 
capital aiid assets nearly two hundredmillions of dollars. There are 8 Counties in Connecticut ; 
newspapers are published in all.

DELAWAREis bounded north by Pennsylvania, east by the Delaware River and Bey, and the 
Atlantic Ocean, south and west by Maryland. Its length from north to south is 96 miles, its 
breadth ranging from 9 to 12 miles in the north to about 36 miles in the south; land area 1,960 
square miles. The surface in the north is finely diversified with hill and dale, and southwardthe 
land is rolling, with fringes of marshes and sl-iampy tracts along the indentations of Delaware 
Bay. The nlost southerly two fifths of the State is in great part a sandy region. Kaolin and 
iron ore are found in the north. The soil in the interior of the State is light and easily 
cultivated. The agricultural products are grain, corn, fruit, and marlcet garden produce; peach 
gromingand small products-bewies,-are prominent industries. Over olle hundred evaporators 
and canneries are engaged in conserving all kinds of fruits, berries and garden vegetables, a t  
Dover, Milford, Georgetown, Snlyrna and other towns in the lower half of the State. Manufac-
tures are rarious, and are carried on chiefly in Wilnlington aud its vicinity. Iron goods, gun- 
powder, paper, leather, carriages, machinery, Cotton and woolen goods, and flour are the leading 
products. Seaford ships immense quantities of oysters, and Lewes is a Station for menhaden 
and other fisheries. Oyster growing and fishing are important industries. Large quantities 
of timber are out for ship building, the manufacture of glass and for railroad ties. There 
are 3 Counties in Delaware; nemspapers are published in all.

FLORIDAis bounded north by Alabama and Georgia, east by the Atlantic Ocean, south and 
w2St by the Gulf of Mexico and Alabama. The peninsular portion of tlie State is about375 miles 
long by an  average breadth of 90 niiles; the upper portion 360 miles from east to west by from 30 
to 90 miles fronl north to south; land area, 58,650 Square niiles. The surface is diversified with 
numerous lakes, the largest, Okeechobee, being 40 miles long by about 30 niiles broad. There is a 
coast line of about 1150 miles, while the water surface coniprises one fifteenth of the whole. The 
largest portion of the southern part of the peninsula is occupied by the Ererglades, an 
erergreen marsh or swanip, inipassable in the rainy season, and resenibling an  immense lake 
dotted with innumerable islands of from half an  acre to hundreds of acres in extent, the whole 
comprising over 2,000,000 acres. From the northern end of the smanlp to Georgia is mostly a 
dead level, with occasional undulations and small hills. West of the neck of the peninsula the 
surface becomes 2. little more uneven; the central portion is the most fertile, but there are 
niany pine barrens there. There are nnnierous gentle eminences called hammocks, which are 
remarkably fertile, as are also the swamp lands ahen  ditched and drained. Sugar cane is raised 
chiefly along the Gulf%oast. Eoth long and short staple cotton and tobacco are grown, but corn 
and rice are the principal cereals. Oranges, lemons, limes, pineapples, figs, olives, and grapes 
flourish luxuriantly ; garden vegetables are largely produced, for the northern market, while of 
recent years the shipment of oranges north has become very important. Cattle require little 
care, are not housed in winter, and large numbers are raised and shipped to Havana. Hogs 
fatten on the roots and nlast of the forest. Sponge is found on many parts of the coast. 
Manufactures of pine luniber, ship timber, tar, rosin, tupentine, cotton seed oil and cake, pal- 
nletto hats and braids; salt is nmde by solar evaporation; cigars are manufactured at  Key West 
and Ybor City, near Tanipa, in large quantities. During 1857 a great impetus Tvas given to the 
growing of tobacco. In  June, 1859, deposits of phosphate rock were discovered, supposed to 
underiie parts of 8 or 10 counties, and to be of very great quantity, They are being developed, 
and will doubtless prove of high commercial value. There are considerable fisheries, the inland 
and coast waters being full of fish; oysters are abundant, and the sponge and coral fisheries 
are of iniportance. There are 45 Counties in Florida ; newspapers are published in 43.

GEORGIAis bounded north by Tennessee and North Carolina, northeast by South Carolina, 
southeast by the Atlantic Ocean, south by Florida, and west by Alabama. Its extreme lengtli 
from north to south is 320 miles, extreme breadth 254 miles ; land area, 59,475 square miles. The 
surface is varied; along the coast, it is intersected by numerous rivers and sounds, and the couutry 
for niiles inland is a succession of ridges of pines and live oaks and swanips of cypress; the 
great Okeefinokee Swamp is in the southeast. Back from the coast is a stretch of sandy land, 
nlostly pine barrens, and yielding large amounts of timber and naval stores. A series of ter- 
races bring the land in the nliddle of the State to abont 5i5 feet abore tidewater, fronl which 
elevation it rises toward the north more rapidly, until it beconies mountainous, being there 
crossed by spurs of the Appalachians. The soil of the islands is sandy, producing sea island 
cotton; that of the n~ainland, rich alluvial, producing corn, cotton, and rice; the middle region 
is red loam, yielding good cotton, corn, tobacco, etc. In  the north there is much fertile soil ; 
grain, tobacco, fruits, and vegetables are largely gromn, but not much cotton, which is mainly 
raised in the central, west central, and southwestern regions. Sugar cane is grown in the south, 
and considerable pork fattened, mainly for honie consumption; smeet potatoes are largely pro- 
duced; wo01 is prominent, but corn and cotton are the leading staples. Among the leading in- 
dustries are lumber, flour, boots and shoes, carriages, cotton and woolen goods, wo01 cardiug 
and cloth dressing, leather, saddlery, metallic wares, furniture, Castings, machinery, farm iiu- 
plements, etc. The nunlber of cotton factories in the State in 1880 was 40, with 108,656 spindles, 
and 4,493 looms. In  1889, they had iricreased to 54, with 350,000 spindles and 8,000 looms. The 
most important are a t  Augusta and Colun~bus, the other chief seats of the cotton man-
ufacture are Athens, Atlanta, Decatur, Macon, Savannah, and West Point. Savannah, the 
commercial capital of the State, is the niost important South Atlantic seaport. The City 
is the seat of a large foreign and domestic commerce. Its railroads extend to all parts of 
the country, and its steamships ply daily to the principal iYorth Atlantic ports. Savannah is 
the largest naval stores and second largest cotton and rice port in the UnitedStates, andalso an 
important point for the manufacture and shipment of lumber and fertilizers. Atlanta has large 
iron u-orks, and is developing as a manufacturing cit,y with highly encouraging rapidity. 
Ronie, Dalton, Marietta, Thomasville are manufacturing towns. The product of the cot- 
ton factories and iron works is 1-alued at  orer i$10,000,000. The iron and steel trade is 
overtaking the cotton manufactrire in importance. Other important branches of manufac-
ture are lumber, flour, pnlp, etc. Darien, Brunswiclr, and St. Marys manufacture and es-
port lunlber. Minerals ; bitunlinous coal in the northwestern Portion ; immense deposits 
of iron ore in Bartow and Cherokee Counties; copper ore in Gilmer County; gold is most 
plentiful in Cherokee, Carroll, Cobb, and Lumpkin Connties; silver, lead, and many other 
minerals, granite, marble, gypsnm, slate, and petroleum; escellent marble in Pickens and 
Cherokee Counties; hydraulic limestone in Bartow County. There are numerous mineral 
springs of which the Indian Spring in Butts County and the Bowien Lithia, or Salt Spring, 
in Douglas County are the best known. The development of the rich marble resources in 
north Georgia during the past five years has been wonderful. There are inexhaustable quar- 
ries of the finest nlarble in Pickens, Cherokee, Murray and adjoiningconnties and millions of dol- 
lars hal-e been invested in opening them. There are 137 Counties in Georgia; newspapers are 
published in 126.

The pirairie soils are deep s n d  fertile; that  of the river bottoms is often inexhaustible. d tract 
called the Ainerican Bottom, estending aiong tiie Nississippi River a length of ninety miles by 
about five in  breadth, has a n  allux-ial soil abo~i t  twenty-fix-e feet in  depth. Illinois is unescelled 
a s  a n  agricultural State, and is anlong the first i n  manufactiires. Spring and wiuter wheat, 
corn, and other cereals, dairy produce, wool, and hay, are leading products. Corn is produced 
most abundantly, the 1889 crop rendering the enormous aggregate of 247,980,589 bushels. 
The industrial pursuits embrace a wide range of articles, aud the seats of manufacture are dis- 
tributed generally thronghout the State. The leading articles of manufacture incliide iron and 
steel and their products, wooden ware, furniture, farming implements, cars and carriages, flour, 
watches, woolen goods, bridge work, lumber, tiles, glassv-are, soap, malt  and distilled liquors, etc. 
Pishing interests center chiefly a t  Chicago, which is also the centre of a n  immense business in  
live stock and lumber. Katiiral gas in  large quantities has lately been discovered a t  various 
points in  the State, and is successf~illy used for heating and lighting in Litchfield. There are 
102 Counties in  Illinois ; newspapers are published i n  all.

IsDIAn-A is bounded north by Michigan a n d  Lake Xichigan, east by Ohio, south by Keil- 
tucky, a n d  Fes t  by Illinois. I t s  extreme length north a n d  south is 276 miles; average breadth 
140 miles ; land area 33,910 square riiiles. About t ro- thirds  of the surface is undulating or  l e ~ e l  
prairie; near the Ohio a n d  other streams the surface is hilly a n d  often abrupt  a n d  rugged. I n  
the extreme northmest there is a sandy tract, with coilsiderable marsh land. The northeast 
abounds i n  oalr openings a n d  prairie land, interspersed with man>- small  lakes. The soil is 
generally fertile, much  of i t  esceedingly so ; the richest is found along the Wabash, White, and  
White Water  Rivers. There is abundance of coal of good quality. The iron manufactnre is 
extensive, Indiana coal being particularly suited to  this industry, hut  the  ores used come 
nlainly from the LakeSuperior region, >lissouri, a n d  Tennessee. Indiana has some bog ore and  
local deposits of better grades mhich h a r e  been worked to  some extent. There are  sonie sal t  
springs, good sandstone, limestone, fire brick, potter's clays, a n d  kaolin. Liniestone is partic- 
ularly abundant, being practically ineshaustible i n  quantity. Indiana ranks high as  a grain 
producing a n d  stock raising State. Corn, wheat, oats, tobacco, a n d  potatoes are  raised i n  large 
quantities. Corn is t h e  most  abundant  product, while of live stock cattle a n d  swine a re  the most 
numerous. Butter, V-001, hay, nlaple sugar, a n d  sorghum molasses also, are  impor tan t  
products; timber is largely exported. Manufactures a re  numerons and  extensive, the  chief 
industries being flouring a n d  grist inill produce, lumber, woolen goods, furniture, car-
riages and  wagons, i ron a n d  i ron ware, machinery, agricultural implements, pork packing, 
liquors, metallic wares, leather, boots, shoes, a n d  clothing. The most  important  fact of the 
present is the existence of a 7-ery large natural  gas belt, said to be the laigest knom-n i n  the 
world, extending over 21 counties, or more than  6,000 square miles. There a re  92 Counties i n  
Indiana ; newspapers are  published i n  all.

IolvA is bounded north by iifinnesota, east by TVisconsin and Illinois, south by Missouri, 
and west by Nebraska and Dakota. Its greatest length from east to ~vest is 300 miles, and 
breadt,h 208 nliles; land area, 55,475 square miles. The surface is generally rolling prairie, with 
no mountains nor even high hills, but with frequent bluffs along streams; and in places near 
large rivers it presents a broken appearance, cansed by erosion from torrents. The sout,hern 
part is tlie niost lerel, with prairies, groves, aild the numerous afloents of the two great 
rirers. In the northeast the surface is nlore elevated, mith nume;ous low hills mith tops 
CO\-eredwith oaks, and abounding in lead and other ore; but the distinguishing feature of Iowa 
is its prairies, which are everymhere fertile and easily tilled, and, having few stones or stumps, 
are especially adapted for the use of agricultural machinery. The ralleys of the Red Cedar, 
I o \ ~ a ,and Des Moines ri7-ers contain the richest soils; northward of these the soil becon~es less 
fertile, but is still productire and remuneratil-e. Building stone is abundant; coal and lead 
are estensively ~vorked. Iron ore and other nlinerals are found. The cereals generally, dairy 
and market garden products, ~ ~ o o l ,  linseed, sorghum, and live stock of all kinds are very largely 
produced. As in Illinois and Indiana, corn is the most important product. Grapes grow viel1 
i n  the south, and fruit cnlture is increasing. Stock raising is an industry of growing importance. 
Tho~igh only 10 years old in 1886 the State then rankeci first in swine, second in milk cows and 
other cattle, and third in horses. The manufacturing inierests are rapidlj- de~eloping, the 
leading branches being flour, lumber, ~ o o d  31-orking, carriages, woolen goods, boots and shoes, 
pork packing, saddlery, furnitixe, malt liquors, and farm implements. There are 99 Counties 
i n  Iowa; newspapers are published in all.

KANSASis bounded north by Nebraska, east by Missouri, south by the Indian Territory, and 
west bg- Colorado. Its length from east to aes t  is 410 miles, and from north to south 210 miles ; 
land area, 62,300 square miles. The surface is chiefly undulating in the east, while the western 
part has a rolling and varied surface, with every requisite for grazing. There are no mountains, 
Yery fev lakes, and those small and shallow; no marshes but salt marshes, and these are valu- 
able. When the State was settled only five per cent. of the area was forest, and this was 
distributed mainly along streams and in occasionalgroves and small tracts; but it is estimated 
tliat the area of forest trees has since increased twenty per cent. by voluntary growth, trans- 
planting, and by seed. The western half, however, is very scantily supplied mith timber, but 
ttiere is an abundance of coal, which is used for domestic purposes and for export to Nebraska, 
Missouri and other points; over 40,000,000 bushels being mined in 1889, employing 5,600 hands. 
Tliere are several varieties of good building stone. The bottoni and table lands are chiefly aricli 
blaclr loani, and higlily productive. Winter and spring wheat, corn, rye, oats, and potatoes 
are tlie chief products, while broom corn, sorghum, flax, hemp, castor beaiis, tobacco, and hay 
are also largely produced. The wheat crop is about 3i,000,000 bushels ; that of corn, nearly 300,-
000,000 bushels. Cattle raising is a prominent industry, and sheep farming is becoming frequent 
in tlie western part. The number of cattle in the State is over 2,000,000, that of hogs about the 
sanie number, and of sheep over 1,000,000. Dairy products are increasing rapidly, and Progress 
is also being niade in fruit gro1~-ing and wine making. During 1886 and 1887 attention 
was especially devoted in Kansas to the developnient of a process for making Sugar from 
sorghum, 73-hich culminated snccessfully in  188i. Glass works were also established in Fort 
Scott and Paola in 1887. Manufactures are being dereloped, and the number of establishments 
is rapidly increasing, but a t  present the chief industries are agriculture, stock raising, and fruit 
culture. The priqcipal cities are Topeka, Wichita, Atchison, Leavenworth apd Fort Scott. 
There are 105 Counties in Kansas; newspapers are published in all.

I i E n ~ u c I r ~is bounded north by Ohio and Indiana, northwest by Illiuois, esst by West Vir- 
ginia and Virginia, south by Tennessee, and west by Rlissouri; greatest length froni east to west, 
350 nliles; greatest breadth, 178 nliies ; land area, 42,000 sqnare miles. The surfdce in the east and 
soutlieast is mountainous, being broken by nunlerous parallel ranges of the Alleghany System, 
with deep and fertile ralleys. Northxvest of this section, and in the centre of the State, is the 
famous Blue Grass Region, with a gentil undulating upland surface, arid deep mlleys at  the 
rivers. Between the Green and Cumberland Rivers the surface is level and linomn as the "Bar- 
rens," because of the lack of stout tirnber in much of it. The western part is generally level 
with slight undulations.

Uairy products are ~ e r y  ex-
tensive; also sorghuni molasses, maple sugar, honey, aud wax; some cotton is raised in the 
south~vest near the Tennessee line. Tobacco is of 1-ast importance, nearly half the hmerican 
crop being handled witliin the State, Louisx-iile being the greatest leaf market in the xvorld. 
Coai, iron, building stones, clays, etc., are abundant. The tinlber forest in southeastern Ken- 
tucky Covers 10,000 square miles underlaid with coking and bituminous coals of Superior grade. 
The greatest lmown area of coking and fine caunel coals exists a t  the head of the Kentucky 
rimr. Large quantities of so-called "Red River" and the Oriskany ores used iii the man- 
ufrlcture of car rrheels and other fine iron products are annually mined, tlie prodiict dur- 
ing the last decade averaging over 50,000 tons annually. The nianufactnring interests are 
varied and important, and are carried oii chieny in the towns on the Ohio River ; an estensiw 
industrg is the smeltiug and morking of iron, while all wood manufactures flourish. Whisky 
is an important product of tlie cent,ral counties, and more nlnles are raised than in any other 
State. Salt is nmde from springs in tlienlountaiii counties. Louisvilie is situated at  the falls of 
the Ohio and has two steel bridges across that river, and 14 indepeudent raiiroad lines. I t  
makes more plows, jeans, cenlent and oak tannedsole leather than anxcity in the T\-orld. There 
are 119 Counties in Kentucky; newspapers are pnhlished in 10P.

STATE CAPITAL, BATON ROCGE. 

LOTJISIAXA is bounded north by Arkansas and Mississippi, east by Mississippi and the Gulf 
of Mexico, south by the Gulf of Mexico, and west by Texas. Its extreme lengtli from east to 
mest is about 300 miles, and breadth 240 miles ; land area, 45,420 square miles. Surface generally 
low and level. There are low hills in the north and northwest, from which the land slopes 
gradiially to the Mississippi and the Gulf. Much of the land along the river is belom the surface 
at  the spring freshets, aud is protected from overflow by the levees, which are built on both 
banks below Saton Rouge, and on the west bank throughout the State. iilany of the priiicipal 
rivers and bayous are protected in like manner. I t  is estimated tliat one-fifth of the surface of 
the State is liable to more or less frequent inundatioil. The extent of navigable water surpasses 
that of any other State in the Cnion. The soil of the river bottoms is exceedingly fertile, aud 
yields large crops of cotton, sugar cane, rice, etc. Its prairies are productive, and afford good 
pasture in places. The hilly section yields good cotton crops, but about half is covered witli 
pine barrens. The total viooded area of the State is estimatedat 16,608,800 acres, or three fifths 
of the total area. The tinlber is mainly pine, bnt there are large bodies of valuable cypress, 
and some important groves of live oaks. The great staples are cotton, sugar, rice, and corn. 
The State prodnces nearly all the sugar made in the C'iiited States. The sugar product lias 
rapidly increased of recent years, and is ilow claimed to be nearly 200,000 tons, wortli $20,000,000, 
while about 500,000 persons are said to be supported by the industry. The yield of rice is very 
large, and the quality excellent. Cattle raising is an important interest. The manufacturing 
interests are not large. The leading industries are lumber, naval Stores, castings, inachinery, 
tobacco, clothing, flouring mill prodiicts, cotton seed oil, beer, and ship building. Its cominerce, 
carried on chiefly through New Orleans, is extensive and important. Iron ores, ochre, gypsuin, 
and marl are abundant; large deposits of sulphur exist in Calcasieu Parish, and an  immense 
amount of solid rock salt on Petit Anse Island. There are 59 Parishes in Louisiana; news- 
papers are published in all.

STATECAPITAL, AUGUSTA. 

MAINE is the most northeasterly State in the Union, bounded on the north by Quebec and 
Xew Brunswick, east by New Brunswick, south by the Atlantic Ocean, and lvest by Kew Hamp- 
shire and Quebec; its extreme length is 302 miles, width 285 miles, which is extended to 2500 
miles by the many indentations; land area, 29,895 square miles. The northern part is mainly a 
wilderness of forest land with rugged surface and groups of detached mountains; thinly peo- 
pled, except in the fertile tracts of Aroostook County. In  the northeast, on the St. John's River, 
are several French Canadian Settlements. The southern part is varied, seldom much broken, and 
has tracts of great fertility, while others are only moderately fertile, especially in the southeast. 
The hay and potato crop is large and excellent ; corn thrives in the south, and winter wheat in 
the north-east; oats are very fine and prolific, and barley next. Dairy products are of great 
value. Large numbers of horses and cattle are esported. Wo01 is abundant and of good 
q~iality. The principal fruits are the cherry, plum, pear, aud apple. The State holds a promi- 
nent Position in the lumber trade; fisheries are important, and the canning of fish, lobsters, 
green corn, fruits, and vegetables is extensirely carried On. The seaboard towns enjoy a large 
coasting and West India trade. Large quantities of lime are esported from Camdeii, Rockland, 
and Thomaston. Granite is estensively quarried a t  various points, the works employing 4000 
men. Slate is quarried in large quantities a t  Brownsville and Nonson. Ice is an  important 
and profitable article of esport. The leading articles of manufacture are cotton goods, lumber, 
woolen goods, leather, paper, boots and shoes, foundry and machine shop products, ships, agri- 
cultural implements, etc. The chief seats of the lumber trade are Augusta, Bangor, Biddeford, 
Calais, Eastport, Fairfield, Lewiston and Machias ; of cotton manufacture, Augusta, Biddeford, 
Lewiston, Brunswick, Saco and Waterville; of ship building, Bath, Bangor, Belfast, Calais, 
Damariscotta, Machias, Rockland, Thomaston and Waldoboro.

MARYLAXDis bounded north by Pennsylvania, east and southeast by Delaware and the 
Atlantic Ocean, ~ e s t  by West Virginia, and south and southwest by Virginia, West Virginia, 
and the District of Columbia. The Chesapeake Bay dirides the greater Part of it into two 
unequal parts, known as the Eastern and Western Shores. Its extreme length from east to west 
on its northern border is 198 miles, and its width, following the Course of the Potomac, varies 
from 3 or 4 miles to about 120 miles ; land area, 9,860 sqiiare miles. The surface of the Eastern 
Shore is mostly level, and in parts low and swampy, but towards the north rocky and brolren. 
The Western Shore, between the Potomac Rirer and Chesapeake Bay, presents mainly the Same 
general features. The northwest is very mountainous; five or six ridges of the Alleghenies, 
principally the Blue and Laurel, traverse that section. In  the extreme west are the beautiful 
elevated valleys named Glades. The soil of the Eastern Shore and tlie lower part of theTVestern 
is generally light and sandy, well adapted for peaches and market gardening; that of the cen- 
tral and northern parts very rich, yielding immense crops of tobacco, wheat, and corn. The 
mountain slopes are thickly wooded. The oyster fisheries are more extensive than in any other 
State. The nianufactures are very numerous-canned goods (fruits, meats, and oysters,) being 
one of tlie most important. Boots and shoes, bricks, cement, chemicals, clothing, Cotton and 
woolen goods, cooperage, tobacco, flour, leather, lumber, machinery, and metallic wares are 
leading industries. Its comnlerce is confined principally to Baltimore, whose foreign trade is 
Tery important. hlaryland coal is used extensively in all the -4tlantic States, the annual pro- 
duct being about 3,000,000tons. Fire claysareabundant ; those of hlt. Savage hal-e awide reputa- 
tion. Brovn hematite is found in tlie Trenton limestone, and bog ore on the Eastern Shore. 
There are iiumerous quarries of marble, granite, serpentine, and other building stone, limestone 
for burning, and roofing slate. Kaolin is found in Anne lirundel County; niagnesite near Bal- 
timore, from which large quantities of magnesia, carbonate, and Epsom salts are manufac- 
tured. There are many other minerals, including alum, amber, barytes, brcccia, cements, 
chromium, hone stone, niill stone, iron pyrites, ochres, etc., some of which are very plentiful. 
Eapecial attention is given to tobacco growing in the lomer counties of the Western Shore. 
Shere are 23 Counties in RIaryland; uewspapers are published in 311.

MICHIGANis bounded north by Lake Superior, east by Lakes Huron, St. Clair, and Erie, and 
their connecting rirers, south by Ohio and Indiana, and west by Lake Michigan and Wisconsiil; 
land area, 57,430 sqiiare miles. I t  consists of two peninsulas, of TI-hich the soutiierii is tlie priii- 
cipal seat of wealth and popnlation, its length, north to south, being abont 300 miles; width, 
aboiit 200; coast line of State on lakes not less than 1600 miles. This part of the State is a verx 
level regioil, abounding in lalies and streams, with very extensive forests of pine and other tirn- 
ber in the north, oak openings or natural parks in the south, and prairies in the southx~est. The 
soil contains sufficient sand to make it easily tilled, and fev- sections excel it as afarnlingregion. 
In  the west and southwest is the great fruit belt. Winter wheat? oats, and potatoes areabnudant, 
andof escellent quality; corn and other cereals are IargelL- growu. Dairy products arevery valu- 
able. Wo01 is raised in very large quantities, the product being about 15,000.000 pounds ; live 
stock is plentiful. Peppermint and celery are raisedextensirely iu the southwest, and grapes in 
thesouth. The surface of the northern peninsula is son~ewliat rongh and mountainous, witli a 
good soil in most parts outside the mining regions ; its nlineral wealth is very great, especially i11 
copper, iron and silver. Large quantities of iron ore are mined and shipped to Pennsylvania, 
Ohio, Indiana, aild Illinois tobe smelted either alone or with the inferior ores foiind in those 
States. Narquet>te, Ishpeming, IVegaunee, Gladstone, St. Ignace and Escanaba are the principal 
points of shipment. By far the most inlportant copper nlines of the country, and what is 
claimed to be the largest iron mine in the world, are in this State. The oiitput of iron has 
more than doubled since 1880. There is a large quantity of coal in the lon-er peninsula 
used chiefly for local and railroad purposes. The salt producing territory Covers about 9,500 
sqiiare miles, and the annual product is not far 'from 5,000,000 barrels, which is more than 
double that of hTew Tork State; it is procured from artesian wells, and tlie Sagiilax~~ 
River and the niouth of the Manistee are the chief centres of manufacture. hbont 100,000 
barrels of dairy salt are produced pronounced by competent judges to be the best in the v-orld. 
3600 hands are employed in the salt mauufacture. Xichigan ranks first among the States. 
in the value and extent of its lumber product; the largest interest centering in East Sagi- 
naw. The lumber product, ho71-ever, is rapidly falling off, through the rapid and wastefiil 
reduction of the forest area. Gypsum, fire clay, and glass sand are also foiind. Manufactiires 
are important and varied in extent. hmong the leading are iron, lumber, salt, wooden ware, 
furniture, farni implements, leather, cotton and wooieil goods, machinery, Castings, and hollow 
ware. There are 85 Counties in Michigan ; newspapers are published in 82.

MIS~ISSIPPI is bouiided north by Tennessee, east by Alabama, 8outh by the Gulf of Xexico 
a n d  Louisiana, a n d  west by the RIississippi River, which separates i t  from Louisiana and  
Arkansas. I t s  extreme length from north to  south is 332 miles; average breadth, 142 miles; land 
area, 46,340 Square miles. The surface is generally hilly or undulating, except i n  the &Iississippi 
bottom, from Vicksburg to  the Tennessee line, and  between the  Mississippi a n d  Yaz00 rirers, 
where i t  is IOTV a n d  sxampy,  subject to inundation, a n d  COT-ered with a dense growth of timber, 
but  with soil which, if reclaimed, ~vould be exceedingly fruitful. Below Vicksburg the surface 
for some miles inland is hilly, and  ltnown as  the  "cane hills" or  "bluffs," a n d  TT-ith a generally 
productive soil. There is a very fertile prairie regioii i n  the northeast. The southern part  is 
chiefly a lerel piue region, a n d  furnishes good pasturage and  large quantities of timber, tar, 
turpentine, etc. The soil of this tract is poor a n d  sandy. Cotton a n d  corn a re  the great staples, 
tlie product of cotton being surpassed probably only by Texas.. The corn crop is over 25,000,000 
bushels; tha t  of oats o r e r  3,000,000. Wheat is grown i n  the  north, a n d  rice a n d  sugar cane i n  
the south. Grazing is a n  important  industry, much pork is fattened, a n d  the clip of wo01 
is large. Dairy products, sorghum, tobacco, a n d  s ~ ~ e e t  potatoes are  produced i n  considerable 
quantities. The manufactures a re  neither varied nor very extensive, lnmber a n d  grist mill 
proc!ucts being the most  important, ~vh i le  cotton goods and  cotton seed oil and  cake rank  next  
i n  importance. I t s  conimerce is carried on  principally through E e w  Orleans a n d  Mobile; coast- 
ing and  river trade large. The State has no  coal or  iron of practical value. I t s  mineral deposits 
are  coniined mainly to  fertilizers, soft limestone and  clays. Tishomingo County has large beds 
of fine pipe a n d  potter's clay, there is also some sandstone suitable for rough masonry. There 
are  76 Couutics i n  Mississippi; newspapers are  published i n  74.

STATE CAPITAL, JEFFERSON CITY. 

MISSOURI is bounded north by Iowa, east by Illinois, Kentucky, and Tennessee, south by 
Arkansas, west by Indian Territory, Kansas and Kebraska; length, north to south, 2'ii miles ; 
average breadth, about 244 miles, ranging from 208 miles in the north to 312 nliles in the south ; 
land area 68,735 square niiles. The hlisso~iri River divides the State into t ~ o  dibtinct parts. The 
surface north of the river is generally nearly level, mhile that  south OS i t  is undulating, becom- 
ing rouglier and somewhat mountainons as i t  approaches the Ozark hlountains. There are also 
here Open, treeless plains, a n  extension of those in Kansas, and  in the southeast, bordering on  
the Mississippi River, is a n  extensive niarshy tract, called the "Sunk Country," the result of the 
earthquake of 1811-12. The State contains erery variety of soil. Corn, wheat, oats, and tobacco 
are the staple products, the yield of corn being about 200,000,000 bushels annually, but barley, 
rye, hay, fruit, white and sn-eet potatoes, dairy and marlret garden products, wool, cattle, and 
pork are raised largely in  excess of honie needs. Sorghum and castor oil beans are largely 
produced. Cotton, Lienip, and flas are cultil-ated to some degree in  the southern counties; so 
are grapes, and much wille is niade. The principal live stock are sheep an'd swine. Iron ore is 
mined aud manufactured in very large quantities, and the supply is inexhaustible. Lead ore is 
also largely produced, but its product is decliningin consequence of the ininiense output of the 
western mines. hlany other minerals abonnd; also marble, limestone, gldss sand, kaolin, fire 
clay, etc. Beside iron and lead, there are important manufactures in  many branches of trade, 
the product of flour ranking second in  iniportance to that  OS iron and steel. I n  the last ten 
years Missouri has gromn rapidly in population and wealth, railroads have multiplied, and 
extensive areas of territory, particularly in the southwest and southeast portions of the State, 
h a r e  been brought into cultivation, and now Support large popnlations, and afiord a consider- 
able surplus to feed the world.

Moivranh is bounded north by British America, east by Xorth and 6011th Dakota, south by 
IVyoining and Idaho, and 11-est by Idaho;  length from east to ves t  about ,540 nliles, breadth about 
280 nliles; land area, 145,210 sqnare miles. Surface gcnerally mountainous, especially in  tlle 
west. Along the three forlcs of the nlissouri River, as  weil a s  elsewhere through the State, 
there is ninch nndulating prairie, with a fertile soil. The Blissoiiri River is n a ~ i g a b l e  to Fort 
Benton ;the Ilellox-stone is also narigable. Perhaps nowhere else are such advantages orered to 
the capitalist, mining Operator, stock raiser and vool grower a s  are here found. Very little 
hay or winter foddering is needed, the stock feeding on the rich grasses, and ranging all winter 
in  the sheltered valleys. Of agricultural staples, spring wheat, potatoes, biitter, barley, oats and 
regetables are the most prominent. Irrigation is greatly needed to develop the agricultural 
resources, there being 10,000,000, and perhaps double that  nanlber of acres mhich may may be 
reclaimed in  this manner. The timber lands :Ire enormons in  area, being estimated at  nearly 
40,000 square miles. Yellow pine is the nlost nsefnl timber, the  trees attaiuing a diameter of 
f r o n ~5 to 7 feet. The ohief minerals are gold, silver, copper and lead, of which large quantities 
are ohtained, while tin and nicke1 are reported. Leading inanufacturing interests are mining, 
lumber sawing, quartz milliilg and stamping, flour, etc. The output of minerals in 1887 was 
estimated a t  54,000,000 in gold, $16,000,000 in  silver, and the enormons amount of '72,000,000 pouiids 
of copper, which i t  was estimated would be increased to 120,000,000 pounds in  1889. The lead pro- 
duct of 1888 was about 25,000,000 ponnds. Iron is abundant, but has not >-et been developed. 
The wo01 clip was about 6,000,000 pounds. X Superior quality of bituminous coal, in  what is said 
to be one of the largest and n ~ o s t  compact coal fields in the country, is being developed about 
j0 miles from Billings. There are 21 Counties in Montana ; newspapers are published in  all.

I t s  extent  froni north to south is 
about 210 miles; greatest length about 420 miles; land area, 76,185 square miles. The surface is 
generally a vast  gently undulating plain, with a gradual ascent toward the mountains;  the 
river bottoms a re  lerel. There are  some bluffs alona the Missouri River, sonle hills in  tkie iiorth- 
west, which is also partly occupied by the Mauvais Terres or Bad Lands. The state is well 
watered, three important  rirers, the Xiobrara, the Platte, a n d  the  Republican crossiiig i t  from 
West to  east, while the lilissoiiri doms for E00 miles along the eastern border.

There 
is a n  abundant  rainfall in  the east, and  tha t  of the mt%t seems increasing annual iy since the era  
of agriculture, so that  the farm l imit  is extending 15-estwxrd. The leading products are  u'heat, 
oora, barley, oats, sorghuni, flax, and  hemp;  vegetables, small fruits, a n d  grapes are  raised 
extensively. More than  150 species of wild grasses have been classified, which afford excellant 
pasturage to  large numbers of cattle and  sheep. Mannfacturing interests a re  but little devel- 
oped, being coniined to a felv cities, principally Omaha, Lincoln a n d  Nebraska City. They 
include mea t  paclring a n d  canning, snlelting a n d  refining, and  the  rnaking of iionr, tarming 
implements, Wagons, cars, etc. There are  90 Counties i n  Nebraska ; newspapers are  published 
i n  all.

STATE CAPITAL, SRENTON. 

K ~ WJERSEY is bounded north and northeast by Kew- York, east by New York and the 
Atlantic Ocean, south by the Atlantic Ocean and Delaware Bay, and west by Ilelaware and 
Pennsylvania. Its extreme length is 16'7 miles; its greatest breadth 59 miles, and its least 32 
miles; land area, 7,435 square miles. The surface is mountainous in the northwest, hilly in the 
northeast and central parts, low and gently undulating in the south. The monntains, apa r t  of 
the Appalachian system, are the Kittatinny or Blue, and the Highland Range. Bet~veen them 
lies the Iiittatinny Valley, about 10 miles rride; soil productive b ~ i t  varied-the northern part 
adapted to grain and grass; the central part has been 1%-ell fertilized, and yields abundant farm 
and nlarket garden products and fr.uit; the southern part is sandy and light. Its agricultural 
products generally, including market garden produce, are very extensive. The central part is 
the most thickly settled and is, in fact, a aast nlarket garden for the supply of New York and 
Philadelphia. Large quantities of grapes and small fruits are grorrn in the south. Cranberries 
are one of the leading productions. It  is estinlated that more than half of the cranberries pro- 
duced in the United States are grown in this State. The chief cranberry counties are Ocean, At- 
lantic, and Biirlington. I t  is celebrated for its marl and clay deposits, peat, bog iron ore, 
and glass sand. I t  has become one of the leading States in the value of its manufactures, 
which embrace a wide range of goods. Prominent among the instances of greatest groxth 
may be mentioned the pottery and rubber interests, vhile glass nlalring is an important 
indnstry in the sandy region of the south. Its iron mines, zino mines, slate quarries, and clay 
banks are very valuable, and the fisheries (deep sea, oyster, and fresh water), a source of great 
profit. Iron ore is found generally throagh the State. There are a large number of productive 
mines of magnetic iron ore in Susses, Passaic, Morris, and Warren Counties. Clay for gas 
retorts and fire brick is found at  Amboy, and valuable deposits of franklinite a t  Mine Hill and 
Stiriing. In  the northwestern portion of the State, excellent roofing-slates, building and flag 
stoiles and rich hematites are abundant. I t  has a large coasting trade, and considerable ship 
building is carried on. Kewarli, the metropolis, has a population of 182,000, and its manufac- 
turing industries are claimed to be more important in Proportion to population than those of 
any other city in the United States. Within the past ten years the sea coast has been bnilt up 
in almost a continuous line of villages from Sandy Hook to Cape Rlay Point. and the tempo- 
rary residents in the summer season miil reach as high as 100,000 persons. There are 21 Coiinties 
in Kern- Jersey; newspapers are published in all.

The valleys are generally nearly 
level, and their soil fertile. In the ~oiithwest is a part of the barren "Llano Estacado" or 
"Staked Plain." The mesas, or table lands, occupy a large part of the surface, nlaking stocli 
raising and ~ o o l  gro~ving the leading occupations; the biinch grass affording rich pastnrage, 
and neither hand feeaing nor shelter is necessary for the herds and floclis. I n  ISS8 the Territory 
possessed 1,127,529 cattle, 1,339,790 sheep, and 45,119 horses. Agriculture is successful in the ml -  
lej-s, glens and on the foot spurs of the niountain ranges. Irrigation is freqnently resorted to 
in the wtlleys but never on the foot hills; for on the latter nature supplies moistnre snfficient 
for the most Inxuriant crops. In fact during the last three years farming on the mesas and in 
the valleys without irrigation has largely increased and has proven perfectly successful, causiug 
the old inhabitents to say that the rain fall has increased. New comers think it has arisen 
from deep ploughing and better methods of farming. There is excellent promise from irrigalioil. 
On the Rio Grande alone there are works now projecting sufficient to reclaim from three to 
four million acres. There are many other river valleys of high fertility, whose soil is suscep- 
tible of irrigation, and in the future ihe Territory must attain agricultural iniportance. Wheat 
corn, beans, onions, cabbage, alfalik, oats, wild hay, and all kinds of vegetables are the chief 
crops. Of fruits, the apple, peach, melon, fig, apricot, pomegranite, and especially grapes, 
flourish. Gold, sih-er, copper, iron, and lead exist, and all are being extensively worked, 
Thile the gold output is increasing. The total mineral product for 1887 was valued at  $4,229,234. 
Iron ore has recently been discovered in extensive deposits in Lincoln Co. Bituminous coal is 
ver- abundant and large deposits of fine anthracite exist. The mining product in 1888 was 
about 500,000 tons. Large nlica mines are worked, plumbago, cement, fire clay, ggpsum, and 
nlineral paint are found; marbles and other excellent building stones abouud. hlanufactnres 
are confined principally to grain, quartz, aud lumber milling, manufacturing wines and bran- 
dies, the making of blanlrets by the Xavajo Indians, and coarse pottery by the Pueblos. There 
are IR Counties in Xew Mexico; newspapers are published in li.

KEWPORK is bounded on the nortli and northv7est by Lake Ontario and the provinces o 
Ontario and Quebec, east by Vermout, Massachusetts, Connecticut, and tlie At,lantic Ocean, 
south by the Atlantio Ocean, Ne~i- Jersey, and Pennsylvania, and west and northwest b:- Penn-
sylvania anCl Lake Erie. Its greatest length from north to south is 312 niiies; its greatest 
breadth 412 miles ; land area, 47,620 square miles. The surface is exceedingly di~ersified. I t  has 
numerous ranges of mountains, chains of hills, many beautiful valleys, much undulating land, 
some broad plains, and numerous beautiful lakes. The greater portion of the soil is arable, 
rnuch of it exceedingly fertile. The mountainous districts are nlainly good grazing land, and 
the dairy products are enormous, notably in St. Lawrence, Herkimer, and Oneida Connties. 
Immense crops of cereals are grown in the valley lands; hops in Otsego, Madison, Cliantauqua, 
and Oneida Counties ; fruit and grapes in the Hudson and Pleasant Valleys ; tobacco is raised in 
sereral counties, arid corn generally throughout the State. In the neighborhood of the large 
cities, inarket gardening is extensively carried on. The State is well ~vooded, and the timber 
variea and excellent. Its leading mineral is iron ore, of ~vhich the mines, especially those of 
the Chasiiplain and Adirondack regions, yield hearily, aild produce some of the most necessary 
ores for the iron mannfdcturing interest of the Middle States. Galena is found in large quanti- 
ties in St. Lawrence and other counties. I t  abounds in building stone, coiisisting of granite, 
white and colored marbles, of which those of Westchester arid St. Lamrence Counties are the 
most important; Potsdam ana RIedina sandstones and gray and blue lisnestones ; also in fine 
brick clny. I t  has large quarries of slate and stone for flagging. There are extensive deposits of 
hg-draulic cement and gypsum, the fornier being largely produced a t  Rondont, Manliiis, 2nd 
Akron, the ldtter near Syracuse. A vast amount of salt is inade, chiefly from the springs of 
Onondaga County, the product being more than 10.000,000 bushels annually. In  recent years new 
and promisiug salt fields have been developed in IVyoniing and Genesee Counties. Tliere are 
illuminating gas springs in sereral counties, and oil is found near Olean, Wells~~ille, etc. New 
York has 110 coal. The State ranks first in the value of its manufactnres. The industries cover 
alnlost the rrhole range of business, and are well distributed over the State. The fishing industry 
is relatively large and valuable, the nienhaden and orster fisheries being the most producti\-e. 
There are 60 Connties in Xew York ; ilemspapers are published in a!l.

STATE CAPITAL, RALEIGH. 

NORTHCAROLIXAis bounded north by Virginia, east and southeast by the Atlantic Ocean, 
south by South Carolina and Georgia, and west by Tennessee. Its extreme length from east to 
lvest is 4 N  miles ; extreme breadth, 186 miles ; land area, 48,580 Square miles. The surface is very 
varied. For nearly 100 iniles inland from the coast the country is level, marshy, and smampy ; 
soil sandy but very fertile. I t  is estimated that there are nearly 3,000,000 acres of slvamps in this 
region. Next is the middle section, with varied surface and fine soil. The surface then rises 
into small hills, increasing in altitude until they reach the mountainons region in the mest. 
Some of the peaks in the Black Mountains and the Blue Ridge attain an  elevation of from 5,000 
to6,OOO feet. This region contains good grazing land, mith niuch hard timber; and stock raising is 
largely carried on. In  the coast region the river bottoms and reclaimed slvanlp lands are cery 
fertile, and here rice, cotton, corn, honey, beesTTax, apples, peaches, and pears abound. The 
Scuppernong and Catamba grapes are native here; cranberries are estensively produced. The 
pine region is mainly ui~cultix-ated, but a large trade is done in timber, tar, and turpentine. 
Cotton is raised chiefly in the southern counties. The niiddle section is adapted to the growth 
of cereals, tobacco, and cotton; sweet potatoes are a leading staple. The principal manufac- 
tures are fiour, lumber, tar, turpentine, rosin, cotton and woolen goods, tobacro, zinc (smelted 
and rolled), carriages, boots and shoes. The manufacture of cotton goods more than doubled 
from 1850 to 1885, there being in thz latter year 80 mills, with 4,519 looms ahd 200,333 spindles. The 
increase has continued since that date. I t  exports coastwise and to foreign ports large amounts 
of luniber, cotton, tobacco, flour, andfish. The fisheries are rery large andvaluable. TheState is 
very rich in ininerals. Gold is mined to a considerable extent in Cabarrus, Rlecklenburg, Lincoln, 
and Rowan Counties, and there is a branch of the United States Mint a t  Charlotte. Silver, lead, 

,arid zinc are foundin association, particularly in Davidson County; silver ores nlixed with lead or 
copper, principally in the iiiterior counties; copper ores cover a wide field, and there is a very 
valuable mine in Ashe County; mica is. found among the granites of Cleveland, iXitchel1, and 
Yancey Counties ; there is an  abundante of corundum and many other metals, and even pre- 
oious stones are found. Coal and iron are very abundant; the coal is mostly bituminous, and is 
contained in tv70 fields, one in Stokes and Rockingham Liounties, known as Dan River Field, 
the other iil Chatham and Moore Counties, knomn as Deep River Pield. The mhole of the region 
from the navigable waters of the Roanoke and Cape Fear Rivers westward to Cheroliee County 
contains rich beds of magnetic and hematite ores; the "Cranberry" mine, in Mitchell County, 
yields the purest magnetic ore yet foriild in the States, producing a remarkably strong 
and tenacious iron. There are 96 Counties in Korth Carolina; newspapers are published in 76.

STATE CAPITAL, COLUhIBUS. 

OHIO is bounded north by RIichigan andLake Erie, east by Pennsylmniaand West Virginia, 
south by West Virginia and Kentucky, aud west by Indiana; greatest length from east to west 
225 miles ; greatest breadth 200 miles ; land area, 40,700 square niiles. The general character of the 
surface is that of a plateau of about 800 to 1,000 feet above sea lerel. The most prominent fea- 
ture is the great divide mhich separates the drainage of Lake Erie from that of the Ohio River. 
This passes diagonally across the State from Trumbull County in the novtheast to Nercer and 
Darke Counties in the ~ ~ e s t .  Its average height is about 600 feet above the lalce; and from it the 
surface slopes gradually northward ton-ard the lake and southward toward the river. The rivers 
and streams have excavateg deep valleys, which give to the surface its distinct,ire undulating 
or rolling character. The soil is universally fertile ; and Ohio holds a leading Position in erery 
branch of agriculture. The uplands are well suited to wheat, the southern slope of the water- 
shed to grain generally, the northern slope to grazing and dairying, and the northeast section 
or Western Reserie especially so. The bottom lands of the Miami, Muslringum, and Scioto 
rivers are very rich in corn; the Western Reserve and RLiami regions are famous for apples. 
Flax and linseed are staple products, arid tobacco is largely grown in most of the sonthern coun- 
ties. Theforests have largely disappeared, but several n~illion acres of excellent hardwood tim- 
ber remain. The fishing interests of Lake Erie are important. The manufactnres of the State 
are very nunierous and valuable. Iron, porlr packing, farnl implements, clothing, flouring 
and grist miil products, lumber, malt and distilled liquors are among the mostaimportant. 
Coal underlies a greater part of the State: iron ore is abundant, especially in the south; salt is 
very largely produced from springs ; petrolenm is an important prodnct, also lime and cement. 
Good grindstones and building stones are obtained a t  Amherst, Berea (Berea grit), Buena 
Vista, and Independence. There are excellent qualities of limestone and sandstone for 
building, especially a t  Massillon and Dayton. Marl deposits abound in the Maumee Valley 
and other points. There are good pottery and iire clays, the fire bricks of Mineral Point 
being among the best in the United States. Cleveland, Xassillon, Youngstomn, and the 
tomns on the Ohio Rirer are the chief seat,s of the iron manufacture, which includes pig, 
forged, and rolled; iron Castings and sheet iron works, rails, Bessemer steel rails, etc. The 
discovery of natural gas in apparently ineshaustible quantities a t  Findlay, and many other 
places in the State, Iias giren its industrial interests an  additional and marked impetus.

OEEGOK is bonnded north by Washington, east by Idaho, 6011th by Nevada and Califor- 
nia, and 13-est by the Paoific Ocean; average length from east to west, about 300 nliles ; arer-
age breadth, about 260 miles ; land area, 04,560 Square miles. I t  is divided unequnlly by the 
Cascade Moantains. East of this range the surface is generally undulating table land, ~vi th  high 
cone like hills and deep canyons. Between the Cascade and Coast Eanges is the Willamette 
Valley, 40 miles wide by 140 niiles long, and esceedingly fertile; froni the Coast Range \Test- 
vard  the siirface is mountainous, hilly, and broken. This section is suited for ~ o o l  growing, 
stock raising, and the growth of ~vinter mheat, barley, oats, and hay. The eastern portion does 
better as a stock raising region, but good mheat is grown there. In the valley, T<-heat, corn, 
hops, tobacco, wool, flax, fruit, linseed, dairy products, and potatoes are raised in large yuanti- 
ties. The mountain regions are abundantly forested, the principal species being fir, cedar, pine, 
birch, and spruce. Nany of the trees are gigantic in size, and afford escellent luinber. 
The Rogue River Valley, on account of its mild climate, is mell adapted for raising frnits 
and grapes and large quantities are shipped from there annually. The manufactures comprise 
lumber-the large Douglas spruce affording the best masts and spars in the mor1d;-leather, 
boots and shoes, saddlery, inilling and smelting of ores, carriages, furniture, liquors, linseed oil, 
etc. The packing of beef andpork, snd canning of salnion are successfully carriedon. The Salmon 
pack of 1880 was estima,$ed a t  350,000 cases ; the total catch for the year at  2,000,000 ponnds. Gold 
and silver are produced, but not in very large aniounts; copper and iron ore are abundant; 
clay, glass sand, granite, niarble, etc., are plentiful. There are 32 Counties in Oregon; news-
papers are published in all.

PEX~TSYLVA~~IAis bounded north by Kern Tork and Lake Erie, east by Kew Pork and Nem 
Jersey, south by Delaware, Maryland, and West Virginia, and mest by West Virginia and Ohio. 
Its greatest length from east to mest is about 302 miles; its greatest breadth about 173 miles ; 
mean length 280 miles ; mean breadth 158 nliles ; land area, 44,955 Square miles. The surface is 
exceedingly varied, chiefly level or slightly nndulating in the southeast, hilly and mountainous 
in the interior, and generally rolling or broken in the west. A series of parallel ridges, nlem- 
bers of the Appalachian system, each with a distinct name, traverse tlie State from northeast 
to southaest. The most eastern of these is the Soath Mountain, an extension of tlie Elue Ridge, 
and the western and highest the Allegheny, from which the surface slopes generally tomard 
Ohio. Nearly one-fourth of the State is wooded, and a very large amount of l~inlber is manufac- 
tured, Williamsport and Lock Haven being the cliief centres of this industry. The soil of the 
valleys and plains is generally fertile, and some of it exceedingly so. Lancaster County, and 
some of the counties bordering on the Ohio River, are the niost productirie. The State excels 
in dairy and nlarlret garden produce and nll the agriciiltural staples of the Northern States. 
The tobacco crop is exceeded only by that of Kentucky and Virginia. Lancaster and Pork 
counties are the chief seats of the industry, Lancaster yielding nearly twice as miich as any other 
county in tlie Cnited States. Its beds of anthracite and bituminous coal and iron ore, and the 
great oil basin, are sources of immense nTealtli., Anthracite coal is found nlainly in the counties 
of Carbon, Dauphin, Luzerne, and Schuylkill, to some estent in Columbia and Korthnmberland, 
and semi-anthracite in limited areas in Sullivan and TVyoming. Bedford, Bradford, Centre, 
Clearfield, Fulton, Lycoming, and Tioga counties rontain fields of semi-bituminons coal, while 
the bituminous coal beds are located beyond the main Allegheny Ridge, erery county west of it, 
mith the exception of Erie, yielding more or less of this coal. Mercer snpplies a good block coal 
for furnace use. The petroleum region is situated mainly in the counties of Venango, Butler, 
McKean, and Clarion. Salt springs abound in the same region, also natural gas wells, the gas 
from which 1s used for heating and lighting purposes. It is rich in minerals, slate, and building- 
stone of nlany kinds. There are niany n~edicinal springs, the principal of which are at  Bedford, 
Doubling Gap, Ephrata, Yellow Springs, and York. The southeastern Corner of the State 
(bounded by a line running from Trenton, P\'. J., to Norristou-n, thence nearly to Lebanon, thence 
across the Susyuehanna in a south~vesterly direction to the Maryland line, east of Gettysburg) 
is rich in limestone and marble, of which great quantities are quarried for use in Philadelphia. 
This region also produces combined iron and chromium ores, hematite, magnetic iron, and 
corundnm. Niclrel is found a t  Lancaster, galeiia a t  Phcenixville, zinc at  Friedensville and 
Bethlehem. A handsome black limestone is quarried a t  Williamsport, roofing-slates in the 
Lehigh aud Delaware Valleys, Silurian limestone in the Cumberland Valley and at  other points. 
I n  manufactures, Pennsylvania is second only to Kex\- Pork, and Philadelphia is one of the 
principal seats of foreign and coastwise trade. The leading exports are grain, provisions, 
petroleum, tobacco, oil cake, lumber, tallow, hides, leather, shoes, cotton goods, machinery, 
and coal. Erie and Pittsburgh are also great commercial centres. Kensington and Chester are 
the chief ship building stations. Pittsburgh, Allegheny, Harrisburg, Reading, and Rcranton 
are the chief seats of the iron manufactures. Philadelphia is one of the great manufacturing 
cities of the world, and has an enormous production of iron goods, textile fabrics, and other 
articles. There are 67 Counties in Pennsylvania ;nex-spapers are published in all.

SOUTH CAROLINA is bounded north and northeast by North ~a ro l ina ,  southeast by the 
Atlantic Ocean, west and southwest by Georgia. Its greatest length from east to west is about 
275 miles, and its greatest breadth about 210 miles; land area, 30,170 Square miles. The surface 
presents nearly the Same features as that of North Carolina. The coast for 100 miles inland is 
low and level, with sandy soil, numerous swamps, and extensive pine forests; then follows a 
tract of low sand hills, the soil of which is moderately productive. The land rises abruptly on 
the western edge of this belt, and continues to rise until it terminates in the Blue Ridge, the 
highest peak of which, Table Mountain, is 4,000 feet above the sea. The smamps embrace over 
1,000,000 acres, and the pine lands 6,000,000. The sea islands are mainly devoted to sea island cot- 
ton and rice, and the palmetto grows on them ; the tidal swamps to rioe; inland srramps, mhen 
drained, to rice, cotton, corn and peas; the salt marshes to long cotton; the oak and pine and 
oak and hickory lands to corn and cotton; and the pine barrens to fruits and vegetables. Rice, 
cotton, and corn thrive best in the central and southern counties. The northwestern region 
produces corn, wheat, barley, oats, tobacco, and many fruits. Stock raising and wo01 growing 
are carried oq mith profit. Figs and pomegranates grow in the lower counties, and the peach 
and grape thrive over the State generally; strawberries abundant. The manufactures are prin- 
cipally cotton goods, flour, lumber, machinery, tar, turpentine, carriages, and fertilizers. 
Commerce is mainly confined to Charleston, Georgetown, and Beaufort. Exports are 
chiefiy rice, cotton, lumber, phosphate, naval stores, cotton seed and its oil, oil cake, fish, 
and spring vegetables. Considerable shad and oyster fishing. The mineral wealth, though 
large, has not been much developed. Considerable gold is found in the northwestern counties ; 
there were four mines morked in 1887 yielding $100,000; there are large deposits of excellent iron 
ore in Greenville, Pickens, Spartanburg, and Union Counties; manganese, copper, lead, and 
bismuth are also found, mainly in the northwest; white and colored marbles and limestones, 
granites and cyaniteg, soapstones, fiagging stone, and buhr stone abundant. During 1886 and 
1887 there was a rapid development of the quarries, especially in Fairfield Co., where is found, 
what is claimed to be, the finest granite in the United States. I t  is of beautiful appearance, 
great strength and fine quality. Aiken County contains immense beds of the finest porcelain 
clay. A little coal is found in Chesterfield County. The most valuable mineral a t  the present 
day is, however, a bone phosphate marl, a fossil deposit of recent origin and oneof the best of 
fertilizers, found in the lowlands and river beds near Charleston; on the Stono, Ashepoo and 
Edisto Rivers; also near St.Helena Sound. This product had grown from 18,000 tons in 1868-70 to 
432,767 tons in 1887. In  the year ending August 31, 1889, 212,101 tons were taken from the beds of 
navigable streams. There are 35 Counties in South Carolina; newspapers are published in all.

SOCTH DAKOTA is bounded north by North Dakota, east by Minnesota and Iowa, south by 
Nebraska, and r e s t  by 31ontana and Wyoming. Length, east to west, nearly 360 miles; viidth, 
about 240 miles. Land area about 86,000 square miles. The Missouri River furnishes navigation 
for boats of three to six hundred tons burden. That portion of the Stnte east of the Xissouri 
River is mostly rolling prairie; the soil on the Mississippi Slope being a black, sandy loam, 
with clay subsoil. West of the Rirer the land is more broken, mith miningand grazing land in 
the south~restern section or Blaclc Hills region, which is a mountain district of nearly 5,000 
square miles in extent, exceedingly rich in valuable minerals. and in great part weil adapted to 
stock raising. It is largely forested, and with the aid of irrigation much of it might be adapted 
to agriculture. The northernand central parts of the State are especially adapted to the raising 
of wheat andothercereals, potatoes, vegetahles, and theearlier varieties of corn. In  the south- 
ern part corn and flax are also successfully grovn. The Missouri River and all small streams 
and lakes are lined m-ith timber. The principal agricultural products are wheat, corn, oats, 
harley and flax. Dairy prod~~cts,  7,971,000 pounds of butter, 940,000 pounds of cheese. Wo01 
clip, 1,218,100 ponnds. The Black Hills possess some of the richest gold mines in the world. 
Tin occurs in great abnndance, though as yet but little dereloped, from difficulty in reducing. 
Other important minerals are silver, copper, iron, gypsum, mica, marble, building stono, lime, 
brick, fire, and pott,er's clay, and coal. Petroleum and natural gas are also present,, while 
various other minerals exist. There are 78 Counties in South Dakota; newspapers are pub-
lished in 53.

from east to west 432 miles, breadth 109 miles; land area, 41,760 sqnare miles. The State is popu- 
larly dil-ided into East, Middle, and West Tennessee. East  Tennessee conlprises the eastern 
mountain border, the beautiful East  Tennessee Valley, and about half of the Cumberiand 
Xountain plateau. Middle Tennessee reaches from about the ceilter of t,he plateau to the Ten- 
nessee River, and is a region of fertile terraces, including the vast elliptical basin of nearly 5,000 
square miles, Irno\m as the Garden of Kentucky. West Tennessee extends from the Tennessee 
River to the Mississippi, and is somewhat broken in  the east, succeeded by a rolling plain 
descending to the latter river. The Mississippi bottom is a low, flat, alluvial plain, coreredwith 
forests and abounding 119th lalres and swamps. West Tennessee is extremely fertile, and pro- 
duces corn and cotton in  large quantities. Middle Tennessee is generally fertile, giving excel- 
lent grain, tobacco, and much cotton, especially tov-ard the sonth. East Tennessee ~ralley lands 
are fertile, producing corn, cotton, and U-inter wheat; potatoes, oats, hay, and hemp are 
extensi-vely produced; great numbers of stock are raised. and the wo01 Clip is large and excel- 
lent. S\vine are extensively gromn, and much attention is paid to iine breeds of horses. The 
leading cereals are corn, wheat, oats and rye. Peanuts form a product of some importance, 
yielding about 1,500,000 bushels. Tennessee is rich i n  marble of various kinds, limestone and 
other buildiug stone; valuable copper mines exist in  Polk County; coal and iron ore zre very 
abundant. The coal deposits underlie 5,100 sqnare miles, the yearly product is over 1,000,000 tons. 
Iron mining and smelting is becoming very extensire, and much iron ore is exported to the 
iron vorlring towns on  the Ohio River The lumbering interest is ver' great, there being a very 
large area of vaiuable hardwood timber, of which about 16,000,000 acres have scarcely been touched. 
Wo01 carding and cloth dressing are carried on estensirely. Flouring and grist mill products 
are m r y  large. Cnion County contains zinc and lead mines. Colored marbles are found in  im-  
mense quantities in  East and West Tennessee ; roofing slates i n  East Tennessee ; hydra~iliclime-
stone in East, Middle and V e s t  Tennessee; there are also building limestone, sandstone, and 
granite; fire and potter's clay. There are 96 Counties in  Tennessee; newspapers are pub- 
lished in  89.

TEXASis bounded north by Nem Mexico, the Indian Territory, and Arkansas, east by the 
Indian Territory, Arkansas, and Louisiana, southeast by the Gulf of Mexico, southwest by 
iifexico, and mest by Nem Mexico ; greatest length about 825 miles ; greatest breadth about 840 
nliles; land area, 262,290 square miles. From the Sabine River to the Trinity River is the great 
timber region, generally level and sandy in the south, rolling and fertile in the north. Fron1 
the Trinity to the Colorado is prairie, timbered along streams, with an  extensive forest in the 
north called the "Cross Timbers." The total area of timber is about 36,000,000 acres, of ~vhich 23,-
OM),000 is in pines. The pecan tree is widely distributed, and is a valuable nut bearing tree, its 
yield in 188i being estimated a t  9,000,000 pounds. Western Texas embraces the connties between 
the Colorado and Rio Grande; four-fifths of i t  is yrairie; timber generally confined to banks of 
streams. Between the Colorado and the Brazos Rivers are the Comanche and Leon River Mount- 
ain ranges. In the north and northwest are the Church and Double Mountaius, and the surface 
is generally broken until the Llano Estacado, or Staked Plain, is reached, when the surface is 
gently undulating, and vegetation scanty. Betweeii the Pecos and Rio Grande are several 
ranges, sometimes attaining an elevation of 6,000 feet. The chief crops are cotton, corn, and 
wheat. The former tmo may be gromn in nearly any part of the State, but especially in the 
eastern and central sections; the latter chiefly in the north and centre. Sea island cotton is 
grown on the coast. Sugar cane is raised chiefly on the Brazos and other rivers, near tlieir 
mouths, and rice in the southeast. Oats, barley, tobacco, and sweet and white potatoes are 
gromn to a moderate extent. Swine thrive on the abundant mast of the forests. The chief 
occupation westward is stock raising and wo01 growing. Figs and oranges thrive in the south. 
Manufacturing interests are increasing. The leading products are lumber, cottoil seed oil, 
flour, carriages, foundry and machine shop products, woolens, marble, etc. There are immense 
deposits of copper along the line of the Texas Pdcific Railroad; coal, timber, limest,one, 
soapstone and iron are found in the same region. Argentiferous galena is found in 1arg.e 
quantities in northwestern Texas; immense quantities of magnetic iron in BIason, Llano, 
and the western counties mhich is now being developed. There is a field of lignite coal 
about 6,000 square miIes in extent, and a field of semi-anthracite in Bromn, Coleman, 
Comanche, and Hamilton Counties. Salt is produced in large quantities from springs in E1 
Paso, Larnpasas, and Llano Counties; asphaltum is abundant. Large quantities of saltpetre 
are found in Blanco and Burnet Counties; marble and roofing slate, grindstones, potter and 
fire clays, marl and other fertilizers are found in great quantities. I n  1888 Texas still coiltained 
over 6'7,000,000 acres of public lands, an area larger than that of any State, but California and 
Nevada. There are 246 Counties in Texas; nemspapers are published in 192.

Large quantities of lumber are exported, and nlarble and  slate extensively quarried. The prin- 
cipal marble quarries are a t  Brandon, Dorset, Isle La Motte, Manchester, bIiddlebiiry, Kew 
Haven, Pittsford, Proctorsville. (serpentine), Roxbury (\-erd-antique), Rutland, Shelburn, Suth- 
erland Falls, Swanton and West Kutiand; slate quarries a t  Castleton, Yair Haven, Guilford, 
Northfield, Pawlet and Poiiltney granite a t  Barre and Erattleboro. Potters' clay comes fronl 
Bennington and Rutland; Steatite from Castleton and Grafton. Mangauese, bro~vn hematite, 
lraolin and ochre from Brandon, South Wallingford and  Manchester Centre ;copper ore from 
Vershire and Corinth. Rutland is the largest marble centre in  the world, not less than 86,C00,000 
of capital and 4,000 rnen being empoyed in  15 quarries and  20 milk.

Every year nnrnbers of 
these Superior animals are shipped to all parls of this country, to South hmerica and to 
Australia. There are 14 Counties in Vernlont; newspapers are published in 13.

VIRGINIA is bonnded north by West Virginia and Biaryland, east by Biarylaild and the 
Xtlantic Ocean, sonth by North Carolina and Tennessee, and west by Kentuclry and West Vi r -
ginia. I ts  greatest length from east to west is about 4-10 miles, its greatest breadth 192 miles; 
land area, 40,125 square niiles. The sarface is divided into six great natural divisions, the Yiae- 
water comprising the south and sontheast; the Middle, a n  undulating plsiin, extending west- 
n-arcl to the Coast Range ; the Piedmont, from the Coast Range to the Blue Ridge &Iountains, 
and from the Potomac River to North Carolina; the Blue Ridge, stretching across the State in 
a sonthwesterly direction; the Valley-a part of the great Appalachian Valley, reaching from 
Canada to Alabama-a broad belt of rolling country betmeen the Blue Ridge and the Iiittatinny 
or S o r t h  Mountain; and the Appalachian, a mountainous region traversed hy the Alleghenies. 
The soil in  the Tidemater region is a light sandy loam, yielding large crops of vegetables and 
small fruits. The Valley Region has a rich fertile soil, well adapted forcereals, of which coril, 
wheat, oats and rye are the principal. Much of the Mountain Region is uncultivated and chiefiy 
forest land;  but the parallel valleys are very fertile. The Piedmont, Blue Kidge, Valley, and 
Appalachian regions are noted for their grasses. The yield of tobacco is only equaled by that  of 
Kentucky. Some cotton is  gromn i n  the Tide-water section; fsuit g r o w  all over the State. A 
considerahle part of the tide T\-ater region is devoted to raising early vegetables for northerii 
marlcets. Dairying, stock raising, and mool-growing are iinportant industries. The timber 
export is large. There are profitable fisheries of bass, shad, etc., and the oyster trade is very 
important. The manufacturing interests are comparatively sn~al l ,  but are increasing, the chief 
seats being Richmond, Alexandria, Danville, and Lynchburg. The more irnportant products 
are iron, tobacco, leather, coke, cotton, Paper, agricultural implements, n~achinery, etc. 
Virginia has escellent natural advantages for commerce, but i t  is only lately that  she has begun 
to talre a prominent part in  foreign trade. There are heds of anthracite, semi-bituminous, and 
bitunlinous coal i n  the south~vestern counties, not much developed; salt is a n  important pro. 
duct of this region. There are coal bearing strata in other parts of the State, particularly near 
Richmond; the coal is bituminous, and generally of good quality. Virginia has vast beds of 
gypsom and marl, abundant iron ore, fine granite, marble, and other building stones; zinc, 
snlphur, kaolin, fire clay, and many other minerals. I t  abounds in  nlineral springs of great 
repumtion. Iron and manganese are extensively mined, also zinc and lead ores. Lime burning 
is a n  important industry. Considerable quanties of coal are produced from the Trans. 
Appalachian district, the total coal output increasing from 300,000 tons in 1883 to 1,250,000 in 1887. 
There are 100 Counties in  Virginia; newspapers are published in  76.

WASHIXGTOX is bounded north by British Columbia, \Test by the Pacific Ocean, east by Idaho 
and south by Oregon. Its average length, east to west, is 830miles ; widt,h, 220 nliles ; land area 
69,994 Square miles. I t  is dirided by the Cascade Mountains, into t ~ o  distinct parts. Western 
Washington is a fine timber country, with many fertile valleys, well settled andvery productire 
in wgetables which grow to an  immense size, fruit of all kinds. and hops. Dairying is an inter- 
est of growing importance. Extensive coal and iron mines are being operated, coke ovens 
established, and the State will be, in a short time, the Pennsylvania of the Pacifio Coast. The 
discoveries during the past two years have been of copper, silver, galena and gold mines, all of 
mhich are rapidly being developed. There is also an  abundance of irou ore, limestone, granite, 
marble, etc. Eastern Washington is especially adapted for the raising of all kinds of grain, 
frnit, vegetables, hops, corn, and particularly wheat. The climate is perfection; the mean 
average temperature for the year being W .  I t  is the best agricultural country on the Pacific 
Coast. Cattle and stock of all kinds do remarkably well; the ranges are good and it is not con- 
sidered necessary to feed the stock in the winter time, owing to the generally light siiow fall and 
the abuudance of natural grasses. Puget Sound, is itself a vast harbor, having an extent of 1,594 
nliles of shore line, and Seattle, its principal sea post, is fast becorning the metropolis of the 
northn'est Pacific Coast. Fish of all kinds abound, and the canning of salmon enlploys mauy 
huiidred people in the season. Manufacturing establishments are increasing every day and the 
State is on the ere of great developments. Ship building is one of the niost important indus- 
tries. The principnl articles of export are lumber, coal, wheat and salmon. Hops are a leading 
product of Western Washington, the yield in 1888 being 35,492 bales. The ontput of coal for the 
same year was 1,215,715 tons ; that of lumber was 760,985,145 feet. Of the area of the State, 20,000,-
000 acres are in timber, mit11 10,000,000 additional of mineral and mountain lands, mostiy tim- 
bered. Parts of this area bear immense trees, ten to twelve feet in diameter and 800 feet high. 
Tliere are 34 Counties in Washington ; newpapers are published in 83.

WESTVIRGIXIA is boiinded north and east by Pennsylvania and blaryland, east and south 
by Virginia, and west by Kentucky and Ohio. I ts  greatest length from nortli to south is about 
240 miles; greatest breadth, 160 nliles; land area, 21,645 sqiiare miles. A large part of the surface 
is mountainous and h i l l ~ ;  about two-thirds is covered with forest. The soil of the ridges is 
fertile to the tops, and the summits of many mountains are flat, natural meadows or glades. 
The valley of the Great Kanawha is the finest grazing region of the State. Blue grass is indige- 
nous; the lnniber trade is important, the forests being principally composed of hardwood 
tiniber of the most valuable kinds. Kearly the hole of the State lies within the Allegheny 
coal System, and large quantities of coal are exported both by r i m r  and rail, and nem mines are 
constantly being opened. The total area iinderlaid by coal is estimated a t  not less than 16,000 
square miles. The production increased from 600,000 tons in  1873 to over 4,000,000 tons in  1886. 
I t  is generally bituminous. The  Kanaw-ha Valley is one of the great salt producing regions of 
tlie United States. Petroleum is extensively produced, chiefly in  Ritchie, Pleasants, Marshall, 
Wood, nnd Wirt Counties. Natural gas is found in  several sections, Wlieeling and the North- 
ern Pan Handle using i t  as a fuel almost to the exclusion of coal. Limestone, sandstoile, and 
grinding stone abound generally throngh the State. The minerals and mineral springs are 
ineshaustible. West Virginia is especially famous for ~ o o l ,  while the live stock interests gen- 
erally are large. Other great staples are corn, wheat, oats, and tobacco. blanufactures are 
romparatirely undeveloped, except in the towns along the Ohio River. The State has enormons 
water power, s l l  its streams haring a rapid descent, but so far this has been but little utilized. 
The leading industries are steel and iron in various forms, glass, flour, salt, wood pnlp, liquoi*, 
lumber, queensn-are and porcelain, fire brick, leather, cigars and tobacco, and machinery. 
The cigar manufacture is important, there being produced in the year ending June, 30, 1889, 
4o.9'18,300 cigars in  114 factories. Wheeling is the largeat and  most iniportant city ;i t  is the man- 
iifactoring Center and all the indnstries enumerated above, escept salt, flonrish there. There 
are 2 Counties in West Virginia; newspapers are published i n  all.

ALASKAis bounded north by the Arctic Ocean, east by the K o r t h ~ ~ e s t  Territories of Canada, 
West and south bg the Pacifie Ocean, Behring's Sen and Strait, and numerous islands. I t  has a 
land area of about jii,000 square miles, its greatest length, from north to south, being 1100 miles 
and greatest breadth over 700 miles. The northern half is low mith great smampy morasses 
along the streams, running back into lom, rolling liills. N a t i ~ e  Indians inhabit that section, 
living along the streams in small bands. The sonthern half is mountainons, and aloug the 
southm-est coast are sonie of the highest mountain peaks on the Anlerican continent; Mount 
St. Elias, the highest, is estimated at  20,000 feet. The northwesterly section conlprises the 
peninsula of Aliaska and the hlentian islands, the latter the seat of the raluable fur Seal and 
sea otter fisheries. This district is moiintainous and actively volcanic. Thc principal industry at  
present is mining, the country being seamed by the largest quartz veins in the world. 
The Alaslra JIill and BIining Co. have erected a $600,000 plant of 120 starnps, and chlorina- 
tion works on Douglas Island, across the bay from Juneau, mhich have been running nislit and 
da>-for fix-e years. Their ledge of solid quartz is G00 feet wide, and the ore averages about ;pl4 per 
ton. The company ships$100,000 a month in gold bricirs. Other mining companies are erecting 
worlis on the same island, and at  Berner's Bay, fifty miles north of Juneau, and in  the Basin 
near the city. In a few years the fisheries and forests of red and yellow cedar will yield large 
returns. The Seal Islands in Behring Sea pay an enormous yearly rereuue to the government. 
The t~vo  principal cities are Sitka, the capital, with a population of 550, and Jiineau, the metro- 
polis and supply goint with a population of 1,200. The western coast, from the southern boun- 
dary to Cape Spencer, is lined with a continuous chain of islands, nlany of them as large as the 
State of iilaine. Between the islands aud mainland are salt water channels, narigable for the 
largest sized steamships. In the interior is one of the largest rivers in the world, the Yukon, 
narigable for 2,000 miles, and F0 miles \T-ide a t  the mouth. The climate along the coast is TTet 
and warm, the thermometer in winter rarely going 5 degrees b e l o ~ ~  Zero. In the interior it is 
wurm in summer, bnt cold in winter.

Nova S C ~ T I Aconsists of a very narrow peninsula, connected with Xew Brunswick by a 
narrow isthmus about 16 miles wide, arid of tlie island OS Cape Breton. I t  is bounded ou the 
north by the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 0 x 1  the east and south by the Atlantic, on the west by the 
Bay of Fundy and A-ew Brunswiclr. I t  is 300 miles long and from SO to 100 wide, ~vitli an area of 
20,907 sqnare miles, or about 13,000,000 acres, of which 6,000,000 are fit for tillage. The Cobequid 
Range runs through the interior, the soil ou both sides of i t  being very fertile; mhich is also the 
case in the beautiful valley of the -4nnapolis River. The soil is very rich and productive, and 
agricultural productions are extensire, wheat, rye, oats, barley, buckwheat, corn, regetables, 
and fruit groming abuiidantly. Apples are exported in considerable quantities. The forests are 
extensire and valuable, and the yield of timber is large. The principal miilerals are coal, iron 
and gold. Coal is in great abundance, and is freely morlred, 250,000 tons beiiig exported in 1886. 
Iron is in large quantities and practically ineshaustible; it is of a fine quality and commands 
the highest price in the marlret. There are 58 gold mines in w-orlringorder, the value produced 
in 1686 being $455,564.

The harbor is one of the finest in existence over 
half a nlile in width a t  its narrowest part, and extensive enough to contain all the navies of 
the world. Halifax is the winter port for the direct mail Steamers, and has direct communica- 
tion with Limrpool, Boston, Baltimore, Quebec and the West Indies. As a summer resort it is 
yearly becoming better known; its subuibs furnish the pleasantest of drives and superior 
bathing facilities, and its pnblic gardens h a w  been pronounced by all who have visited them 
the most beautiful on this side of tlie Atlantic. iVewspapers are published in 16 Counties.

PROVIXCIAL CAPITAL, TORONTO. 

OJTARIO is bounded on  the east by Quebec, aud  the Labrador peniasula, north and north- 
west by Hudson's Bay and the Xorthwest Territories, southwest and south by the Great Lakes 
and St. Lawrence River, west by Manitoba, and has a n  area of 181,800 Square miles, ex-
clusive of its water surface. I t  is the most populous and wealthy Province of the Uornin- 
ion of Canada, and  contains a number of large cities with populations of trom 30,000 to 
45,000, amongst others being Ottawa, population 35,000, ~ ~ h i c his the seat of Government 
and capital of the Dominion.

Timber is largely produced and exported, including pine, oak, maple, walnut, hick- 
ory, etc. There are very extensive saw mills a t  Ottawa. The nlineral treasures are esceedingly 
rich and raried;  iron, copper, lead and silver Ure very abundant. Some gold has heeu found be- 
tween Georgian Bay and the Ottawa River ; petroleum, salt, rock salt and peat beds also exist, 
the annual  yield of petroleum being nearly 16,000,000 gallons. RIica is extensiiely n-orked. 
Rlarble, said to be equal to that  of Carrara, is quarried. Galena, plumbago, and iarious other 
minerals exist. Nanufactiires are rapidly increasing in  number andimportance, among the 
principal being agricultural implements of all kinds, wagons, carriages, railroad stock, includ- 
ing locomotives, cotton and woolen factories, tanneries, furniture, paper, soap, wooden ware 
factories, etc. The railway enterprise is m r y  great, and in  addition to the great t runk lines, the 
Grand Trunk Railway and Canadian Pacific, every inlportant section has competing lines 
stretching out to it. I t s  educational systenl is acombination of the best features of those of 
other count,ries, and is claimed to be the best i n  the world, especially in  its common schools. 
Newspapers are published in  47 Counties.

The aggregate 
annual catch of cod in North -4merican waters is estimated a t  about 160,000,000 fish, ~ o r t h  about 
815,000,000. Principal exports are fish and fish-oils, seal-oil and skins, and amount to more than 
$S,000,000 annually. Manufactures are very limited, and are confined to St. John's. The coast of 
Labrador, on the mainland, is now included in the colony ; it comprises about 120,000 square 
miles, but has only 4,211 inhabitants. NeWSpaperS are published in 4 districts.

Althorlgh Washington is known as the "cit,f o i  magnifjcent distances," Philaclelphi~ mag7 xe11 clajrn a por- 
tion of the title, for no City in the norld has streets in ans- wly  approachirig thelength of sorne of Philadelpliia's 
principi~l Ihoroughfares. The most prominent, of Course, thouph not quite the longrst, is Broad street, ivhich 
stretches away for nine and rhrrc-quarter miles in a line so straight that nothing hut aii otlicial sun-ey can 
detect the very slight deriation in the southern portion of tbe street. But for that slight variaiioti from a 
straight line the strrrt would exterid due north and south for its eritire length from League Island ori the south 
to Fisher's Lane, at 1,oganstation. on rhe north. Throuyllout tllat distunce the only obs-iacle is the City Hall nt 
theintersection of Rlarlret street. On rhe city plaii.sroad street is laid down as extendiirg to the City line, near 
Oak Lane Station, but it lias not been opened above Fisher s Lane. 

The longest Open street is Second, mhich begins domri near Leaxue Island, mhere it is knomn as League 
Island rodd, and later on as 01d Second street. TVhen it gets ahoae the b~iilt-up pnrtion of the city it is callrd 
Second street pike, and extends to Fox Cliase, a distance of about fiftrrn miles. I t  is nearly all Stores. 

Germantown arenue is about ten miles lorig ~vithin the city limirb, exteiiclinp from Front and L a u r ~ l  streets 
diagonally towilrcls tlie northn.est through Germantomn ancl Chesrnut Hili, crossing over into liontgomery 
county in the Wissahickon Valley on the other side of Chestiiut EIiIl. Ridge Avenue is but slightly shorter. 
extending in the Same general dirrction frorn Ninth and Vine streets to the Montgomrry county line. 

Of the numbered streetsFifth Comes next to Second in length, beingabout s i s  and a half miles long, r h i l e  
most of the othernumbered streets average about five nnd a half miles. Frankford avenue, running rhrough 
Xensington, Frankford and the Thirty-titth ward, is eight miles long, while the proposed Itichmoncl avenue, 
from the City Hall to Torresdale, 11~fi1d Iie twelve miles long. 

The longest East and West is Market street, n.hich runs from the Drlamare River to Cobb'sCreek, the boun- 
dar? linr hetuwn Philadelphia and Delamare county, a distance of iive and a half miles.
