When a question begins with the pronoun “what,” it
signals that the speaker wants or needs information.
This is called an “interrogative.” In the simple past
tense, question forms are made using the auxiliary verb
"do" (in its past form, "did") followed by the simple form
of the main verb.

Examples are “What did you watch?” “What did you
do?” The main verbs are “watch” and “do.”
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because

“Because” means “for the reason or cause that” or “the
reason that.” “Because” is a conjunction. A conjunction
is a word or phrase that connects other words, phrases
or clauses. There are three types of conjunctions:
coordinating, correlative and subordinating.
“Because” is a subordinating conjunction. It is used to
join a dependent clause to a main clause.

Here, the Pilgrims were thankful because they had
enough food for the next winter. “Because” joins the
two clauses and gives the reason the Pilgrims were
thankful.

“Do” is an auxiliary or helping verb, which is used to
help form the voices, tenses or moods of other verbs. A
verb tense is the property of the verb that expresses
time. “Not” is a word that expresses the idea of “no.”

The simple past tense of “do” is “did.” When “did” is
combined with “not,” the word “didn’t” is formed. “Didn’t”
means that no action happened.

Remember: “Didn’t” is a contraction for “did” and “not.”
A contraction is a shortened and combined form of two
words in which an apostrophe (‘) indicates the letters

can’t

“Can” means “to be able to do.” When used with a
pronoun, “can” expresses someone’s ability to do
something. “Not” is a word that expresses the idea of

no.

When “can” is combined with “not,” the word “can’t” or

“cannot” expresses someone’s inability to do something.

To say, “I can’t dance,” means that the person is not
able to dance.

Remember: “Can’t” is a contraction for “can” and “not.”
A contraction is a shortened and combined form of two
words in which an apostrophe (‘) indicates the letters
that are left out.

Verb tenses express time. A verb in the past tense
expresses an action that has already happened. To
form the past tense of “regular” verbs in English, you
add “ed” to the end of the word. For example, the past
tense of “want” is “wanted.”

The verbs “teach” and “leave” are “irregular” verbs.
Irregular verbs do not use “ed” at the end to form the
past tense. To form the past tense of irregular verbs,
you do one of three things. You leave the word alone,
you change the vowel that is in the middle of the word
or you change the word completely.

The past tense of “teach” is “taught.” The past tense of
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“leave” is “left.” To change those verbs from the present
tense to the past tense, you need to change the words
completely.

Tooth Fairy When a young child loses a tooth, there is an American custom where the tooth is
Traditions placed under the child’s pillow before they go to sleep. Supposedly during the night, a
small fairy, the Tooth Fairy, comes into the child’'s bedroom and removes the tooth and
in its place leaves a small sum of money.

Since children can lose their first set of teeth, or baby teeth as they are called, as early
as 5 and until the age of 11, there comes a times when children no longer believe in this
magical fairy, but instead come to understand that there’s no magic involved at all. As it
turns out in the enactment of this early rite of passage, the parents are actually the ones
who make the exchange.

It practice grew from old traditions practiced in other countries during the days when
people held superstitions about the loss of teeth and how they should be disposed.

The Tooth Fairy tradition didn’t begin in the United States until the early 1900’s. During
that time a play and a story were written about the Tooth Fairy and from that time, her
popularity grew and gained mass recognition in the 1950’s.

The Easter Bunny

The Easter Bunny is a non-religious symbol for Easter, a Christian holiday that is
celebrated each spring. The Easter Bunny is associated with Easter in much the same
way that Santa Claus is associated with Christmas.

Activities and events vary in the use of this symbol throughout the United States. In
some customs during the Easter season, children are told that the Easter bunny comes
and hides colorful eggs outdoors for children to find. This is called an Easter Egg hunt
and can be a large event with lots of children participating or a smaller activity with
immediate family or friends. In some cases, youngsters will find a basket filled with
decorated eggs and candies that are left by the Easter Bunny as well. Often the dying or
coloring of eggs is a common past time. They are displayed in a basket with other
candies and toys.

Sweet treats like chocolate rabbits and chocolate eggs as well as egg shaped jelly
beans are commonly found around this time of year as are stuffed rabbit dolls for
children to play with. But the symbols of the bunny and eggs pre-date the American
tradition. They actually date back long before Easter to ancient times and rituals where
they symbolized spring and new life.
